WasHINGTON, Sept. 16, —The state de-
partment has taken steps to havea
thorough investigation made of the cir-
cumstances surrounnding the killing of
Churles Govin, a young American ac-
compunying the Cubun revoluntionary
army in the capacity of correspondent
for a Florida newspaper. Affidavits
procured by council for the family of
Govin go to show that while he
with a force of rebels nnder Major Val-
encia at Corredas, near Havana, last
July, a strong force of Spanish troops
was encountered, and Govin, who was
anarmed, and, it 15 asserted, was non-
coanbatant, surrendered to the Spanish
colonel.

It is alleged that although he was
sapplied with an Amencan passport
and papoers o estublich s newspaper

connection he was executed on the day
fotlowing his capture withow sn op-
portunity fo claim and cxervise his

rights under troaty as an American citi-
gen. Consul General Lee will endeav-
or to ascertain all the facts as rhe basis
for further action by the state depart-
ment directly throungh Minister Tavlor,
but the work 18 necessardy slow, us 1s
the case in many of such affairs, be-
cause of the preat difficalty expenenced
in securing reports of the facts when
the killing occurs outside of the larger
towns.
