Lovers Die Together.
Shamokin, Jan. While Frederick Grae--

bei and Miss Maude Gothie were driving
along the public road in a sleigh half a
mile east of this place last night, the earth
caved into an abandoned mine working.

Searching parties were unable to locate
the couple until 4 o'clock this morning
Miss Gothie's body was badly bruised, and
death must have been instantaneous. Itolh
or Mr. Graeber s feet were frozen and he
was almost dead from exposure. It is
feared hn cannot recover. The couple
were engaged to be married. G ruber ral
lied this afternoon sufliciently to relate
the following version of the accident.

He said: "When the team went into the
noie Aiaua was tnrown on tbe opposite
side from me aud I suppose she must hive
beeu killed, as she was buried beneath a
mass oi loose eartn ana aid not answer
my agonizing cries. Feeling a sharp pain
in my right leg. I released it and found
the bone bad penetrated the flesh near the
ankle. fearing that 1 might bleed to
death, I tied my handkerchief about the
wound and then twisted my watch chain
tight over it with my keys. That stopped
tne oieeoing ana a lew moments later an
other fall occurred, burying me up te my
breast."

It was found that Miss Gothie's neck
bad Ix en broken, and it is expected Grae
ber witl sink rapidly after sets
in, as he is almost crazed with grief over the
tragic death of his sweetheart. Thous
ands of people visited tbe scene of the ac
cident to-da- y.

Died to Kate Her Childress.
At 11 o'clock on SalurJay morning the

frame house occupied by William Croyle
in Bedford, Pa., was discovered to bn on
Are, and before an alarm could be given
tne entire structure was enveloped in
flames.

Mrs. Croyle succeeded in throwing two
of the children out of the window to their
father. It is supposed she went back to
get the two other children and was suffo
cated, for she disappeared from the win
dow and was not seen again.

When the dead bodies of the mother and
children were taken from the ruins of the
house nothing but the trunks remained,
the legs, arms and head having been burn-
ed off. The two weeks old baby, which
was thrown out of the window, is so
severely burned that it will probably die.
The father was also buined about the head
and arms.
