Specie Payments.

Mr. Sherwood, our member in Con-
gress, on Monday offered abill provid
ing for a return ‘1o specie payments
and the reduction of the public debt.

the fractional currency to be csneell-
od after redemption and not reissued.
The Secretary of the Treasury is em-

security for the redemption by the va
tional bauks of their ontstgnding cir-
culation.

The New . er Decision
by a Pack

Supreme Court.

One of the grestest affronts and outrages
ever perpetrated aguinst the people of
the United States was consumated y ester-
duy, in the Ie&-l-h‘udcr decision of u pack-
ed wajoritly of our highest judicial tribu-
mal. We will ot dwell on its tendency
10 undermine respect for judicial decision,
although it is & scandalous spectacle to
see the same (\-ur& promulgating diswmet-
rieally opposite opinions on the self-same
question, within the short period of three
yenrs. The essence of this great scandal
i+, that this is no true decisiou of the Su-
preme Court, but the decision of Ulysses
8. Grant, dictated by hizn when bo packed
the court for the very purfose of over-ruj-
ing a former decision of that tribunal on
the snme question. It is the most Sagrant
instance? even in our recent history, of
striking at the very roots of justice and un+
dermining the great cardinal | rinciples of
of the Constitution. Nay, it subverts the
fundimential principles of all free govern-
ment. The separaticn «fthe judicial frem
the executive departwents, bas always
been regarded as the chief bulwark of En-
glish as well as of American treedom. In
England it was extorted from the crown af-
ter long struggles; but in this country we
posessed it from the beginning, and kept it
untll it was taken from us by President
Grant. This ignorant man disliked the de
cision on the legal-tender question render-
ed two or three years ago, and determined
to pack the Fupreme Court with judges on
whom he could rely to reverseit This
was the sole reason for his appointing Jus-
tices Strong and Bradley, thus reinforcing
thie minority of the court and ereating a
majority’ whose decision would coincide
with hie views. This virtual usurpation of
the judicial power by the President, mak-
ing the decisions of the Supreme Court a
matter of personal will and executive die-
tation instead of the solemn judgements of
a body of independent judges learned in
the law, is all the more dangerous Lecause
it is perpetrated within the forms of the
Constitution. General Grant is the Su-
preme Court. He has so packed it with
subservient partisun judges that he is able
to decide all legal questions in which he
feels a personal or party interest. -

Judge Streng, one of Grant's appoin-
tees, delivered the opinion, and Judge
Bradley, bis other appointee, supported it
by aseparateopinion, thus bringing the re-
sults of General Grant's packing into bold
exposure. Judge Strong's argument is a
tissue of chicaning sophistry which affronts
justice and common honesty, as well as the
Constitution. He derives the suthority te
make Treasury notes a lega! tender from
the war power. This pretence was tersely
exploded in advance, so far as it applies to
the present case, by Mr. Clarkson N. Pot-
ter in his very able argument before the
court. Mr. Potter's neat exposure of the
fallacy is worth inserting here:

The constitutional power of Congress is
always the same. Whatever power to
raze. to burn, to impress, or to destroy it,
it bas because these powers are appropriate,
and plamnly adapted to the exercise of the
suthority expressly delegated to it to make
war., hat the government can only use its
powers in thia respect in time of war ia be-
cause it is only as @ means of exercizing the
power of making war that it has authority
o use them at all. Nevertheless, the pow-
er of Congress to make war remainsalways

the same. If the power to issue Trea
notes, and make them a tender for pre-exist-

ing debts, was a necessary and proper
means of rneuﬁu{q the power to make war,
and that alone. then indeed the right

te exercise that means would have begun
when the war began, and ccased when the
war ceased.

General Grant's packed masjority not on-
Iy falls into unsound logic and bad law,
but insults the public conscience by at-
tempting to obliterute the eternal distine-
tion between right and wrong. Acecording
to this decision, it is just for & man who
borrowed a hundred dollars to discharge
the debt by msking a tender ofthe value
of thirty dollars. There is no such thing
s intrinsic justice, no distinetion In the ne-
ture of things between right and wrong,
the only rule belug whatever Congross de-
clares to be right is right, however revoll-
ing to the moral sense of mankind. If
Congress may legalize the payment of thir-
ty dolls rs to discharge a debt of a hundred
it may equally legalize the payment of one
dollar, or even of anickel cent, to dis-
charge the snmedobt.  Every henlthy con-
science unhesitatingly decides that sych
a doctrine abolishes all just mors) distine-
tions, annuls promises, destroys the obli-
gution of contracts, and makesthe dictates
of immutable justice the sport of legisla-
tive caprice and packed tribunsl. A las
