It is fortunate, says an exchange, that
the area of heavy precipitation which
eansed the floods in the Ohio and Cum
berland rivers has been limited to that of
the O valley region. If it had ex
tended into the watersheds of the npper
Mississippi and the Missonri rivers we
might now be recording the destruction of

levees and the inundation of the bottom
lands along the lower course of the
““ Father of Waters,” While the Ohio

and tributaries were gorged with the
floods descending from their re spective
watersheds the upper portion of the
Migsissippi and the entire length of the
Missourt were so unaffected by the re
cent heavy storms of rain and snow as to
add but httle beyond the ordinary flow
to the velume of water entering the lower
Mississippi at Cairo. Hence the latter
river below that city was low and ready
to receive the surplus from the Ohio
valley withont «-xlnhitinu;m'\' remarkable
disturbance of its levels. The damage
eaused by the floods was, therefore, con-
fined to the region in which they originat-
ed. T, as we stated above, the immense
watersheds of the Mississippi and Mis-
souri had been proportionately affected
by the storms as was that of the Ohio
valley, the destruction of property would
have been unparalleled, for the united
waters wonld have continued to be pre-
cipitated into a reservoir, or rather chan-
nel, already filled. The *‘danger line ”
would have been overtopped at all points
and the adjacent country inundated.
The possibility of this occurring any
year should awaken the Siate authorities
to a sense of their danger, and induce
|them to exert themselves to provide
| against such a contingeney by raising
i and strengthening the Mississippi levees.

Au influential New Eugland manunfac-
tarer, who has been in Washington, re-
marked that the position of the country
s now in every way favorable to a gener-
al revival of industry if only confidence
in the future is restored.

The Centennial Addresses,

Bank Clerks.

The Boston C(ommercial Bulletin
says that the bank clerks of Boston are
as capable, industrions, and faithful a
set of bank officers as can be feund in
any city in the world. But after all, it
states, the place to find an extensive
army of well trained bank clerks is in
the Bank of England. This institution,
with 1ts capital of ninety millions of dol-
lars and dating back to 1694, to-day em-
ploys nine hundred clerks. The build-
ing in which these clerks do their work
covers five acres of gronmd. It has not
a single window npon the street, the
light of day being admitted only through
open courts. It has a clock in the cen-
ter of the bank with fifty dials, The
Bank of England is institnted in the
center of London ; but it has one branch
at the west end of the city, and many
branches in the provinces. Though the
Bank of England employs a very heavy
force of clerks, it would seem, from a
glance at its business, that it ought te
keep them well employed and fairly
remunerate them. Its sole work in its
issue department js to give out notes to
the public. The profit the bank derives
from its issue department is the interest
receivedd upon the $70,000,000 govern-
ment debt and securities, which, at the
rate of three per cent, is $2,100,000 a
year. By its “mnlmsr in coin and bullion,
it has the reputation of making §150,000
ayear. The amount of Bank of Eng-
land notes afloat generally averages about
£100,000,000, and has lately reached
£165,000,000. The deposits in the Bank
of England, out of which it of course
makes a great deal of money, range from
260,000,000 to nearly twice that sum,

Troubles of the Fishermen.

A sorrowful story from the ocean comes
to us by the way of the old seaport of
Gloncester, Mass., ten vessels bemng re-
vorted missing from the fishing fleet.
hese craft nsually carry about ten men
each, and the loss of life, if these ten
schooners are wrecked, as is probably
the case, will be large. It is a heavy
loss for the hardy little community in
Cape Ann to bear. The fishermen of the
North Atlantic coast endure many nard-
ships in pursuit of their dangerous call-
ing. This cold and stormy season has
witnessed many disasters ; but this latest
is one of the saddest repetitions of the
old and tragical story of suffering, danger
and death on the sea, and of hope de-
ferred, despair and lamentation on the
land.
