4400, with $205,380,000 of capital and
$1.242.790,000 of deposits. On June 29,
1878, there were 2,056 national banks in
operation, with & capital of $470,390,000,
not including -urplulmor greatly more
than double the capitfl of the private
backs. The surplus of the national
banks amounted in addition to more
than $118,000,000, while their deposits
were at the date pamed $677,150000;
Savings banks, nnumber, baving no
capital stock, held at the same period
$503,290,000 of deposits, so that the total
deposits in all banks and banking insti-
tutions in June last averaged over $2,-
