The p-rt etati.-tie* of
San Francisco show that the arrivals
of Chioese during the year ending
November 1, wete 6,128. and depar-
tures 8,746 ?of whom 6,929 went to
China, and 2,217 to Honolulu?the
excess of departures over arrivals be
iDg 2.618. It is estimated that there
are 62,000 Chinese on the Pacific
coast, which shows that this popu'a-
tion is decreasing instead of increas-

iyg, for when the anti-Chinese agita-
tion was begun, a few years ago, thees-
timate was 100,000. The total number
of Chinese arrivals for the twenty
years ending December, 1878, was
230,430. and the departures and
deaths 134,491. At this rate the
Chinese cheap labor will soon be un-
known in California.
