which resulted in the capture of that
fortification and tho surrender of the
town. After another campaign in
Africa ho was recalled in 1S.V.I to take
command of tho second division of
the French army .in iho w ar of Italy,
und for his services at tho butllo of
Mngenta was created, on tho Geld,
I Hike of Magenta and Marshul of
France. Sinco then he bus been Gov

ernor-Genera- l of Algeria, and, until
,j8 ,Ccent deleat, was esteemed the

best of Napoleon's generals.
