Millnsd Fil linore was born at Locke,
now Summerhill, Cayuga oounty, N. Y.,
Jan 7, 1800, 1714 father, Nathaniel Fili-
more, wis of English descent, and fol-
lo the ton of & 1 . e
remioved to Erle county In 1810, and
eultivated n sondl farm,

Atan eatly age Millard was sent to
Livingston conntyto learn the clothier's
trade, and passed four years In dressing
cloth, During this twe ke  lm-
proved every spare hour to supply
the defeets of bis ewrly sducation.

In 1814, he made thescgunintancs of
the late Judae Wood @f Usayugs eolinty,
and entered his ofMice for the purpose
of studylng taw, Joorder Lo do this he
hed to pay 830 for one year's tme
which lie owed hily employers,  T'o ralse
this s b devoled Ins spare time tw
Legaling sehool.

By working trom four in the morning
until Inte nt plght bie accomplished the
desired resolt, pald his debt, and had
#0 left for expenses for the whole year,
His board cost him nothing.

In 1820 hie was elected to represent
the conaty of Ere in the State  Assem.
ply. Being n member of the old Whig
party, which was at that ti in the
minority, by had little opporlunity of
distinguishing Lihmsell, His humanity
and lave of justice, however, led lim
to take an acldve part in the mwovement
for abollshing lwprisonment for debt in
the Binte,

In 1882 be was clecled on Lhe anti-
Jackson Ueket to Congress, serving
one term.  In 1887 Liv was agnin chosen
asa Whig, and also In 1838 and 1840,
1l was again nominated in 1842, bug
peremptorily declinad. While in Con-
gress he deolared himself oppuesed to
the aunexation of Texas so luug as
rlaves were held therein, and in favor
of Congress exerelsing all constitutional
powers to abolish the slave trade be-
tween the States and the slave trade In
the Distriet-of Columbia,

In 1830, at the opening of the Twen.
ty-sixth Congress, he took part in the
celebrated *‘broad seal’’ contest on the
right to the seats of five of the gix mem-
burs from New Jersey, and was one of
the Committer on  Blections making a
minority repart on the suliject, In 1848
he was elected Viece-President of the
United Btates and begame President
July 10, 1860, on the death of Gennral
Taylor, and that year signed the Fugi-
tive Slave lnw and the acoompanyiog

| bills known as the "Compromise Meas-

ures’  In 1857 be put In force the
Neutrality laws ngainst the: Lopez fill-
busters, removing the Callector of New
Orleans, by whose eonnivance the
Pampero escaped from that port,

In 1852, his wile, formerly a Miss
Abigail Powo s, daughter of the Rev,
Lemusl Powers, died leaving him  two
ohildren, & ¥on and a daughter, the lat-
ter of whom died in 1854, In 1855 and
1850 he visited Europe, wherée he was
recelved with the most flsttering atien-
tions, ‘The same year lie was noming-
ted by the Amerieans for the Presidency,
but received only the vole of Maryland
ln the Elvetaral College.
