A FREE LOVETRAGEDY.
An Injured Husband In Callfornis
Shooting the Seducerofhis Wife
—~AMutual Friend Hastening the
Catastrophe.
San Frawclen Alta, Oct, 19,

A dispateh received from Canistoga
yesterday announced that Harry Lark-
yns,better known ns Major Hurry Lark-
yos, was shot and almost instantly kil
ed by Edward J. Muoybridge, a photo=
grapher of this city, on Saturday night,
about 11 o'clock. The cause of tho
murder is sald to be domesle trouble,
and of this there seems to bo no doubt.
Lurkyns was an Euglishmuan, abous 85
years of age. o came to this city a
year and a bhalf ago, with another Eng
lishman, Ife got em|loyment ou the
Post as reporter, his engagement last-
ing some time. Ile was then employ-
ed by John Wilson,the circus man. His
last employment was to make maps of
some mines in Napa and Sonoma coun-
tles, and It was on Lhis business that he
went to Canistoga. Muybridge s a
photographer In the employ of Bradley
& Rulofson. His principal business is
to take photographs of country seanes,
and he was, therefore, most of his time
absent from the clty. Mrs. Muybridge
was ab one timeclerk Iy Ackerman’s $1
store, They have one child, Mrs, Muy-
bridge 1s now in Portland, Oregon.

It is said that Muybridge formed ap-
quaintance of Larkyns, and that he
liked him very much. He invited him
to his house a3 a friend, and Introduced
him to his wife. Larkyns often visited
Mr, Muybridge's house, and for a long
time was always kindly recelved. Bat
the husband left the city in pursnance
of his employment, and way gone for
some time, When he returned he learn-
ed that Larkyn's conduct to his family
during his absence was not that of a
friend, e eautioned Larkyns never
to visit his house again or speak to his
wife. Dut it was of no avail, The in-
timacy between Mrs. Muybridge and
Larkyns continued, and was t0 open
that the outraged husband sought his
false friend and finding Lim in the office
of ihe Evening Dost, quarrelled with
him, and strock lim. This had not the
desired effect. Larkyns and Mrs, Muoy-
bridge still met clandestinely, even
openly, in spite of the protests of her
husbanil

Whatever may have been the rela-
tious of Larkyns and Mes. Muybridge,
the difficulty seemed to bave been blown
over with the departure of the former
for the Canistogs, and the latter for
Portland. It remaied for a “mutusl
friend'” to stir up the passions of (be
cutraged husband and drive him to the
commission of wmurder. This mutusl
friend was & Iady, who was cmployed
a8 narse by Mrs. Muoybridge, and all
the correspondence between Larkyns
and Mrs. Muybridge was turned over
to her for safe kecping.

The mutunl friend wanted mouey,
which she said Muybridge owned her,
and for this purpose she pald him a
visit on the forenoon of taturdiy last.
She demanded the woney, but Muy-
bridge either refused [to puy or gave
the old Iady & guff answer. Thereupon
she pulled a bundle of letters from her
pocket, aud handing them to him said :
“Will you pay me now?"’ The husband
Wwok the letters and read them over
earefully. His breast heaved with in-
digoation, his wrath was fired, and he
determined on revenge.  Having learn.
od that Larkyns was In Canistoga, he
left [n the afteruoon for that place. On
his arrive he wont to the hotel where
Larkyns was, and baving found him,
shot and killed him almost instantly,
Muybridge was at once arrested,

From the Sawm Prancisco (N ronicle.

Major Larkyns was troubled with
great anxiety on Mra. Muybridge's ao-
count. Mrs. Smith relates that In the
Istter part of July he wrote from ihe
Geysers saying. *I can neither eat
sleep, nor work, till I know something
mors about that poor gitl. 'm afraid
I shall huve to give up my business and
come down and see where she Is and
what has become of her.” And again,
shortly afterward, It the poor girl s
In distressed writo andlesms know, snd
I shall go and feteh her down or send
ber money (9 come,”

Some months ago Major Larkyns
wrole s play for Charlutte Thompson,
which was successfully produced la
New York, and at the time of Lis death
he had one prepared for Mrs, Chaofrau,
which that lndy had pot yet taken off
hie hands, A lady who knew him pro-
fessionally abrosd adds the following
particulnrs:  Major Larkyns was con-
nected lo England with o family of

Irreproachable character.
tered business by putiing quite a large
sum of money In the Lycenm Theatre,
o place which stood high In theatrical
cireles. Hig conneetions with the drama
80 incurred the displeasure of his family
that, with the expection of his sister,
they ceased to recelve or recognize him.
His theatrical venture was a failure
finaneinlly. After severing Lis ocon-
nection with the Lyceum be obtained s
commission in the Eoglish army, and
served in India. Ha theén volunteersd
Iin the service of Garibaldl, and was
with him In his champaigns, At the
the breaking out of the Franco-Prussian
war, he joined the Freneh army. Ia
was promoted to the rank of Major, a
titla which he retained until his death,
At Metz ho was wounded in the thigh,
,aud after recovering, in the latter part
of 1873, he came to America.

If the sys-
ten Is wonk,the straln will be too much
for it. So It Is with great excitement of
any kind, Great Joy will take the ap-
petite, the nppetite will affect digestion,
and digestion the system, often inelu-
ding the mental and moral,

Now we eannot be happy long at a
time. A fer & time if the excitement
has been very high, there will be a
drooping down, a lessening of the feel-
ing, until there Is & depressed, weary
condition of the system, a languor and
satiety. The penaity s always attach-
ed—the good neutralized by its oppy-
sile.

Do we consider this? Very few in-
deed do. We rather follow our ineina-
tions--promit Impuisas to governus, We
ara Telemachus struggling to get to the
slrens; we have no thought of the real
condition, much less o desire of will Lo
avold It.

It
needs only seeing what there is, and
then practicing to obtaln it, and In a
short tine the thing will be accomplish-
ed. Dut will there be more enjoyment
Inlts accomplishment. Clearly, yes.
The high strain and the low condition
copsequent may be avolded, Thus
the lover may loose Lis Gts of high sla-
tion snd deep depression, the two neua-
rallziug each other, leaving the person
tho worst for the steain, This may be
avolded, There will be no after effoct
of pale countenancs and gloomy and
sulfering aspect, The business man,
Inatead of belng merged wholly In the
one existing tople, elating and depress-
lug him, and under-balanclog his mind,
may be free from all this, and its rack-
Ing, hurting influence. So In all the
departments of life acd soclety, where
we find this Irregularity, this excess
and folly, seeking after the unattian-
able—ws aking because lempting and
not thinking that it cannot be ubtain-
ed.

Are you then to avold all that is flat-
tering and exeiting? Weare to avold
that which hurts us, however well it
may appear. We aro to avoid—and
this Is the substaues of the whole thing
—exX0ess,
