The preat majority of our vegetables
are quite unlike the plant in He wild
state. By onltivation throngh a long
serion of yenrs, somo parl of Lhe plant,
that portion most useful to man, bas
taken on an unoatural devolopment.
Thin may oeeur in the root, as in (he ear-
rol; the lober as in the polato; in the
bulb as in the onlon; in the stem an in
the kohl-rabi; in the leaves sain the
spinsch; lo the leal-stalk as in the rhu-
barb; or in the terminal bud, of which
the eabbage s an example, The fruit
is changed in a large number, »s in the
squnsbes, lamato, ete., and fiually the
seeds Lhemselves are modified, ss the
peas, benns, aweet corn, ote. These por-
tions bave not only besn incressed in
sizs, butl they bave acquired a pecolinr
eolor, flavor, ete., which wdd to their
valne. When these plants are grown
nuder nnfavorable conditions, they re.
vert more or less to thelr origionl wild
sinte, The enrror affords a marked |1-
lastiation of reversion. Allowed to sow
ita own aeed im poor soil in autnmn, the
plant which ocomes up the fullowing
spring is left to fight ita way smong
gmss and other plauts, and io » few
yoars it becomes the well-known *'wild
earrot,” The small woody root of thie
bs boen, by a fow years of coltivation,
brought back to the Inrge tender rool we
kaow in the earrol. Many other examples
erald be cited of the tendency of eulti-
vated plants 1o retrogmade, but this is
sufficlent to show that the first point in
woed-growiog is good enltivation of the
plants which bear the sced. They musl
be kept from revertiog towsrds their firs:
oondition; indeed, one of the methods ot
improving plants, and, coumeguently
their seods, i to provide those conditions
which will allow them (o assome their
greatest developmont. In other words,
high coltivation Is necessary to grow il
best seeds. —Dr. George Thusber in Ao
