FARMERS' COLUMN.

Canning' Rhubarb.
Those who are fond of rhubarb are re-

minded that It may be canned for winter
use In the same manner as fruits. If this
has not already been done, the winter's
supply eught lo be put up ut ooce, as the
gathering should soon cease, and the plants
allowed to grow and gain strength for the
product of next spring. In canning, the
rhubarb is stewed as 1 for the table. Sugar
may be.added or not; it is not necessary lor
its preservation, but many think II more
convenient to add it at once, otherwise the
rhubarb has to be heated before it is used,in
order to properly Incorporate the sugar. Tho
hot rhubarb is filled into tbo jars in the
same manner as stewed fruits, and the
covers put on at once. Before placing away,
try if it is possible to screw down the corks

tittle tighter. In gathering rhubarb at
this season, select the newer stalks, as the
outer and older ones are apt to be tough.

Use Borax in Washing.
Iu employing u common, cheap, bulclean

soap, I often put leu than a level teaspoon- -'

ful of powdered borax into the bottom o
my tut, pouring hot water on it, and then
cooling lo the proper degree. This borox
makes the washing more cosy, and is good
for the hands, healing them when chapped,

nd leaving them in good condition after
washiug. Whatever g' od soap you use, it
is not necessary to boil the clothes, but this
process heljis in most cases, especially if the
clothes are well stirred about in the boiler.

t is not best to leuve them actually boiling
many minutes, as this will turn them yel- -

ow. The whole washing may be done
without warm water, if desired, but more
or stronger snap nius.t be used, and the la-

bor is harder. We want U loosen the dirt
between (he fibres of the clolh as easily ob
IHissible, and then to rinse it all awav. That
s tho philosophy of making soiled clothes

Notes in General.
A great saying in labor of cull ivalion

can bo made by drawing a heavy bush or n

smoothing harrow broadcast oyer tho fiehl

just before or at the time the potato sprout
are beginning lo push through.

The growing of cauliflowers Is receiv-

ing moro attention than formerly, particu
larly so tho earlier varieties. The crops ol

Dwarf Erfurt and Snowball begin to come
firward In June, and these, with the later
sorts, are in the market almost without in

termission until November.

An Interesting feature of agriculture in

California is olive growing. It is thought
that the State can easily raise a crop as large
as that ol Italy, which, it is said, sells year
ly for $50,000,000. A ranch owner
Santa Darbara has made $25,000 an acre
from the cultivation of this delectable
fruit.

rrofessorShellon.of the Kansas State
Agricultural College, holds that the culliva
lion of such crops as broom corn, liemp.flax
and perhaps castor-beans- , which furnishes
but little II any stock feed, will ultimately
lead to serious consequences in the loss of
fertility sustained by the lands which are so

cultivated.

Thedtseisa caused by worms in the
windpipe ot youngchlcksommonly known
as gape, originates from filth, such as feed

ing soft food on the ground, and also when
ft has beguu to ferment. The safest way lo

cure gaps is to mix a teaspnonful of spirits
of turpentine with a pint of corn mesl,tuade

into dough, and feed to the chicks.

Goosberry Jelly. Tick the fruit before

quite ripe, put into a dish and place in a

kettle of hot water, cover closely and boil

until the fruit is tender. Strain the same
ss currant jelly, and to each pint of juice
allow a pound of sugar, boil twenty minu-

tes, turn into jelly cups and set in the sun
for several days, or until stiff. Protect from

insects and dew.
