The sunny cheer
fulness of  ber temper and guist humor,
which had shed thelr blessed (nfluctices
arotnd her all Wirough life, still made bLer
teportment genial and atiractive.  Her
wemory, faithfal to the myriad lmpres-
stons of & lung and eveaiful experience,
wis ever ready with its various remipi-
scences lo give a pecullar charm to ber
conversution upon subjects of the buried
past,  Sobe was then the last lving bells of
