It Is n sorlous fact that persons res-
pued from drowning are goneraily un-
gmteful to thelr rescuors, and seem (o
havae it appreciation of the despernte
ohnnees taken to save them, The only
oxplanation given for this strange in-
gratitude is that the person rescued from

"drowning hias so groab a horror of such s

desth thut he detests everything in oon-
nection with it, Numerous instances of
ingratituda can bo olted. A man who
was oice Tescued by Mr, Btory at Prison
Point bridge, in midwinter, endeavored
in every way for o year after tho resene
to socure Mr, Story*s placo as drawtender
of the beidge. A woman whom the
pime brave man gaved from death and
enred for during suvernl weeks of sick-
noss browght on by her Involuntary bath,
proved n miserable ingrute. Mr, Story
provided her with & dreas belonging to
his wife, her own having been budly
torn andd otherwise damaged when she
fell overbonrd, She wpover roturned it,
and hie bhas pever heard from her singe.
NO HOMANUE HNELE.

A man wis rescued from drowning
afber n despornte struggle near Tuders
wharl, Charlestown, several yoars ngo,
minil to quibet him it wan neoessiry for the
voung men who jumped in after lidm to
stéilee him goveral times and plunge his
howd under the water, When taken from
tho water the man tuwmed upon his
rescuer and demnndod sptinfaction for
the rough usage he received and started in
to got I e reckoned without his llll?-l,
however, and got what he deserved—a
good pounding.

A littlo boy wus sived fron drowning
At the same place by the same person
shortly afterward. When the wharl was
veached hio was uneonscions, and the life
saver tricd to respsoitate himm, which he
aecvndind in doing after n half hour's
labor, The boy recelvied two alight nbhra
stons on hiy face, aslight brulse on the
forchend and n serntch on the neck
which were caused by the old rough
planks on the wharf. Wheh the boy
wie tnken to his home hiv mothor, notic-
ing the sbrasions, asked how he got
them, and, being informed, shie showereid
tiuse on the plucky
mved her Boy's life, ond to the present
day she has o strong dislike for him,

A voung man, drowning in Highland
ke, Norfolk, this state, a few yours
ago, wiis rescued by o companion, taken
whore and ecarried to s little nebor for
resuscitation, He was rovived, and af-
terward mingled with the pienickers in
onjoyment. O courso ho was congratu-
loted on his esonps from doeath, and his
vesover wns prifsed. e wos informeed
of cirommstances connected with the ne-
wident and rescue, and, hearing the Jife
savir complimented, envied him. To-
diy this man, bronght back, 8o to apeak,
from the portals of the unknown here-
ufter, detests the brave fellow who risked
his life to suve him.

Caornelins Roach, the brave ferey hand,
hag never but once recelved gratelul ae-
knowledgment for n rescue from those
whom he has saved from watery groves,

I got wodged in book upward, and was
pretiy Orinly held there by the strong
ebl current, | struggled hard to free
myself, but my efforts were futile, 1
hold my breath as long as possible, nnd
tried in every way to extricate myself, |1
endeavored to swim downward, upward
nnd stradghtforward, but it was o use-
less woste of strength., My face began
to grow hot; thete was o heavy pressure
on my head and body; T hegan to trem-
ble, and was forced to expel the nir
from my lungs. Then I commenced to
smother, 1 knew that something must
by done and quickly, too, or Telwould die,
The pressure on wy head and body in-
oreased, I was being strangled and
erighied to death, My head seemed to
erack and split into & dozen pieces,

“AMly whole pagt life rose before me.
