Keene s now figuring In the Sugar Trust
—ouo of the most gigantic apeculations
sl concelved, snd at presont, to all ap-
poarances, carrled to completion, when the
profits acerulng from this thrifty eulld will
nol be lsss Llhan twenty-five milllons of
dollars a year.

It ls now aboul twenty vears ago alnece a
allm, boyish, bright-looking fellow ap-
peared on the Stock Board of San Francis-
co, He had not been there long before he
began to be feared, for as & mad plunger
the Golden City by the sea bad meyer seen
his equal, At that time the San Francisco
Stock Hoard contained as  despernte a sel
of gamblers ns ever were congragated in
auy body m the world; but among Lhat
reckless crew the boldest held thalr breath
when Jim Keepe camo into the pit. Cool
naan lceborg, Impassive as the Sphynx,
losses made no more lwpression on him
than winnings, sod in » very short time
Jim Keens was regarded as a milllonaire.
Some one, some day, will write the Lilstory
of \he Big Bonanza, when millions were
played with as boys play marbles In the
street, It was a wild time, that mining
crazo, when Consolidnted Virginin sold
for twenty-five dollars a share and pald
two dollars a month diyldend on that.
What could it mean? The Floods, the
O'Yriens, the Mackays snd Fairs grew
rich; but thonsands upon thousands were
ruined. Yot inthe midst of these disas-
ters one man stood unshaken as n rock,
and that man was Jawes B. Keene, How
much was he worth?

schems, bal a let of nefarlous rascals wore
found ready to speculate on the people's
life-blood or anything clse, so that they
could hoard up their ill-gotten gold, The
syndicate epgineered by Keene bought
right and left of futures, and they thought
they had the market sure,but the Almighty
defeated them, One of the most bountiful
harvests that the country had seen for
yoars came Lo the aid of the people, and
Eoene, with his band of plratical confeder-
ates, went to the wall, No one knows
how mueh he sank, but he went out of
sight lke & stone in the ses.

The adyisabiliry
of having this work done promptly Is now
boing Investigated by the State Board of
Health, anll we aro all hopeful of an eatly
movement {n thin matter by the state, This
is Dot only a great sk, but an important
measare in the sanltary condition of the
town. It will also goard against overflows
in rainy seasons where the banks of the
