LIFE IN FAR AWAY TIBET,

Things Im That Strange Land ss Repre-
menbed l,r the Latsst Explorer.
L' **The wetple of Tibet have the funniest

&% Of mnking tea you ever heard of,”
sisld Lieut. Rockhill, that far away ooun-
tl'i!'n mout racent explorer. “To begin
with, the tea they use comen from west-
arn Ching In the shape of bricks, which
are pressed into wuwoh conveniont shape
for carrying overisnd, Al sorts of teas
are made into brioks for purposea of
transportation sorom Asia, it being very
well undemstood by connolsseurs in the
herb that m ses trip spoils it. But the
ten tmportad Into Tibet is of very poor
quality as a rule. There Is In it as mach
waight of twigs as of leaves.,

“Having pounded a partion of the
brick tea in some port of mortar, the
Tibetan housewife puta it In a lurge cop-
per veasel and there permits it to boll
over & fire made from dry manure.  The
resulting solution she pours into & gueer
Ipoking wooden chwrn through & conree
willow basket that serves ns a strainer.
To the liquld in the churn, before pro-
cooding further, she adds a portion of
butter and sowe salt, The mixture is
then chumed up In ordinary fashion,
nad, when it Is thoroughly mixed, s
poured inton teapot of bhronee. From
tho teapot it is dispensed Into the litte
oup shaped vemels which cach Tibetan
onrrien with him or her,

“The oup shaped vessel T refer to s
wally of wood, gometimes lined with
pllver, Tibetans employ it not only as
thelr sole dreluklng wieusil, bul sleo s &
dih for molld food, What they sonsunse
mainly as & substantial dst is e
barley, When & gentleman of Tibet feals
hungry be sits down und, taking from &
leather pouch o portion of barley, he
mixes o little water with It, and, stirring
It up Into s dough, sata It o that whape,
Thus hunger i satislled, and he goes on
his way rejoleing, In what we call the
plensures of the able the Tibetan takes
no stock whatever, Thero never was a
typical Aslatic yet who cared snyihing
about amusament in the ordinary sense
of the word, He dowsan't go to the theatre
—thore Is no such institution in the land
of the lunas, Nor doss he indulges Inany
other rationel enjoymant of clyilizaplon,

h ba doss not scorn what might be
the primary vioes.

I‘U.pt s vory cold country, but its
inhabitants do not warm themselves by
the consumption of fuel. When the
weathier is chilly they simply put on more
clothes in propurtion ms the mercury
might fall, if thére wis s thérmometer to
register the tompernture by, Thelr gar-
wents oonelst mainly for each Individual
of s yoluminous closk, with sleeves and
a high collag, onder which a shirt s
sometimnes worn, Boots, with  soles of
raw hide and uppers of eloth and votton,
are mude for theiy in Chinn.
