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ATTEMPTED MUERDER.

A Negro Snoots His Wife and Bon.
Yesterday about ncon a negro barber
named John Wallage, residing and doing
business in Mount Joy, quarreled with his
wife, and taking up a gun which he had
loaded heavily with shot a short time be
fore, aimed it at her and discharged it as
she was in the act of runnming out of the
front door of her house. The shot took
efect just above the left hip, passed
through her body and came out to the left
of the navel, tearing away the flesh and
making a hole large enough to thrusta
man’s finger through. One of Wallage's
sons was in front of his mother at thz time
and received several shotin the head but
was not dangerously injured. Mrs. Wallage's
ery of “ murder,” and the report of the
gun, soon brought a number of persons to
the scene and Wallage was taken into cas-
tody. He claims that the discharge of the
gun was accidental, but his wife says it
was intentional and that he has frequently
before threatened her life, he being of a
very jealous disposition. Some of Wal-
lage’s friends think that he was not alto-
gether responsible for his act, as he has
been seriously ill recently, having been
confined to his bed for several weeks with
a nervous affection.

Dr. Harry, of Mount Joy, who was
called in to attend Mrs. Wallage, says her
condition is eritical, as her spine and ribs
are injured and that the flesh wounds are
dangerously close to the vital organs.

Wallage was taken in charge by a Mount
Joy officer, who ironed him and brought
him to the county prison, to await the re-
sult of Mrs. Wallage's injuries.

Wallage is well known in this city, hav-
ing carried on barbering a year or two
azo in the basement of the Schiller house,
North Queen street, and also opposite the
Farmers” Northern market. Heis a rather
powerfully built man, of rather pleasing
address, but is said by those who know
him to be a presumptuons and ‘‘mean
nigger,” who always avoided paying his
debts. He owns a small property in
Mount Joy, which was recently seized by
the sheriff and is to be offered at sherif”s
sale on the 6th of March.

CONKLING'S CONVENTION.
The Machine in Good Runing Order.

Utica, N. Y., Feb. 25.—Shortly after
12 o’clock Gen. Arthur called the conven-
tion to order. When, in calling the roll,
Albany county was called Senator Forster
moved that the credentials of William H.
Slingerland and his twelve associates
and the petition of Zamillon Harris
and twelve associates be referred the
committee on contested seats when

apppointed. N. M. Curtis seconded
the motion. Charles R. Spencer raised

the point of order that no business could
be done—the convention not having been
organized. The chair decided that the
point was well taken. Mr. Foster ap-
pealed from the decision of the chair and
called for the yeas and nays. [Laughter.]
Lieut. Gov. Hoskins moved to lay the ap-
peal on the table and the motion was car-

ried with only a few votes in the negative. P

The secretary then proceeded with the
roll eall.

The work of organization proceeded, at-
tended by some confusion at times. Jake
Worth was denounced by one speaker as
a traitor, land amidst cries of *‘shame,”
‘“ put him out,” ete., order was restored
and the proceedings went on,

The papers of contesting delegations
were referred to appropriate committees.
Stephen B. French, of New York, was

unanimously elected temporary chair-
man. During his remarks on
taking the chair an allusion to

Grant at Appomatox courthouse was
received with great applause, and a hand-
some banner with Grant's portrait on it
was unfurled in front of the stage. Other
points in the speech werz also enthusiastic-
ally applauded.

Mr. Forster said his district had selected
unanimously two delegates ; ** We believe

as the chairman has said that
we should have a presidential
candidate  before whom rebellion
dare mnot raise its Thorrid head.

We believe that James (i. Blaine is such
aman.” [Great and long continued ap.
plause. ]

H. R. Pierson, in replying to these re-
marks of Mr. Forster, said : ‘““We need not
go out of New York to find a nominee.
[ Longcontinued applause.] We can find one
in Ohio, (applause), but among all these
peers among peers, there isa name I hold
above all others, (applause and mingled
cries of * Conkling” and * Biaine)—I
mean that name which stunds as the
God of Dbattles—Ulysses 8. Grant.
[Great applause.] I believe it will be
Grant. I believe that the imperial state of
New York will go, and ought to go, to
Chicago and express its imperial will
as a unit there. [Applause.]

Mr. Forster moved that Messrs. John-
son and Glidden be appointed a committee
to reorganize the Republican party in the
16th congressional district and that they
report within thirty days.

It was moved that a committee of two
from each judicial distriet be appointed on
permanent organization. Carried. Mr.
Forster’'s resolution was tabled.

THE IRISH RELIEF.
The Cause in Canads.

Ottaws, Feb: 25.—In the House of
Commons, yesterday, during a debate on
an appropriation for Irish relief, Mr. Mae-
kenzie said he had observed in telegraphic
despatches that an amendment had been
made to the ministerial bill in England for
relief of the Irish poor, stipulating that
every person receiving such relief should
be disfranchised. IHe desired that no con-
tribution from Canada should be used to
disfranchise any one in Ireland.

Sir John MacDonald said this law was
part of England’s poor law, but he would
see that representations were made to the
effect that Canadian funds should not be
applied to disfranchising any Irish voter.
