Alone on the Wide Sea.

Drixen Three Hundred utiles Out to Sea in
a Disabled Sloop anil Drifting liack

After Thirtj-tn- o Dajs'
Sulleiing.

There c.tme into the hatbor of San Fran-
ciseo, the other day, a singular looking
hloop, inannt'l by a single indiudual et'
still moic eccentiie appearance, beating a
strong lesembl.inee to the central ligure of
Gustave Dole's illustration of Coleiidge's
" Laj' of the Ancient Jlaiiner," and with
a stoty not unlike that of the Nancy Belle,
xx ho said :

For I am the cook and the captain bold
And mate of the Nancy bi ig.

The boitswam tight and midshipniitc
And crew et the captain's gig.

As the diminutive vessel lay at the bulk-
head near Pacific stiect she was the cyno-
sure of a latge ciowd of the idle and the
cm ions, xxho seemed never to tite of listen
ing to the stoiy of the sailor
in rags, xvhose nanip is. S. P. Lai en, and
who styles himself the " Crazy P01 1 of Los
Angeles," and commander of the sloop.

The yarn he spins unwinds as follows :

During the last week of December he left
Wilmington alone in his xessel, and with-
out any tioublo 1 cached San Clenientc
island, xvhete he gatheied several tons of
abalone shells. On the iitst of January he
set sail for San Francisco. On the morn-
ing alter the fiist day's run hecncountcicd
a heavy gale, which all at once and like a
thundeiclap toic his sails into a thousand
slueds, bioke the tiller, deluged the cabin
with water, and in her helpless condition,
swept the Spot t on the Wave fully 1500 miles
out to sea, and heie. having lost his icckon-in- g,

ho dtiftcd about for many dajs, the
toy of the capt icious elements, sometimes
becalmed, at other times tossed on the
crest of the waves, and often in imminent
pet il of his life. In he attempted to
mend Ids sails to make them sci iceable ;

the first sttong gale canied away both
main sheet and jib sail. Fioui a pair of
long oats x hich he lortunately had on
boat d he took one to sCnc as a 1 udder,
and availing himself of a f.ivotable wind
beheaded his sloop in the ditcctiou of
xhich he supposed the land must lay.
For scx'eral bonis all xent xvcll, and as he
gazed anxiously forwaul for the least sign
xvhich might be the harbingci of a safe
hatbor his hopes began to lise. As the
minutes went by they scented as bouts,
but still he chetished the hope that
land was near. Suddenly thcte came
a calm, and then the xvind spting-in- g

up fiom another quaiter drove
the sloop almost directly over the
courfce xvhich she had just tinvclcd. In
despair he tlucw down the oar, and, cast-
ing himself pi one upon the deck, ieinii:i-c- d

in a state of utter despondency and al-

most total unconsciousness for how long
he does not lemeniber. When he aiose to
his feet it xvas night, and as he gazed about
him the deck of his little xessel seemed
peopled xvith strange phantoms xvhich
lloatcd to and fro, jeenng and taunting
him. In fexeiish tiniest he paced the deck
rushing down now and then into his cabin,
only to iu'i out again andiesumc hisiest-les- s

walk. If he ttied to sleep haidly had
he closed his ccs than the clamor of a
thousand x'oiees seemed to ting in his ears,
calling out, "Get iipLucti: get up !

Thete's land; tilde's land! .0 xrotild
spring to his feet, scan the hori.o.i and sink
dew 11 again in hopeless despair. Gradually
the conviction began to steal over him
that ho xvas losing his mind ; that he xvas
ctazy. At times, doubting the icality of
his situation, he tiied to persuade himself
that it must all be a lion id dieam, fiom
which he made sticnuous dibits to atouse
himself; buttheiewas no shaking it olF",

and he lealized moie and moie the uttei
hopelessness of his position. Of food theie
x as an abundance on bo.ud, buthe could
not eat. It seemed to stick in histlnoat.
Water, of xvhich he had a good supply, he
usediicelyto quench his lexetish thiist,
and it seemed the onlj thing fiom which he
could obtain lelicf. lie had already lost
the run of time and days and nights xvent
by unteckoned. His hat having been lost,
he made himself a hcad-coveii- of a
remnant of a sail, xhieh, for onginality of
design and pictuiesqueness of appear-
ance, would commend itself to any
hatter in seatch of a model for something
outre and chic, lie xveaies it as a lelic of
his adventures. One night that ho xvas
below he was seized with a stiange sensa-
tion. The boat trembled like an eatth-quak- e,

and he could not stand on his feet.
Feat ing he had stiuck on bieakeis, he
crawled on all fonts to the deck, and
found his craft tossing about on a
chopped sea, as if she would beat her-
self to pieces against the waves. Here
he remained all night. A storm blew
up and filled his cabin xvith water. At
daybreak he espied land, as he thinks,
Pigeon Point, on the coast of San Mateo
county. Foi waul and back he diiftcd
past this point six miles, sometimes
nearer, again farther off. The tot fine of
Tantalus' craving for food was as nothing
to tlie agony of this helpless madman in
sight of the land xvhich he could not reach.
Tlie strain was too much for him. Fiem
the last time he remembers drifting past
this point all was oblivion to him until he
found himself one day in sight of Monterey,
and the xvind blowing him surely to that
place, which it was his good fortune ulti-
mately to icac'i. Upon inquiiy he found
that it was Febiuary 4, and that he had
been thiity-fiv- e days out to sea. Making
the necessary repair to his boat, he took
an assistant and started for San Francisco
with his his cargo of abalone shells, xvhich
he immediately disposed of to good advan-
tage upon his anival.

Uncle Johnny ut Church.
Wlicn good Governor S., xvho is a most

devout Episcopalian, was the chief magis-
trate of Kentucky, he was xxont to fre-
quently entertain the niembeis of the
General Assembly at the governor's man-
sion. To one of these levees came, xvith
the member fiom his county, an old moun-
taineer who had just reached Frankfott
with a raft of logs which ho had bi ought
doxvn the Kentucky ri-e- r.

" Uncle Johnny, here is the governor, "
said one of the company ; and straightway
the old man was silent, for he was over-
whelmed by this first vision of the majesty
of the commonwealth.

"Go on with your story, Uncle Johnny,"
said some one ; " the governor will like to

"Yes, go on, Uncle Johnny, " said the
governor, with a kindly srailo of encour-
agement; and the old man, thus convinced
that even the governor was also a man,
concluded his liairativc.

Then, becoming bolder, he ventured to
address the governor, saying :

"Guvner, I went to your meeting yistidy,
and I seen whar you, sets."

Ho had been to she Episcopal church,

and had been shown to the governor's
pew.

" Did you, Uncle Johnny?" responded
Governor S. " And how did you like it ?"

' Well, Guvner, 1 never knowed much
what they xvas but I riz and ftll
irith em every tune."

Valley Forge.
Valley Forge is a manufactuiing place,

and there is a constant hum of machinery
fi om the paper, Hour and woolen mills.
The neat little houses of the factory hands
ate gay xvith flowers and vines, xvhile the
handsome residence of the mill owners
tower castle-lik- e above them. Past all
these dwellings, at the end of the street
stands the stone edifice hal-
lowed by Washington's piesencc.

It is a plain, somewhat contracted-lookin- g

house, this Valley Foi go shrine, after
the usual type of ancient Pennsylvania
homesteads, with a queer roof over the
door, xvithout either posts or pillais,
shaped like the sounding-board- s in old-tim- e

churches. The small-pane- d windows
ate long, and end in low, deep window- -
seats that could be sat in xvith ease but
they ate not cushioned, or made the most
of in any way. The entrance dooi ojiens in
halves, and two bread flat stones lead to it.

Nothing has been changed in the old
house since Washington lett it, with the
exception of paper and paint ; but it sti ikes
the x isitor as decidedly bare-lookin- g, and
by no means attractive as a place of resi-
dence. The admission fee of ten cents is
appropi iated by the Centennial committee
lor the furnishing fund, their intention
being to furnish the back room on the
gi ound-lloo- r, known as Washington's pt

ollice, with aitielcs gathered here and
there of the date of Washington's resi-
dence, and as neatly as possible a fac-

simile et those in use at the period, the
oiiginal furniture having slipped away
down the back staits of time without
leaving a trace bo1 hid.

As v et, however, nothing has been ac-
complished, and very little of interest is to
be seen in the way of relies. The back
100:11 is the chief point of interest ; and
one el the deep window -- seats is a box, the
lid of which is labeled, "Washington's
ptivatc papets, 1777," this receptacle
having piobably been made to avoid sur-
prises.

Wc are also shown a Revolutionary can-
non ball, the old anvil used in shoeing the
hoi scs of Washington and his troops, and
an ancient lire-plac- e xvith "backs and
jambs." The iron back of another fire-

place is unexpectedly displayed outside of
an entrance door which opens into a nar-to-w

passage. This back, of German man
ufactuie, is quite a woik of ait, and evi
dently intended as a representation of the
inuaelo in Cana el Galilee, the queer
figures and water jais being supplemented
by a Get man insciiption, in which the
vvoids "Wasser" and "Weill" aie
quite distinct, also the reference to John,
11. 1- -1 1.

The most noticeable aiticlo of furniture
in the room is an " old clock on the stair"
which seems its legitimate place. It was
not used, however, by raslnngton,having
been impoi ted fiom England by the grand-
father o! the pte.-c- nt venerable occupant in
1784.

The old Potts mansion has been pur-
chased by the Centennial and Memorial
association, aud in the deed of ti list the
gtoiind belonging to it is carefully esti-
mated at two acres and eight peiches. The
long, low stone bain that stretches acioss
a I.11 go poition of one side is rough and,
plain the same in appeal ance as when
Washington stabled his hoises there. Ait

1 is doue little for the immediate sui round- - J

ings, except to introduce the impeitincnt
vv liiz of the factoiy opposite.

A poition of the old lutrenchmcnts, which
are some little distance oil', still remains,
and in the woods near by were the miser-
able barracks where the Continental army t

neat ly froze and starved during the haul,
winter of 1777-'7- 8. Ella Rodman Church,

Personnel of Congress.

How the Most Pronounced Members Look.
The Senate and llousc of Representa-

tives, taken together, contain sixty-tlne-o ,

who, sixteen jeais ago, fought against the
Union and fifty-seve- n xvho fought for it. j

There they aie nov united and a tolerably
happy lannlv, lo nation on eaith can ,

show such :i spectacle. There they sit or
hobble about, sonic without arms and some
without a leg, cut, maimed and scan ed
fiom the blows which a few yens since
they gave each other. Now, instead of
cannon and liile, they aim amendments,
motions aud resolutions at each other.
Xow, in place of bullets, they fire bills.

In the Senate are the ten foimer Con
federate generals Wade Hampton, But-
ler, Moigan. Goiden, Williams, Jones,
Gibson, Ransom, Vance anil Maxey
against the two Union Icadcis. Burnside
and Logan. Burnside and Hampton seem
now rivals in a contest of military and
Empcior William xvhiskers. Facially,
Butnsiileis the nearest approach to an
Empeior William on this side of the At-
lantic. Senator Goiden is in appearance
as imposing a man as the South ever
raised, and bears no traces of the eight
wounds leceived in battle. Logan's is a
prominent head from its glossy black hair
and mustache. David Qavis, his colleague,
of Illinois, vaguely suggests Boss Tweed.
Edmunds, of Vermont, looks the last of a
long line of New England deacons, slight-
ly modified by the fashion of
the age. Hannibal Hamlin retains
day and night the swallow-taile- d coat of
his ioiefaithcrs. Kcinan, of New York,
looks the old school senator of foity ycais
ago. Likewise Lamar, who has a Henry
Clay type of countenance. Conkling's
hair is quite gray, or a cross between a
gray and white a sort of office gray, but
not a silver gray. Conkling walks with
a slight "jury droop." His legs seemed
imbued with au individuality of their own,
and impress one with a sense of intellec-
tual mechanical power. In the House,
Gen. Joe Johnston commands a pre-
mium for imposing silvery locks. His
hair if his is the head pointed
out to me w ould bring at the hair mer-
chant's $G0 per ounce. Gen. Tom Ew ing,
of Ohio, is massive physically, and a "

man in manner. S. S. Cox isn't.
Bliss, of Biooklyn. is one of the hand-
somest men in the House, and possessed of
much quiet influence. Covert, from Flush-
ing, is a youthful, good-lookin- g member,
and full of refinement, delicacy, good
sense, practicality aud executive ability.
Speaker Randall has a professorlike air,
and owes millions to a good wife. As a
whole, both Senate and House arc extern-
ally a very respectable-appearin- g body of
men. Ihey convey a sense et regulat
meals, regular houis and regular salai ics.
There aie now in Washington 32 senatorial
wives and lo senatorial daughters. There
are 195 representative wives and 164 repre-
sentative daughters. Thesc,of couise,move
in the court cnclcs, to which no Washing-
ton merchant, repoit says, has access.
You must make your money outside in the
wholesale and retail pin and needle trade,
then come to Washington, sink the shop,
and you may enter in the fashionable and
official Washington kingdom of heaven.
This is etiquette, if not republicanism.
