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the records of the board of health and the
testimony of the best men in Reading, in-
cluding some of the doctors themselves,
proved it.

The commonwealth closed.

For the defeuse Dr. Greene offered in
evidence his diploma, granted him in 1848,
and signed by some of the most distinguish-
ed professors of the medical art. This was
evidence that he was not a quack or em-
piric. To prove that he was not a transient
physician nor subject to the penalties of
the act of Assemb’y he showed that he had
already been here for three months, had
opened a regular office and contracted with
the newspapers for advertisements for six
months. He was a graduate of a reputable
cullege, where he had not merely a three
years' course but a six years' course ; he
had studied not merely allopathy, but
homamopathy, hydropathy, the eclectic and
electric systems, and dentistry also, and
had practiced medicine successfully for 31
years. Dr. Greene was subjected to a se-
vere cross-examination by the district at-
torney, from which it was elicited that he
had practiced medicine in Providence,
Waltham, Boston. Philadelphia, Cincin-
nati, Reading and Lancaster, and had given
series of lectures on medical subjects in all
parts of the conntry.

In defense of Dr. Campbell two witnesses,
Lis son and Mr. Carberry, testified that
he had been making and selling his pre-
parations for twenty years, and that these
preparations were copy-righted. His coun-
scl argued that he was no more amenable
to the statute than the clerk in a drug
store, who sold such medicines as were
called for or who filled the preseriptions of
physicians,

In behalf of Mrs. Sweeney her counsel
declared that she was not a doctor at all ;
that there had not been a particle of evi-
dence offered that she had ever prescribed
# dose ef medicine for anybody, and that
Dr. Carpenter’s hearsay evidence was
worthiless and would be scouted out of
court ; amnd that it was most disreputable
for members of a great society like the
medical society, composed as it is of excel-
lent and cminent men, to be running
aroumd through the back streets and alleys
searching for some one who might be in-
terfering with their practice, and pouncing
down upon a poor, inoffensive colored wo-
1,

After Dr. Greene had mad: his elosing
argument, the gist of which was that he
wils a regularly graduated physician and a
permenent resident here, the district at-
torney closed his argument, claiming that
a prima fucie case had been made out
against each of the accused and demand-
inz that they be held to appear at court.

This morning Alderman Spurrier an-
nounced that he had held the accused for
their appearance at court—Dr, Greene to
answer for a violation of that part of the
law relating to itinerant physicians ; and

Dr. Camplell and Mrs, Swecney for prac-
tising medicine without a diploma and
withont havingztaken out a license.

At Lebanon an employee of the Leba-
non  manufacturing  company, named
Daungherty, son of Rev. Daugherty, living
in North Lebanon township, had his right
hand mashed between car bumpers, while
in the act of coupling. Three of his fingers
were amputated.

In the bagsage car of one of the passen-
‘ger trains which passed through Harris-
buryg for the West the other day were sev-
eral capacious tin eans containing a large
number of bass and trout en route from
the state hatching establishment at Done-
gal Springs, Lancaster county, for Johns-
town, Cambria county, to be placed in the
Stony creek, near that place.

COUNTY AUDITOMS’ EEFPORET.
Interesting’ Reading for Taxpayers.

Is There Too Much Mest Used at the Prison ?
—What Becomes of the Dry Goods ?

The report of the county auditors, who
have been at work on the different ac-
esunts for four weeks past, was presented
t) the court this morning. It is as fol-

lows :

To the Homorable the Judges of the Court of
Common Pleas of Lancaster County, the un-
dersigned Auditors of said county beg leave
(o present the following report :

In pursuauce of an act of Assembly. ap-
proved March 25, 1876, we convened at the
court house in the cnf of Lancaster and com-
menced to audit, settie and adjust the aecount
of Samuel A. Grofl, e=q., treasurer of Lancas-
ter county. from the 1st of Junuury, 1879, tothe
3ist of December, 1579, both days inclusive, ansd
after carefully examining the same and com-
paring his vouchers therewith we find a bal-
anee in his bands on the 3lst of December
1879, of $53,7%7.75.

We have also examined the account of Hugh
R. Fulton, esq., treasurer of the Home for
Friendless Children, and after comparing his
vounchers therewith, tnd it correct, with a bal-
ance in his hands due the Home on the 3ist
day of December, 1879, of $162.57.

We have ulso examined the accounts of jJGeo.
Spurrier, treasurer of the poor and house of
emplovment of said county and, arter compar-
ing his vouchers therewith, find it correct
with u balwnee in his bands due the county o
Luncasier, of the 3ist of December, 1579, of §5,-
24,130,

We hiave also examined the accounts of Am-
brose Pownall, treasurer of the board of prison
ingpectors otsaid county from the Ist of Jan-
uary, 1870, to the 3ist of March, 1879, Loth days
inclusive, and after compuring his vouchers,
therewith find w balunce in his hands doe the
county of Luncaster on the 3lst of March,
1579, of §734 0.

We have also examined the accountsof Isasc
N. Shaetter, treasurer of the board of prison
inspeetors from April 1st. 1879, to December
dl-1. 479, both days inelusive, and after com-
lmrhlg his vouchers, therewith find a balance
1 his hands of §4,199.45.

We further beg leave to report to the honor-
able court, that from the fuct of the auditors
last veur having calledl the attention of the
conurt 1o the heavy costs for cases heard and
disposed of before magistrtes of the eity and
counly. the aunditors weredesirous ot knowing
whether it had had any effeet on those officlals,
20 us to show a retormn in that direction, and
on examination we find that the costs in these
ciases were 82006.77 less during last year thun
for the former, which shows a gratifying re-
torm, and the auditors hope that these officials
will continue In keeping down these costs as
much as they possibly cun.

The annuul costs of publie printing for the

county came ulso to our notice, These ex-

penses are heavy and, in our opinion, might be
reduneed,

In examining the aceounts of the treasurer

of the board ot prison inspectors of Lancaster

county, we discovered that the trieasurers did

not chiurge themselves with all the money re-

ceived from the county commissioners aml

Iirl.-»(m keeper, which accounts for the nuditor

uving s badance in the hands of these treas-

urers, and on examination of these and other
prison officials we tind that it has been the cus-
tom of the prison treasurerds to draw some-

Limes more money from the county treasury

than ft required for the payment of their

monthly bills. This over-plus, ns awdmitted by
the prison officluls, wus placed in the hands or
the prison keeper tor his convenienee in buy-
ing revenue stamps, whenever the salesman
al the prison eoul.d ¢ffeet & snle of clgars ; the
allegation being that hud they not received
this over-plus they would have had no money

10 buy thos: revenue stamp-.

The nuditors would further report that from

the guantity aml quality of the provisions eon-

sumed 1t the eounty prison, they cannotl resist
the conclusion but thut there is a leak some-
where, but just how to find it the anditors
think is beyond their Ingenuity. The dificulty
seems 10 be the luck of a proper system of
accounting between the prison keeper and

the board of prison inspectors. That
tho prison  keeper with the power of
disposine of the large quantity of goods

manufaciured by the inmates should fall so
tr behind the necessary funds, a3 1o require
the inspeetors to leave balunees in his hands
tor which they are charged by the county
trensurer and direetly responsible to  him,
nwrzues a system of house keeping
which refleets oa  all  parties  conneeted
with thi~ Institution ; destroys that system of
checks and vouchers by which alone the peo-
}lll' can be protected, and leaves a loophole
rom whichtoescape the clogest serutiny of the
wecouniing oflicers. [T the prison cannot earn
enough mwoney 1o pay ftor its own revenue
stuaps, without requirlug the county treasar-
er to do so, the publie ought to know it, amnd
prison labor might be muiie more remuneri-
tive by hiring itoul nuder a syvstem of con-
tracts, as is done in other localities, whoen the
puhiic have become tired of the experiments
of runnl g relormatory and corrective Institu-
winis on i non-self-supporting basis,

The auditors,And (rom an examination ofthe
biils rendered thutiover 8500 worth of ment has
veen purceased at prices far above that allowed
Lo be paid tor the meat furnished to the prison
—it s fair inference that the meat is used Ly
the prison tumilv. It so, there must be cither
greal consmmption of meat or else greal ex-
travikgance, as this sum, on a caretul calenli-
tion, would supply the table of an ordinary
hotel with not less than twenty poands of ine
meat per day. It must be remembered that
thiis meat bill dogs not inclade the other large
bills tor poultry. Whiie upon this subjoet the
awditors would farther beg leave to eall aten-
tion to heavy bills of dry goods, charged 10 the
prison keeper's personal account, and not
shown to have been nsed ontside of the prison
Gunily, amounting in the aggregute to ,

Theauditors Hkewise tind abill o g charged
for horse hire by the prison keeper, besides
wilut hee is allowed for Keeping nis own horse,

We, ns nuditors, cannot too strongly advert
to the loo=¢ mmnner ol neconnting which at

wesent exists in prison circles, especially the

recdom with which the treusurers of thit in-
stitution pass over the items which should
fortify their aecounts and deal only in bal-
anees, which the publie when these sceounts
are filed according to law for inspeciion, hiave
no more means ot verifying than if noaccounts
bhad been filed.

T'be auaditors, however, In conclusion are
able to give the tuxpayers the gratifying in-
formation that at least some of the nnneces-
sury uppendages ol the prison have been lop-
ped ol by 1he new inspeclors, such as matron,
at asulary of $0, and cigur boss at a salary of
$630 3 wndd other retrenchments ure promised,

We have alzo inguired into the financial
stamding ot the county und find that the bond-
ed indebledness on the 1st of January, 1830,
wits 08497179, with a balance in the treasury
of F5,T8T 90, 'l'ht' bonded indebtedness of the
county onJunuwiry 1, 1879, was £540,766,99, with
a balance in the treasury of only $16,107.5¢,
which shows that the debt of the county is on
the decrease and that the present board of
county commissioners has managed the county
utluirs economically,

SCHOOL MATTERS.

Lancaster School Directors Visit Reading,
aund Take a Louk ut the Schools.

Yesterday morning a number of members
of the Lancaster school board visited
Reading for the purpose of inspecting the
schools and school buildings and compar-
ing them with those of Lancaster. The
party consisted of the following named
members : Marriott Brosius, Thos. B,
Cochran, E. J. Erisman, Wm. McComsey,
Peter McConomy, H. Z. Rhoads, Luther
Richards and H. E. Slaymaker. Postmas-
t:r Marshall and William Riddle, who are
not members of the board accompanied
the party.

Arriving at Reading the visitors were
met by a committee of the Reading school
board and City Superintendent Buehrle
and escorted to their hotel. After dinner
coaches were furnished and the visitors
were driven to several of the schools. The
first school house visited was a two-story

building erected last year. It is built
on the single room plan, with four
rooms on each floor, each room

having its own private ingress and egress,
and disconnected from any of the others.
The schools are furnished with single desks
and seats, there being a space Dbetween
each desk equal to the size of the desk,
thus giving plenty of floor room to each
popil. The desks are so arranged that the
light comes from the left in each of the
school rooms--an arrangement acknowl-
edged to be the best for the eyes of the pu-
pils. The visitors were next shown
through two other new school houses
two stories high, and built on the same
plan as the one above described, except
that ecach building contains ouly four
rooms., Some of the old school houses
were then visited. They are also two-
stories high and the schools are conducted
on the single-room plan. The old houses
are furnished with double desks and soats.,

There are no special colored schools in
Reading, the white and colored pupils
occupying seats in the samo schools, and
the Reading directors say there has no
trouble grown out of this arrangement,

The Lancaster directors returned home
last evening. They say they were mo:t
cordially welcomed and received many at
tentions at the hands of Superintendent
Buehrle, Secretary Lyons and the mem-
bers generally of the Reading board, and
were impressed with the superiority of the
school system and especially the school
buildings of Reading as compared with
those of Lancaster. The single room plar,
the city superintendency and the arrange-
ment of the buildings give Reading a de-
cided precedence over Lancaster ; and the
necessity of new and improved school ac-
commodations in this city i8 unquestioned
by anyone who has had an opportunity of
comparing our schools with those of Read-
ing,
