Antique Art in Charch Decoration—Uur Cor-
respondent’s View of Modern Icono-
clasm.

A Few Moment's With the Humorists—

LETTER VI
Old St. Cunibert’s Church by the Walls of
Cologne.

Built by Archbishop Conrad in 1247, St.
Cunibert’s church has evidently undergone
exterior restoration and had Gothic addi-
tions. Originally it evidently was Roman-
esque in design, but pointed arches are in
close proximity to rounded, which present
to the eye many architectural malforma-
tions. Romanesque was the architecture
of older Cclogne and this, with its parent,
the Byzantine, had grcat influence
throughout the middle ages upon the ex-
terior form and interior decoration of the
churches, St. Canibert’s church is no ex-
ception to this rule and still stands pre-
vailingly Romanesque, although much
changed by Gothic additions. Necar the
church is a very old gateway, which, from
its Latin inscription, indicates it to be the
entrance to the Cloister, as originally St.
Cunibert's church was a Cloistral church.
The ground on which I am standing evi-
dently also formed part of the Cloister.
Opposite is a large hospital for ¢ incura-
bles,” and from its windows strange
faces gaze vacantly at one. May the Great
Christ reward those who have it in charge.
Allaround meare the evidences of monas-
tic cloistral life. The walls of the eloister
have undergone many changes, yet the
lower parts still remain, Some have been
adapted to other uses, yet a monastic im-
press is still very apparent. Other por-
tions are entered by the most inconceiva-
ble doors opening into small courts
Strange, strange were the surroundings,
weird, weird were the gray walls and irreg-
ular roofs of St. Cunibert’s cloisteral re-
mains,

Within the church is very interesting, as
it’s interior has not suffered so much from
restoration as the exterior, and therefore
gives one an idea how the churches looked
some centuries ago. By a0 means cleanly
is its interior, but in this respeet St. Cuni-

plicity of your patron saint again be an
example to your congregation, and the
brightuess of your new dress will ever be
an incentive to renewed piety on the part
of your priesthood.

Many Muaral paintings are
to be scen,amd though indistinet from aze,
they still show the sehool of art to which
they belonged, the Romanesque.,  Two
especially, to the left, are especially inter-
estine, as they evidently show the relation
of Mural ehureh frescoes to the Fea An-
gelica school, which latier was more eluis.
tral, and belongs to a later period. The
vich wilt hack-greund of the former and
the highly colored figures which rest on |
them, stand as corclated to that school.
Four large figures frescoed on the square
columns are very charncteristio.
stood before these specimens of the older
Romanesque frescoes, one could not but
wonder at the wonderful care which must
have been used by the artist who laid the
colers on these stone columns, so that they
still tenaciously eling to their surface.
Wonderful is it what martyrdom from
iconoclasts some of these older frescoes
undergo. Even in pre-Reformation times,
the hands of Gothic restorers covered them
with the first coat of pamt, and in their
places with something far less artistie, per-
haps a Monastic legend. Later in Reforma-
tion times, Protestant iconociasts applied
a coating of white-wash. In modern times,
when such extremes are being dropped, the
white-wash having eaten into the oil of the
Gothic decorrtion, has caused both to pecl
off the stone, cansing the original Roman-
esque, the first form of decoraticn on the
column, to reappear, after being buried for
many hundred years, This is only partly
true of 5t. Cunibert chureh, as it has not
at any time been in Protestant hamds.
Strictly true is it of many churches in
North Germany. As I stood before these
figures one could not but have a feeling of
awe stronger than that produced by an oil
painting.

This Romanesque Mural art is so rich and
distinctive—so noble and dignified. It
does not strive to be realistic or imitate the
human form, but confronts one as art for
the soul rather than the eye to drink in.
It produces an clevated feeling and has the
tendeney to lift up the mind, rather than
sensualize the eye, which effect is often
produced by the valgarities and nudities of
the masters. But one must visit the choir,
that part of the church which we often
call the recess. This is considered the
chief attraction of the interior, as it has
been embellished with Mural encausties by
Welter. Very effective isthis form of work.
It would be well for the Rob John school
to take a few more lessons, as our Ameri-
can churches would be berefitted thereby.
Yet justice to this school demands that to
it must be accorded the honor of having
introduced into many American churches
with the last decade, this churchly formof
Romanesque art. The stained glass in the
choir windows are ever tinkling with color,
and one’s eye is delighted with the ever
changing, kaleidescopic effect. This is a
feature in the stain-glass of Cologne that
it sparkles and fairly laughs with joy, or
is subdued and cries with sorrow.

The choir is the only part of the interior
which has been in modern times restored,
but the entire interior is soon to be judi-
ciously decorated. Our old friends, the
Romanesque fizures, will be retouched with
coloring, which will somewhat diminish
their historical value as representative of
the older Romanesque period in art. May
St. Cunibert wateh over your old Romau-
isque church, and bring brighter evangelic
light within your walls to priest and peo-
ple, when in your new Mural decoration
you will again be re-dedicated to the wor-
