THE YAUX MEN TO THE FORE.

Frotesting That They Represent a Majority

of the Democratic Voters and Denoune-
1ng the Attempted Usurpation of the

State Committee—What the Pre-

cedents Teach and Right De-
mands—The Disturbing Ele-
ment In FPennsylvanin
Politics.

What the ¢ Irregulars ' Say for Themselves,

Respecting the quarrels of the contend-
ing Democrats in Philadelphia the INTEL-
LIGENCER has often expressed its opinion
and it has seen no reason to change it. It
makes no discrimination between the fac-
tions ; it blames them both for their dis-
organization of the party ; it recognizes
good Democrats in both wings—and bad
ones ; it chides both for allowing a few
“‘impracticables ’* on one side and a few
“roosters”’ onthe other to keep the or-
ganization divided, and it calls on the bet-
ter men of the whole party to give each a
fair hearing and to try and reconcile their
differences. It is willing that each shall
have a chance to present its side, and in
that spirit, and that spirit only, publishes
the following *‘ protest ' of the county
committee, popularly known as the ‘¢ Vaux
ring,”” and is ready to do as muech for the
other side :

To Ilon. George W. Miller, Chairman of
the Democratic State Central Cominitice :
The committee on organization of the

county Democratic committee of Philadel-
phia, representing the delegates reguiarly
elected under the rules of the committee to
represcnt the Democratic party of Phila-
delphia in the state Demoeratic conven-
tion to mect at Harrisburgon the 28th day
of April, respectfully present :

I. That they were regularly chosen
under the rules of the Democratic county
committee of Philadelphia.

II. That the Democratic county commit-
tee represents more than a majority of the
Democratic voters of the city and county of
Philadelphia.
day of February, for police magistrates,
the candidates nominated by this organiza-
tion received the average of 22,875 votes,
These were straight Democratic votes,
and in no instance was this number swelled
by bargains or trades with the managers
of the Republican machine. They are
votes which never fail, and may be relied
upon for any honest and respectable Dem-
ocratic ticket. At the election for sherift
in November, 1879, the ticket supported
by all the Democratic organizations in
Philadelphia, pglled 44,826 votes, and the
Democratic county committee, having at
a subsequent election polled 22,875 votes
for a distinctive ticket, it will be seen that
this organization represents a clear major-
ity of the party.

II. There is in the city and county of
Philadelphia, an organization styling itself
the Democratic city committee. At the
late election for police magistrates, the
city committee named a ticket of fifteen,
which was subsequently reduced to eight,
and finally the strength of the organiza-
tion was concentrated upon three, and the
rest were practically abandoned. For these
three there was polled an average of 52,-
853 votes against 22,875 for the full county
committee ticket. That vote of 32,853
was largely obtained by combinations with
the common enemy which were not mere-
ly irregular, but politically dishonest and
treasonable.

IV. At the meeting of your honorable
committee, held at Pittsburgh on the 18th
of March last, a resolution was passed di-
recting the chairman to place on the roll
of the convention the delegates certified
by the so-called Democratic city eommit-
tee as the delegates from the city and
county of Philadelphia. Against this res-
oluation the undersigned do solemnly pro-
test, and for the following reasons :

1. Because the dclegates certified by the
city committee do not represent a majority
of the Democratic voters of Philadelphia.

2. Because the undersigned delegates
certified by the county committee do rep-
resent a majority of the voters of Philadel-
phia.

3. Because the state committee has no
such power as that which it assumed to
exercise in the passage of the resolution.
It is conferred by no rule and sustained by
no precedent. The convention is the sole
Jjudge of the election and qualification of
its own members, and this rule is not only
founded in right reascn, but consecrated
by immeworial usage. It is essential to
the preservation of the independence and
representative character of the body. A
convention whose membership had been
subjected to arbitrary revision by a com-
mittee appointed the year previous, would
represent a majority of that committee,
and not a majority of the people. The
Pittsburgh resolution is therefore without
authority, and extremely dangerous and
revolutionary in tendency. It is opposed
to all the rules and traditions of the party,
and if regarded by you or submitted to by
the convention, would necessarily destroy
the independence of the representative
body, and lead to consequences the most

4, Because the chairman is not the
organ of the committee and is not subject
to its direction. The functions of the
chairman and of the committee are wholly
separate and distinct. He is not appoint-
ed by it, nor removable by it, nor responsi-
ble to it. He isthe organ of the party and
accountable only to the convention. The
committee did not possess the power in
question, but if it had it, it
could not have delegated the exercise of it
to the chairman anymore than one depart-
ment of government could delegate its
functions to another, and still less could it
confer upon him a power which it had not
itself.

5. Because the chairman himself has no
right to make up a roll for the convention
in advance of the assembling of the dele-
gates, and, therefore, the Pittsburgh reso-
lution, although taken as merely advisory,
and not directory, is entitled to no con-
sideration or respect. The chairman's
duty in the organization of the conven-
tion is plain and clear, and is defined by
a rnlehand a ice mnmn‘ofg t]: ther
through whole generations e Penn-
sylvangia . He simply calls the

poses of temporary organization. As such
it takes possession of its own roll, and of
all notices, protests, credentials and papers
relating to it. The chairman’s duties are
purely ministerial. He has no judicial
po xer whatever. In the whole history of
the Democratic party of Pennsylvania
there is but one instance on record, where
the chairman attempted to go further,
and assume the functions of the organized
convention. At the Pittsburgh conven-
tion of 1878 the chairman ordered a roll to
be called which included the names of
certain spurious delegates from this ecity ;
but the usurpation was checked by a storm
of indignation, and he was unanimously
directed to abandon the fabricated roll,
and proceed in accordance with the time-
honored usage of the party. ‘

6. Because even supposing the chair-
man or the committee, or both combined,
had power to determine the admission or
exclusion of the delegates from this eity
and county, the Pittsburgh judgment was
taken without wnotice, without hearing,
without eredentials to be passed upon,
without evidence or papers of any kind, in
a surreptitious and fraudulent manner, by
a committee largely composed of substi-
tutes, and at a meeting called for another
and a different purpose.

For these reasons the undersigned rep-
resenting the duly and regularly elected
delegates of a majority of the Democratic
voters of Philadelphia respectfully protest
azainst the aforesaid action of the state
committee, and, in the name of their great
and respectable constituency, insist that
their right to seats in the conventlon shall
in no wise be affected by it.
