Soot for Tebacco.

The tobacco planter has an enemy every
year to fight against. The fly mcets him
with persevering certainty. If he whips
the fly, he is all vight.  1f he does not, he
and the market know the consequences.
Which shall be the victor, is the question.
But the planter is only interested on his
own side ; and then he asks, what shall be
weapon of congquest?

As in almost every like situation, we go
beyomd for our weapous, we borrow from
distant sugrgestions, and in doing so, over-
Jook what is in every man’s hands if he
would apply it : and the best after all.

Every houschold accumulates during
the vear's experience, i store of soot in
every chimney in use ; which, to some, is
a source of danger—but properly used is a
mine of profit. Let this soot be swept
down from the chimneys and gathered. to
lie well mixed in on the tobaceo plant beds
previous to planting ; or to be dusted «n
the young plants assoon as they are up.
In the first case, the soot acts as an active
fertilizer ; in the other, it is an irreconcil-
ableenemy to the (ly. The two cannot exist
together.,  The writer knows whereof he
speaks.

The e¢abbage, the turnip and the tobacco
fly, if not the same, are so nearly identi-
cal, that the tieatment applied to one is
eflicacious for all ; and he knows its pro-
tective power over cabbage.

Let the tobaceo planter, at least, try
soot o his plant beds, and uot be deter-
red by a remedy beeause of its simplicity.
