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An Invulnerable Record.

Gen. Hancock has now been in nomi-
nation long enough to develop every ob-
jection to him if any there had been.
Thus far the effort to discover a blemish
on his record, or a weakness in his can-
didacy, has proved an utter failure.
There was at first a dismal attempt to
raise a cry against him as a mere soldier,
but it came withanill grace from a
party which availed itself of Gen.
Grant’s military achievements to fasten
upon the country two administrations
whose ignorance and shameless disregard
of constitutional law were only equalled
by their reckless corruptions. Moreover,
Gen. Ilancock is not running upon his
military record. But for his able expo.
sition of constitutional principles, and
his prompt and generous recognition of
the civil authority as superior to the
military, at a moment when every tempt-
ation was extended to him to assume ab-
solute power, his name would never have
been heard of at Cincinnati. The people
honor him for the same reason that our
forefathers honored Washington—his
sword was never drawn against the con-
stitution of the country, but has been
ever ready in its defense. It certainly
cannot, however, be urged as a fair ob-
jection to his candidacy that he was a
Union soidier ; that he conquered at
Gettysburg, and that his blood marks
the most desperate fields of the war. We
are very sure that no portion of the
American people are prepared to strike
down a man otherwise eminently en-
titled to their confidence. because he has
done his duty in war as well as in peace.

And the attemapt of the Republican
press to make capital against Iancock
out of the execution of Mrs, Surratt has
turned out very badly. She was charged
with conspiring to murder Mr. Lincoln :
was Lried by a military commission, be-
fore that class of tribunals had been de-
clared unconstitutional by the supreme
court ; was found guilty, condemned and
executed.  Mr. Stanton issued the order:
I'resident Johnson set aside the writ of
halias corpus : General Ilartranft was
in command of the arsenal, the scene of
her death.  General Haneock had noth-
ing whatever to do with it, except that

Guard the Railroad Crossings. |

The shoeking death at a railroad eross-
ing intites anew the attention of the |
authorities of this eity and the county to
the perils of our eitizens in traveling our
high roads. They are absolutely wWith-
out protection from the railroad trains |
that eross them at high speed, and which |
compels every man to take his life in his |
hand who uses the roads (hat were built |
long before the railroad usurped them,
and on which travel ought to be made as
absolutely seeure as possible. . Who can
drive along a road that a railroad crosses
without apprehension *  And ought this
to be so ¥ Ought we not Lo be able to use
our highways not only without danger,
but without fear ¥ Every reasonable
mwan will say so. - Why then can we not ?
It is cert:inly not beeause this safety is
impossible. 1t only requires that wateh-
men shall be placed at the railroad cross-
ings to give warning of approaching
trains. This could be well done at every
road, but it should never be omitted at
those crossings where by reason of na-
tural obstaeles the coming of a train can-
not be readily observed for a safe dis-
tance on each side.

Will not our county commissioners and
our street committee take measures to
determine their rights and powers under
the law, so that we may traverse the
roads in peace. If the railroads cannot
be made to guard dangerous ¢rossings,
then we must do it ourselves.

We observe that the railroads consider
thal they have plenary authority to doto
a country road just what they will. At
Lime walley, for instance, where ihe

Quarryvville road crosses the DBeaver
Valley turnpike, a siding is laid
across the pike, and it is oc-

cupiedd often for twenty minutes at
a time by the shifting trains barring
travel on the turnpike all that time.
This is a great outrage and is unlawful.
Why do the township supervisors and
the turnpike officers allow it ? The same
thing has just been done at the eross-
ing of the Buck road. IIave those who
travel by the county roads no rights that

a railroad can not be made to respect.

MANGMAN'S DAY,

Four Negro Murdurers Executed on Friday.
George Allen Price, colored, the murder-
er of Villie Black, was hanged according to
law in the yard of llamilton county jail,
Cineinnati, on Friday.
April, 1879, Le shot and murdered Villie
Black in the office of the latter, in Cincin-
nati. Ile was found guilty of murder in
the first degree and sentenced to be hang-
ed May 28, this year. On representations
that he was insane Gov. Foster gave
him a respite till July 9. Price was borna
slave in Kentucky thirty-seven years ago.
On the scaffold he was firm and composed.
To several persons in the crowd whom he
recognized he bid farewell. Just before
the black eap was put on he addressed the
spectators saying : *“‘ I've tried to live
well and [ die the best I can.”” The noose
was not drawn tight enough, and when
the trap fell it slipped and failed to break
the victim's neck. For ten minutes the
pulse beat. The body when cut down was
taken to the crowded streets and exhibited.
By his request the funcral will be private
and from his widow's home on Sunday.

Henry Ryan, colored, was hanged in
Waynesboro, Burke county, Ga., for the
murder of a colored woman, named Mary
Thomas, in December last. Ryan killed
the woman to get her money—about six
dollars—which had just been paid her. ile
confessed on Thursday, for the first time
that he committed the murder.
The execution was witnessed by fully
seven thousand peisons, principally
colored people. Ryan made a long speech
from the gallows, acknowledging his guilt
and the justness of his sentence. IHe said
he was poing straight to Ifeaven : that
while ants and bugs would have his body,
Jesus would have his soul. At half-past
twelve o'clock the drop fell. Ryan’s neck
was broken, and he died soon.

Anderson Jones, who was to have been
hanged, was respited until a decision is
made by the supreme court.

Daniel Washington alias Carter, a no
torious negro desperado and the leader of
a gang of outlaws and horse thieves at
Charleston, 5. C., was hanged at 11:30
on Friday for the murder of Allen Collins,
a colored witness, who had been sum-
moned to testify against him in a horse
stealing case. The murder was commit-
ted on September 11, 1877, but Washing-
ton was not captured until the early part
of 1879. 1le was convicted and sentenced
to death, but appealed, and the appeal be-
ing decided unfavorably, he was hanged.
The execution was conducted in private
and death was immediate. In his last
moments he was attended by two Catholic
clergymen.

At Goldsboro, N. C., the execution of
Alex. Howard, colored, for the murder of
an old white man named Babel Autrey, in
Samson county, on the 25th of July, 1878,
took place at 2 p. m.. and was witnessed
by about two thousand people. All passed
off in good order. Ioward protested his

SAVING MONEY AT THE WEHITE HUUSE.
i § 's Stinginess and Parsimeay—Laying
=55 Dy the Uoliars.
H. J. R."s letter to the Philadelphla Times.
The president, his wife, his sons and his
daughter and the servants paid for by the
government have all gone to the old Sol-
diers’ Home to spend the summer—a very
economical move, and one that will enable
the ident to lay aside a few more hun-
d of dollars than he otherwise would if
lLie had to support himself. The old sol-
dier's have, as you know already, a very
beautiful park near the ecity and some
handsome houses. The place is supported

by their comrades in the regular
army, who contribute twelve
and a half cents a month from

their pay. One of the finest houses in
this park is set aside by somebody for the
use of Mr. Hayes. Its furniture is owned
by the soldiers,its gas bill is paid by them,
the vegetables on the president’s table are
raised by them, and Mr. Hayes no doubt
is very glad to make use of all of these
things gratnitously, for it enables him to
save a little miore money to take back
with him to Fremont. Last winter a res-
olution was introduced in Congress, and,
I think, passed, providing for an investi-
gration into the management of this home,
but nothing seems to have been done,
S ing of saving money in the
White ITouse I am reminded of a
conversation [ had some time ago
with Fifth Auditor Ela, who was for-
merly a member of Congress from New
Hampshire, regarding President Pierce.
Mr. Ela said that be knew General Pierce
very well, and that there could mot be
found a more courteous, dignified gentle-
man. Ile was the perfection of propriety,
and during his term everything in a social
way in the White House was of the high-
est order, Ilis entertainments were of the
most expensive, his wines were of the
costliest, and the whole atmosphere of the
White llouse was liberal and becoming.
Mrs. Pierce was a capital housekeeper and
was capable of superintending an immense
establishment like the White House. Gen.
Pierce’s unfortunate disease was the only
bar to the perfect domestic administration
of the president’s hcuse. Ilis desire for
drink came sometimes once a month
and sometimes it would not come for six
months. When it came, however, he gave
up to it entirely and remained concealed
from the public until he got overit. There
was conviviality about his sprees. He
always went off alone, and at such times
nobody could manage him but his wife.
Nodoubt his absence from his reception
room day after day during his periods was
accounted for by those about the White
House as such things have been accounted
for in more recent days, by such explana-
tions as * a heavy cold,” *cholera mor-
bus,” *jaundice.”” etc. Generel Pierce's
great trouble, however, was a brother
who never would stop sowing his wild oats.
The General had paid his brother’s debts
again and again, but it did no good.
While General Pierce was Presi-
dent his Dbrother was particularly
reckless, aund after the General's
term expired and he returned te Concord
he “*made medicine,’” as the Indians say,
with his wayward brother—in other
words, he had a very earnest talk with
him. At first the brother did not care to
talk abaot it, but the general demanded
to know of every dollar of indebtedness
against the name of Pierce. lHe explained
their father had left them an honorable
name and a name that should be respect-
ed everywhere. lle said that on account
of their father and on his (the general’s)
own account it would not do to have un-
paid debts. And there and then Frank
Pierce paid out 320,000, nearly half his
fortune, to pay the debts of his brother.
During his term as president General
Pierce saved from his salary about

£12,000 a year. Mr. Lincoln did not save
anything. Andrew Johnson saved about

50,000 ; General Grant saved nothing
during his first term, but saved about §60,-
000 during his second.  There is little
doubt that that Mr. Ilayes during his
four vears will save at least $160,000, or
540,000 o yvear.

A LETTER FROM J.K EMMET.

Characterizing the Manner of his Recent
Commitinent as an Untrage.

Joseph K. Emmet, the actor, who was
recently committed to the inebriate home
in Kings county, N.Y., has written a letter
concerning his commitment, of which the
following is a part:

“No one who kuows me will believe that
I am the inebriate that the recent publicity
given to my retirement at the ‘Home’
would naturally induce the public to be-
lieve me. It will hardly be credited that
a man who as an actor appears before the
public at least six days in a week, a strict
tectotaler throughout the year with the
exception of one week, could be desecribed
as acommon drunkard and a vagrant by
anyone whose intelligence was not
thoroughly obtuse. Such, however, was
the manner of my commitment to the
inebriate asylum in Kings county, by the
justice. But let me tell the story as I have
learned it :

“It is true that for about one week in the
year, on the average, I have given way to
the abuse of alcoholie drink, and after a
day or two, for the reason that I could not
afford the time for prolonged dissipation,
placed myself, in most instances, in public
institutions until I entirely recovered. My
wife also made such applications, and,
God bless her, she always looks to my in-
terest and welfare and has gone with me
at times to the institution for a few days
until I was restored. Onthe 16th of June
I was just recovering from the effects of a
slight attack of my trouble, and while I
was at the Fifth Avenue hotel in bed, at-
tended by a nurse, an officer came to my
room and informed me that he had a war-
rant for my arrest and must take me to
the Tombs. My wife visited the home
and obtained forms of commitment and
rules, and again put herseif in communi-
cation with thejustice. She says that she
was asked and answered several questions,
and then signed and swore to printed
papers which she did not read, but which
she was informed were only formal. After
remaining a week at the ‘Home’ I sent
for my counsel and he took me away from
the institution. Much to my surprise,
after leaving the institution I learned that
I had been committed upon an ordinary
commitment of vagrancy for three months.

“ When I reflect upon this outrage, it is
difficult to restrain my indignation, No
one in the world ever accused me of fwiling
to maintain myself and family. On the
contrary I have settled upon my wi'e
many thousands of dollars. Nor would
any one who knows me and knows that I
never drink intoxicating liquors except on
few occasions, believe that I am an habit-
ual drunkard.

“My family and self sail for Europein a
few days, and I felt that I could not leave
the country without letting those of my
friends who'are the least familiar with my
private life understand that I am not the
utterly fallen and contemptible man that
my commitment may have led them to be-
lieve, but one who is a strict teetotaler for
fifty weeks in the year, abstaining from
all drinks except tea, coffee and water, and
one who errs sometimes, confesses his
fault, but does not wish to be known by
what cannot in its broadest sense be ap-
plicable, viz.. a habitual drunkard or a
vagrant.”

Miss Carrie French, of Mount Vernon,
Ohio, was killed by jumping from a train
at Toledo, Ohio, on Saturday morning.

Before long
she is to take a ten mile swim up the Hud-
son to Yonkers with her father who is a
member of the New York police force,
and extremely proud of his daughter’s
aquatic performances.

Two tramps passed through Stoneville,
Westmoreland county, on Friday, and
one of them was overheard to tell the
other he would kill him. Next evening
the body of vne of the tramps was found
on the road near Scottdale, with blood
ovzing from a wound in the forehead.

George Brown, aged twenty-six a fire-
man on the Delaware, Lackawanna and
Western railroad, attempted to jump on
his train while it was in motion last night
near Delaware station, and falling between
the cars was killed. leleavea young wife
whom he married only two months ago.

The **Lamentations of Jeremiah™ are
cheerful reading compared with the ago-
nizing wail of the editor of the Zhlarco
Journal as he contemplates the bankruptey
amd ruin  about to overtake the poor de
luded packers of 1879 tobaceo—a class of
men whom he would if he eould have gath-
ered under his protecting wing and saved
from the wicked machinations of the Lan-
easter newspaper reporters, amd the sedue
tive wil:s of Lanecaster tobaceo farmers,
*“Week after week™ says the traly good
editor of the Jouwrnal, ** we exlhausted all
means of persnasion in order to canse them
to desist from paying exorbitant prices. It
was, however, of no avail. They pitched
themselves headlong amoenyg the farmers,
and threw away their money, and at the
same time their golden chances of making
a great deal out of it. We were denoune-
ed and ridiculed for our eflorts. We made
enemies by the score.  The Lanecaster pa-
pers grew beoisterous and extravagant in
their praise of the crop: more and more
the prospective packers beeame exci.ed ;
finally, nearly all scoffed at the pleading
and advice of this paper. and like the army
worm that, when it once has taken posses-
sion of a crop, leaves barely nothing be-
hind, they cleared the state of Pennsylva-
nia of its leaf crop in exchange for sums
of money which we prediet they willnever
have seturned to then, ® *

“For the sake of avoiding the imputa-
tion of prejudice in our views, we do not
wish to eomment upon this. This mueh
we will say, though, that of ull the tobae-
co crops raised in the United States, the
Pennsylvania crop is the most deoeitful
and chanreable of all.”™*

A sad feature of the Jonrnal's story is
that a ** majority of the packers of 79
Pennsylvania are sojourning at the sum-
mer resorts,” while the wicked reporters
and wily tobhiceo growers are at home
concocting new schemes amd laying new
traps to cateh and fleece their innocent
and nnsuspecting victims with the miser-
able foxy worm eaten crop of 1880,

The Local Tobacco Trade.

It is impossible for us to ascertain how

much of the erop of 1879 changed hands
in this city and county last week.
Dealers are very shy as to making known
their operations.  The general statement
is that ““the market is quict,” and it is
not probable that five Dhundred ecases
changed hands during the week, amd yet
it saul by some of the knowinge ones that
much more of the '79 crop has been sold
than has thus far been reported.  As this
is a matter chiefly eoncerning buyers and
sellers, if they choose to keep their deal-
ing secret they have a rizht to do so.

The new erop is doing fairly, but is on
the whole not very forward in growth. A
few house-grown patches have been topped,
many crops look very well and will soon be
ready for topping, but many more are as
yet quite backward, and it is impossible
to predict what may be the outcome.

There is  plenty of time to
make splendid crops iff the
weather  prove  propitious. Ir it
should prove otherwise the erop may

prove otherwise. It is never safe to count
one’s chickens before they are hatched.
Thus far there have been a number of in-
vigorating showers, but like Oliver Twist
the greedy plants are stillerying for more,
A good soaking rain just now would doa
world of good.

Tobacco Frosp Per 1 Mention.

Washington and its vicinity takes front
rank in the list of tobacco growing dis-
tricts. In every street or road, Jane or
alley, awd on either side fora long distance
is seen tobaceo patches, averaging from an
acre to four or five acresin dimensions.
Within the last fonr weeks there have heen
several showers that have Lien of mueh
advantaze to the young plants, but they
were not so prolonged and soaking
as might be wished. The lirge major-
ity of fields are not so far advanced as
usual at this time of year, but they are
set and no longer liable to the rav-
ages of the ant and ecut-worm.
There are some patches with leaves
from six to ten inches long ; these are ex-
ceptions, not the rule. Among the latter
may be mentioned the growing crops of
Mr. Isaae Shaltz amnd Mr. J. Staman, in
the **lower end ;”" their plants are large,
are growing fast and “lay out” fively.
In some fields the plants are tall, but the
leaves far apart. Just outside the bor-
ough in the northern end, there are a
number of fine fields in what is known as
“Shultztown.”” They are the property of
the Messrs. Shultz, who are very suceess-
ful tobaceo farmers. From present ap.
pearances, however, a highly creditable

report from this section may be predicted
when the tobacco market opens. The

Yesterday a colored campmeeting was
held in C. M. Hess's wonds near Quarry-
ville. The meeting was gotten up by
several enterprising hucksters., It was ex
tensively advertised throughout the conn-
ty, and the erowd present during the dJday
was very larre, there being at least 1,500
people on the grounds in the afternoon.
An excursion train left this eity at  halt-
past eight o'clock in the morning, taking
about two hundred passengers, ineluding
a dozen or more colored people, anons
whom were Rev. Mr. Keels, Rev. Matthew
Mark Digus, Mrs, Julia Hanter and others.

Besides  these  eolored people  these
were many on  the grouml from
the surrounding country, and the

whole number would probably reach sev-
enty five, inclnding  the  children.
There were mary colored men of the
*Old Black Joe™ stripe on the ground,
amnd several very old ladies, who manifested
great interest in the services. The day
was very warm, and although the womls
is very thick with trees it was impossibic
to find a place cool enough to remain for
any length of time. Notwithstanding the
intense heat, the seats around the pulpit
were crowded during the time ol serviee,
and it was almost impossible to obtain
standing room  sufliciently near to hear
what was going on.

In the morning the services, which fw-
gan at 10 o'clock, were conductesd by Jobn
Franeis Trainer, a noted coloved divina
from the Welsh mountains, whoe delivered
an eloguent sermon, the subject of which
has not been learned as yet,to a karge auli-
ence,  After the sermon in the forenoon it
was announced that Rev. William [l
Keels, of Lancaster, woukl speak in the
aftermoon. At 2 o'cloek Mr. Keels took
the stand before a tremendous andien «
and spoke forat least an hour on =T
Four Horses,”” or as William said, “De Foli
Hosses.” *‘De red hoss, de blaek hoss, o
pale hoss and de white hoss,”” which I
sail were emblems of war, sin, death
and purity.
