But, how'
ever that may be, in the future as in the
past I shall keep that object in view. "While
1 sincerely wish that the choice of a can-
didate by the Cleveland convention had
fallen upon some other than myself, I ac-

cept the nomination willingly, being sure
that it will prove to be the humble begin-
ning of a triumphant end."

JAIL DELIVERY.

Fourteen Prisoners Escape From the
(la.) Prison.

Chicago, 111., July 20. A dispatch from
Burlingtou, Iowa, says fourteen prisoners
confined in the Henderson county jail
made their escape Sunday afternoon. The
jailor took an afternoon holiday, leaving a
young Swede in charge, and allowing the
prisoners the freedom of the corridor-Owin- g

to the extreme heat, abcut
4 o'clock the prisoners called for a bucket
of water and when the door

from Oquawaka, is a rickety shell and no-

toriously unfitted for prison purposes.
During the confinement of the murderer
Bill Lee, who was hanged in the yard of
this jail some years ago, it was necessary
to keep armed men on patrol day and
night.

It was reported yesterday that the pris-
oners Tracy and Garrison have been recap-
tured. Ajlarge body of armed men are scour-
ing the woods and the dense underbush sur-
rounding the jail in which the escaped
prisoners might hide for many days with-ou- t

detection.

A Urutal Husband Fatally Heats his Wife,
and her Father and Mother.

The Drowning at Atlantic City.
