From present indieations this exhibition
of the socicty will be the largest, grandest
amnd most varied that has ever been held
by any state socicty, and will be second in
numbers amd merit only to the cver-
memorable International Exhibition, held
at the same place during the Centennial
year. The premium list, which can be ob-
tained from the oflicers of ‘the society, at
their oftice, northwest corner Tenth and
Chestout streets, Philadelphia, is the most
vomplete and thorough that has ever been
preseniced by any similar organization, and
offers for competition in the live stock
class alone the handsome sum of 24,515,
In the dairy, fruit, vegetable and floral de-
partments, the further sum of §6,000 is
added, besides a large number of elegant
and valuable gold, silver and bronze
medals, whose intrinsic value will aggre-
gate the entire sum of more than $40,000
in actual cash.

The display will include a lavge number
of imported, thoroughbred, fine bred and
dranght horses; herds of Short IMorn,

Devon, Holstein, Jersey and Guernsey cat-
tle ; the choicest breeds of sheep, swine,
cte., together with a mechanical, vogetable

and manufacturing collection seldom, if

ever, brought together in any community.
Excellent and commodious stabling has
been prepared within the building for
horses and horned cattle, and a suitable
space assigned on the grounds adjacent for
the accommodation of swine. The ma-
chinery, dairy, fruit, floral aud domestic
depactments are all provided under cover,
and will undoubtedly prove attractive and
instructive features of the fair.

Our Big Wheat Crop.

A Tremendous Yield but mo Larger than Can

Le Used.
Chicago Tribune.

Our last erop of wheat wias supposed to

be somewhere about 450,000 bushels (it is
ridiculous to attempt to foot up within
1,000 bushels. )
old erop lefLt over a year ago, against 10,-
000,000 bushels now, the old wheat being
much more closely drained from the farm
now than then. That is, the people of the

United States have within twelve m 1

consumed and sold some 470,000,

bushels, and have paactically none left to
compete with the wheat of the new erop.
It isexceedingly doubtlul if that new crop
will foot up more than 130,000,000 bushels,
and if it should the overplus will not be a1
terrible burden to the people obliged to
Lold it, if they should be obliged to hold it
over into another crop year. We have not
at present any good reason to expeet

that the demands of Europe upon
the United States for Dbread, will
be much, if any, smaller than a

year ago. There is mot, therefore, any
present ground for alarm in regard to a
superabundance of wheat. There is plenty
of it; enough Lo kill the ambitions of those
who would like to sec Europe foreed to
pay more than fifty shillings a quarter for
it ; not enough to warrant the bearing of
it to a point which will not pay for thecost
of producing it. The people whoare croak-
ing about over production do the same
thing every yecar. Twelve months ago
they said we had some 80,000,000 bushels
more than we could get rid of. They mis-
calculated the facts in the case to the ex-
tent of 200,000,000 bushels. That isenough
to show that they could not then grasp
the situation, and therc is no reason to
think that they are any more competent
now. Fortunately their vaticinations do
not seriously affect the matter. The wheat
woes forwand while statisticians are prov-
ingr that there is no place forit to go, just
as serenely as the moon rolled on when
the dog was baying at it.
