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That Moral Spasm.

A Chicago newspaper claims that Judge
Mercur, of the Pennsylvania supreme
bench, declared to its reporter that when
he was in Congress ‘“he knew, and every-
body else knew, that congressmen were
holding stock in the Credit Mobilier and
nothing was thought of it more than
would be if they owned any other proper-
ty. The whole trouble arose from the
lack of boldness in the men themselves ;
if they had come and declared that they
had the stock, and asked what of it,
nothing would have been thought of it.
But a sort of moral spasm struck the
country at that time, and it was held to
be wrong for congressmen to hold stock
of any kind.”

The Philadelphia Ledger thinksthat is
mischievous talk for a supreme court
justice of Pennsylvania. *“-Mischievous™
is entitling it very mildly. And that
Judge Mercur should talk thus only
shows how diflicult it is for a man to
adapt his ideas tohis situation when the
latter happens to be more exalted than
is naturally becoming to his mental con-
stitution. Judge Mercur is naturally a
politican with the ideas of the ordinary
grade of thut class of men. Ile went
right to the bench out of the midst of
politics. Ile was nominated because
he was a politician, not because of his
repute as a judge.

He went from Congress to the bench.
The change of atmosphere was great,
and it is not surprising perhaps that the
judge has not yet got the better of the
politician. It is a severe struggle for
Judge Mercur, because he contends
against both nature and habit. Probably
hedoes not yet realize how improper the
language sounds that he used to that
Chiecago reporter. The judge, no doubt,
was telling the truth as he recollected it,
and giving his ideas frankly as he enter-
tained them. Perhaps we ought not to
complain that he speaks freely what he
thinks; but certainly we have a right to
object to his thinking as he does, when
heis 2 supreme judge of Pennsylvania.

We can reasonably object to his belief
that no harm wasdone when congress-
men held Credit Mobilier stock. Most
excellent reasonsexisted why they should
not. To say nothing of the dependence
of the company upon the favor of Con-
gress,) it is admitted by Oakes Ames’s
sons that il was formed to avoid the law
which forbade the Pacific railroad com-
pany doing what the Credit Mobilier un-
dertook to do; and yet the one company
was but another name for the other. It
was acompany formed to violate thelaw,
and one which Congress could prosper or
wither. Therefore the people of Penn-
sylvania will not patiently hear the dec-
laralion of a supreme judgeof their state
that no harm was done when congress-
men took stock in the Credit Mobilier,

And when Judge Mercur declares that

¢ the whole trouble arose from the lack
of boldness’ of the implicated congress-
men, and that * nothing would have been
thought of it” if they had admitted and
defended their participation in the com-
pany, which only sufiered from a ““moral
spasm’’ that “struck the country at that
Ltime,” the people may reasonably ques-
tion whether it is not nearly time for
Judge Mercur himself to become the ob-
ject of a similar “moral spasm,’” that he
may determine by experiment whether
boldness is the only thing needed to pro-
tect an oflicial whose opinions are ob-
noxious to the public sense. The moral
spasm that brought low the Credit Mobi-
lier congressmen was based upon the ob-
jeetion of the people to being taxed to raise
a fund for thieves. Such they held to be
the men who asked public aid to build a
railroad to the Iacific as a beneficent
national enterprise, and then invented a
scheme by which they defeated the law
which limited the amount of their possi-
ble profits, and by a contract with them-
selves and the jpurchased favor of Con-
gress, got money enough from the nation
to build the road ;: and look all its bonds
and stock as the profit of their brazen
ingenuily.

Judge Mercur needs to revise his no-
tion of this *‘ moral spasm” if he wishes
to be held in csteem as a judge. The sen-
timent of the people upon the Credit
Mobilier matter was emphatically and
promptly rgndered. It is too strongly
founded and too stoutly held to be ever
reversed. It is but kicking against the
pricksto essay todo so, and Judge Mer-
cur forgot the role of the politician as
well as the fjudge if he rashly uttered
what the Chicage paper says he did about
that ** moral spasm.”

Garfleld and the Stalwarts.

Much more unlikely stories have turn-
ed out to be true than that which the
New York Mercury prints, sent from
Columbus, Ohio, in alleged explanation
of the attitude of Conkling to the pres-
ent Republican campaign. According
to its correspondent the Ohio politicians
were not pleased with Garfield’s pilgrim-
age to New York to conciliate the cus-
tom house ring and ponies there. In
view of the pending close October strug-
gle in Ohio they deemed it of far greater
importance that he should give un-
divided attention to his own state,
for if it is lost there will be
nothing saved from the wreck of his for-
tunes for even the New Yorkersto claim
salvage upon. Even Garfield himself is
reperied Lo have taken this view of it,
and to have curtly declined the invita-
tion to go to New York not only on
political but on personal grounds as
well, declaring, with a good sense that
he afterwards put behind him, that “any
man who was a candidate for oflfice and
traveled in a circus performance would
be beaten, and deserved his fate.”

But a bogus report sent out that there
was to be ‘“a bloody shirt campaign,
and plenty of money  in the South,
caused a flocking of the political vultures
to New York, whose presence was repre-
sented to Garfield as imperatively requir-
ing his company,and he changed his
mind—as he is habitually doing—and

came. Conkling still held aloof, and it is
said Garfield had to go to him and ar-
range terms for his active support. The
Conkling people say that Hayes did as
much for Schurzfour years ago, and they
will take no Okio man’s word this time

without some guarantee. We doubt if
Conkling has been entirely placated even
yet, and the fact that Don Cameron was
not at the New York conference, though
published as being there, indicates that
the stalwarts have not been altogether
appeased. They found Mr. Hayes tricky,
they know Garfield is unecertain, and
will probably let the Ohio Republicans
carry their own state first before they
give them any very substantial aid.

MARCHING KNIGHTS.

The Procession of the Templars at Chicago
Yesterday,

The proccssien of the Grand Encampment
Knights Templar took place yesterday at
Chieago.

As the column moved south on Wabash
avenne, the sight wasa grand and inspir-
ing one. Marching at a steady paco of
about two miles an hour the soldier-like
bearing and beautiful and starred uniform
of the different commanderies elicited
cheer upon cheer from the living walls
between  which  they passed, and
the sight which greeted the Knights
themselves was a  fraternal acknowl-
edgment of the esteem in which
they were held. The city of Chicago
paused from work, while her streets were
crowded with visitors from all scctions of
the union to do do them honor. Nearly
every house they passed was gaily decorat-
ed in honor of their presence. KEvery pos-
sible place that affiorded a view of the
march was occupicd. Eaves of houses,
window sills and cross-arms of telegraph
poles, were all forced into serviee, if from
them the knighly spectacle could be secn.
Tho miles of temporary scats along the
route, at 50 cents a “‘sit,”” were all filled.
As the column passed under tho funeral
arch at Adams street the martial music
was changed to a dirge and the comman-
dories reversed swords.

The Grand Commandery’s review arch,
at Wabash avenue and Twelfth street, was
saluted by drawn swords and a salaute by
officers and standards., The column, after
moving through tho principal streets,
marched down Clark to the Grand Pacifice,
where it was dismissed.

Among the remarkable featurcs of the
procession were the Oriental commandery,
who escorted the Eminent Grand Master,
in his carringe drawn by thirteen horses,
soven white and six black, and attended
bya a brilliant staff, the Detroit command-
ery, the 8t. John, of Phladelphia ; the
Kaper, of Indianapolis, and the Richard
Caeur de Leon, of don. Ont.

The Grand Encampment of the United
States met in conclave during the after-
noon, but transacted no business beyond
listening to formal reports. Officers will
be clected to-day.

_ The grand ball at the exposition baild-
ing, last-night, was a monster affair, but,
owing to the same management that kept
the commanderies standing broiling in the
sun,without their breakfastsinthe morning,
it was not the complete success which the
claborate aund magnificent preparations
and decorations of the building promised.
Invitations werc issued for over 100,000
people, and the building is not capable of
holding over 25,000. Beenes resembling
those of an infuriated mob wereenacted at
the single entrance tothe Exposition build-

ing, where ticketholders sought admit-
tance to an over crowded whence
the only exit was into s lumber yard and
over a picket fence.

HERSCHEL V. JOHENSON.

Death of the Georgian at the
Age of Eignt,
Herschel V. Johnson, a man prom-

inent in public life at the South, on
Monday night at his residenco in Jefferson
county, Ga. He was born Sept. 18, 1812,
and when quite young entered the political
arena as an advocate of the les of
Jeffersonian Democracy. In 1844 he was a
Democratic presidential elector; in 1848 was
appointed to the United States Senate for
an unexpired term; in 1849 became a cir-
cuit judge, and was elected governor of
Georgia in 1853 and re-elected in 1855 ; in
1860 was a candidate for vice president of
the United States on the Democratic ticket
with Stephen A. Douglas. When the
question of secession arose he fought
against disunion as a member of the con-
stitutional convention, but went into rebel-
lion with his state. Subsequently he was
a leading member of the Confederate Sen-
ate, but when the war closed was quick to
renew his allegiance to the general govern-
ment as a Union man, presided over
the constitutional convention of 1865. In
1866 he was elected to the United States
Senate, but was denied hisseat. In 1873 he
was again clected a cirouit judge and was
holding that position when he died.

STATE ITEMS.

James Ialterman, a farmer, living at
Craig Moadows, near Milford, fell from a
hay stack pyesterday and broke his neck.

Frederick Gentnerdied last evening from
injuries said to have been inflicted by Mar-
tin Hassett, tavern keeper at 319 Brown
street, Philadelphia. The men quarreled
about the payment for liquor, and Hassett
is said to have struck Gentner on the head
with a mallet or beer glass. Hassett was
arrested.

Samuel Murphy, of Philadelphia, caught
a drunken man in his yard, whom he mis-
took for a burglar. On his return from
the police station, where ho had taken his
man, Murphy found his mother, Rebecea
Murphy, aged 72 years, suffering from a
severe shock, which the noiso of the en-
counter between her son and the galiot
had caused, and she died in an hour.

Pittaburgh Disasters.

John King, the oldest resident of Alle-
gheny county, has died at his residence on
his farm, some distance from the city. He
was ninety-one years of age.

An unknown man at Agnew station, on
the Pittsburgh & Fort Wayno railroad,
some ten miles below the city, had helped
himself to somo grapes and was pursucd
by three or four men. Ile jumped into
the river to cscape, but they pelted him
with stones and was dmwne:i. No effort
was made to save him until he sank to the
bottom.

NEIGHBORHOOD NEWS.

Events Across the County Lines.

Sir KnightJ, P. 8. Gobin, of Lebanon,
commanded the Pennsylvania division in
the grand parade in Chicago yesterday.

John I Pritz, a Reading carpenter,
while shingling a kitchen roof, fell dead
from paralysis. He was 79 years old.

At Jones & Laughlin’s mill in Pitts-
burgh Wm. Campbell had his leg cut off
by a shilting engine ; at the Eliza furnace
a man named Welsh was crushed to
deoth and at Byer's tube works little Wm
Cramer was terribly lacerated by being
torn at a belt.

Only cighicon furnaces were in blast on
the line of !the Philadelphia & Reading
railroad at this time last year. Now there
are forty-nine in blast, with thirty-seven
awaiting a certainty of a steady continu-
ance of the advance to begin operations,
On the line of the Lehigh the number of
furnaces is less, but the ion at work
is greater. Out of forty furnaces thirty
are in blast and ten out.
