willbe elected. Tiaere are many bets of
£1,000 to 8750 that the Democrats will

carry Indiana.

K Col. James Mooney, of the Twenty-
fourth ward, has bet £1,000 even, and also
§3500 to 8400 that Gen. Hancock will be
elocted,

Col. Moovey has also bet £300 eyen that
the Democrats will casry Indiana.

He has also bet 70 to #100 twice that
Gen. Hancock will carry Ohio.

Ed. Gilmore, of Niblo's theatre, has bet
about £10,000 that Gen. Garfield will be
elected. This bet was made several weeks
ago. For the last two weeks Mr. Gilmore
has been trying in vain to hedge.

S. Foster Dewey bet £10.000 even that
Garfield will be elected president.
