Conmdensed Milk.

Some time sinee we pointed o the el
that Switzerland had made saeh rapid
progeess in the art of eondensing milk,
that the great eity of London was now
almast wholly sapplied by miik from the
Swiss cantons, to the utter deivineg onl of
*pure wilk,” wiich was found unable (o
comnvete with it.  This proved an utter as
tonisher to the British, who as a rule haye
a contempt for any idea starled by **for-
eigners,”” being generally satisfied that the
ways amd customs hnnded down to them
from their glorions aneestors in the goad
old times ol England, ave as near perfoe-
tion as anvibing hunan cin be.  Buat the
comlensed milk idea has been foo mnch
for them.  ‘They had the same chanee as
the Swiss to pericet the idea, but they
were sure enogh theee was nothing in i,
amd thus the Swis< eventually won,

The system has been started at several
points in this countey, and it will probably
spreadd, should the ereamery _business not
absorb ail the surplus milk, Tt isa clear
resort fron any averplus beines retarned
upoun the hands of Gumers, By it the citi-
zens will get & purver article, though not
perhaps qaite an cqual to the original ar-
ticle; and it will be cheaper, while the
milk-raiser will have the market more un-
der his control, as well as a profitable ont-
let for the surplus. It is more than likely
our agriculinral friemds will have some
diflicultics with it at first.  They had with
their butler {actories; bat they have Gi-
umphed over all these, and their factory
butter is equal to any in the world.  They
will no doubt have the same final saceess
in their milky effort. We heartily wish it
to them,

Plhanlms Gul Bulbs.

Sone directions as to time, soil, cle., in
the setting out of bulbs, we printed re-
cently. Perhapsit will be of service to
some to jearn the depfic which some of our
leading tloriculinrists plant the different
kindgs of bulbs.  They say that hyzeinths,
large liflies and peonias should be set four
inchies from the erown : crown imperials
and polyanthus-narvcissus  five  inches -
talips, double narcissus, jonquils and ecl-
clincums three inches : bulbous iris, erocus,
small  fritellagies,  gladiolus-byzantimus
and snowdrops {wo inches : ranuneculas
and anemonces one inch. The bed should
be protected in winter with straw, hay,
loose manure or spent tan, which of course
is to be removed in the spring and the up.
per soil carclully stirved and pulverized.
Those who wiil not give due attention to
their bulbs must not look for perfect flow-
crs and plenty oi’ them,

The bulbs of the gladiolus should of
course be taken up in the fall, or rather as
soon as the leaves are dead.  Like the by-
acinth it must be seplanted annually, but
in the spring instead of fall ; and if seéout
at intervals of framn one to two weeks it
will to the same extent have its season of

blooming proloaged. . Tulips we take up
only once in three or four years; and
snowdrops only when we desire tohave t! o
beds enlarged. .

In keeping bulbs over winter they should
be placed in acellar on a shell or scaffold,
just as thcy are taken {rom the ground,

and protecied asainst rats and mice, or '

they can be covered with dry sand. A
cellar with a heater in it will be too warm
and cause them to sprout before the win-
ter is over : they should be pu’ in a eold
one, but where they will freeze. )

Up to the 20th of November bulbs can
be set out. Some defer it to spring. Hy-
acinths, xconias, erown imperials, &e.,
are far the best planted in the fall.
