That part of the Stewart properiy o
Long Island called the Stewart farm con-
tains 2,500 acres. It forms the broad
submibs of Garden City, It is part of a
tract of 7,000 -acras that A. T. Stewars
bought on Sepiember 13, 1860, He had no
idea of of making the purchase two hours
before the baygain was consummated.
Henry ITilton had been in negotiation for
it, for himself, and expeeted to buy it. but
an association which ha-ld been formed un-

agread to pay 220,000 of the purchase
money in cash.  Those were higher fizures
than Mr. Hilton at that time feit able to
bid against, e talked tlhe®™Matter over
with My, Stewart, and the latter surprised
him with the remark, * Suppose I take
the Innd 2" My, [1ilton deseribed the ad-
rantages of the purchase and advised Mr,
Stewart to make it. The resnlt was that
Mr. Stewart got the land, althonzh he had
to pay £33 an aere for it. e drew his
chack for $494,550:

The soil, which is of the same senerai
characies as that of the rest of Hempsiead
Plaing, was lonz regarded as worthless,

the two lasi mentioned engines and the
traction engine, they arve all driven by
steam from the bank of boilers in the
pump honse beside the big well, The

stream is distribnied on the Holly system

all over Garden Cily for heating purposes,

and wherever o pipe has been Iaid it may
be tapped for power as well as [ur heat.
The 100-horse-power engine in the grain
warehouse, although it is neariy » mile

from the beilers in the pump house, starts
instantly when the ensineer opons the
valve.

To a man who rides casually over this
areat farm, sceveral things will seem re-
markable. Ile may trot his horze any-
wheie, in or out of the splendid roads, ex-
cept where the fand lad been broken up
for crops. The meadow and pasture lad
ofiers no serions unevemtess to the wheels,
and there are no fences to tronble him.

He will only see two buildings that may
properly be ecalled barns, but eribs and
well-roofed haystacks he will see all about
him. Ile will see "sheep but no cows.
With the flock of sheep he will notice a
shephend boy, sunning himself en the
grass and attended by an alest doz.  The
sheep are herded all day, and at night they
are shut up in a dog-proof corral. Farmesr
Hinsdale has strong opinioas in regard to
fences. e believes that the cost of their
construction and repair consumes a great
portion of the farmer’s very narrow margin
of profit.

*But what will farmers do with their
cows ?"" he was asked,

*‘Keep them up in yards and feed them
on green stull from the farm,” was Mr.
Hinsdale's reply. “They thrive well in
that way. They can ba kept more cheaply
that way, all things considered. There
are about a dozen cows in and abeut Gar-
den City, but you'll not see them wander-
ing about over the land.™

“But how about line fenees 2™

“I don’t take the painseven to keep those
fencesup. Each man must take care of
his own caitle. I take care of mine. Some
of my neighbors ealled on me soon after I
began here to .say that they had heard
I did not intend to make my half of the
fences between them and the Stewart
farm. Itold them what they had heard
was the truth. © Well,” said they, * how
about the cattic?” ‘Oh! there’ll be no
trouble about that,” [ replied. ‘T'll take
care that my cattle shall net hwrt your
crops.” ‘Dat,” said they, after a spell of
wonderment and hiesitation, ‘how about
our cattle? Suppose they dam:zge your
crops ?' *Oh ! that will not make any

For this land gener-
ally, the practice had been to apply
leached ashes to a large extent, but it was
found practicable to substitute for the
ashes the refuse lime from gas works.
This has ail the properties of the ashes,
and it ean be got for little over the cost of
transportation, The lime usnally follows
the boue fertilizer, Great eare is required
in using chemical snlbstaness for fertil-
izers lest one should counteraet the efieels
of another. The next crop after the

acre. Of wheat there were thirty acres,
with a yield of twenty bushels to the acre.

Besides these crops thers were planted
every year from twenty to fifty aeres of
carrots, turnips, and sugar beets, which
wereraised with the ordinary methods of
fertilizing, and with results that were at
least equal in point of profit to any crop of

ity.

The above mentioned crops cover an
area in all of about 2,300 acres.

Sometimes a
farmer will manure for grass at the time
he sows it with its protecting crop of grain,
sifliciently as he thinks to last for several
years, This Mr. Hinsdale believes to be
an error.  There will be an overerowth of
steaw at the expense of the quality of the
wiain, The first crop of grass, also, will
have a strong woody growth at the bottom,

| botton to still further injure the market

The secoud crop of
hay will be of excellent quality, and
probably the best of the series. Frem
this there will be a falling off in quality
and quantity until it is necessary to plough
up the sod and go through another course
of less profikible crops. By dividing up |
the manure and applying adue proportion
yearly the quality of the grass is kept good
amd uniform, and the land may profitably |
be retained as meadow for from five to
SCYen years.

Mr. Hinsdale was asked what the profits
were on the entire capital invested in the
Stewart farm, with a view to a comparison
of his system of farming on o large scale
with that of the smaller farmers on the
Hempstead Plains and elsewhere in the
state, He said that it was not good basi-
ness policy to reveal one’s business to the
publie, lle conld answer the guestion,
however, as far as to say that the farm
was profitably conducted. There were
other things he might say also that wonld
indicate to farmers the degree of success
whiech had been atiained on the Stewart
farm. IHe desired to say first, however,
that there were few appliauees used on

value of the hay.

farm which might not be wused on
a small farm, In plouzhing  he !
generally used a gang of two|

ploughs with three horses, This en- |
abled one man and three horses to do the |
work of two men and four horses. Steam

engines could be profitably utilized on |
smaller farms. The method of applying a |
small quantity of exactly the right kind
of fertilizer in exactly the right -place was
within the capacity of any farmer. XNo
farmer in that part of the eountry needed
to narrow his profits by building and re-
pairing fences. The corn crop could be
raised exclusively with horses. There
would be found, he thought, a fairly rea-
sonable profit in these savings alone. The
land he worked was excellent. C. L. Allen
the lorist, late of Queens, now of Garden
City, had cultivated many plots in flowers
and bulbs, as well as in vegetables for the
table. The resuits he declared to be bet-
ter than on any other kinds of land he had
ever cultivated. As to the acreage of the
varions crops this ycar, Mr. Hinsdale gave
the following account :

Of corn there were 450 acres, with an
unusually heavy yicld. There would be
at least seventy bushels of shelled corn to
the acre beyond a doubt.,” Of oats there
were 388 acres. It had not been a good
season for oats, but the yield wouhl be
about thirty-five bushels per aere. This
was a betéer yield than would be found
els:where in the vicinity, because the land
had suffered less from the drought. Of
rye there weie 495 acres. Of meadow
tLere were 435 acres. One hundred acres
of this were in Hungarian hay, with a
vield of two tons and a-half to the aere.
