ANOTHER MINING HORRUR.

Eighty-Seven FPersons Likely Ferished.

Canorrr, Dec. 10.—A great explosion
occurred this morning at the Penygrig
new colliery, in the Rhondda valley. Itis
believed that 87 persons have perished.
An cxploring party has just discovered six-
teen corpses. Damp and rubbisk im-
pede thesearch. The pit is one mile from
the scene of the great explosion in Denas
colliery, January 15, 1878, when sixty per-
sons perished.

The shock was felt for miles around, the
earth shaking as if there were an earth-
quake. There are also eighteen horses in
tho pit. The most intense excitement pre-
vails. All the roadg and approaches are
thronged with waiting wen, women and
children and their eries are heartrending.

Seven corpees
have been brought to the surface and
mny more have been seen. It has been
definitely ascertained that all are dead.
