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A Dakota Wheat Farm.
Philadelphia Ledger.,

The optimists of English agriculture
have furnished their friends, recently,
with scveral grave argunments to prove
that the wheat farming of the Northwest
was a emall and temporary flood of supply,
s0on to be exhausted and not so profitable
now as to be a temptation to any but the
gtar performers in farming there. But the
crop just harvested appears to sustain the
Dakota peovple very weli and to give
them quite as large a profit as last
year. The Fargo papers bring us the
account of the production of about
G 000 acies in wheat, just delivered from
the Grandin farm, the crop of 1880; the
exact account being 5,921 acres, producing
147,287 bushels, or 23 1.6 bashels to the
acre, the quality of nine-tenths of which
was “ Number oae, hard.” Fully this
proportion of the very larze deliveries for
the scason have been of this highest
quality. proving that these are true Wheat
lands, eapable of growing the best wheat.
In fact, the growth of 23 bashels to the
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acre is sufficient proof of that position,

And as to the profits : the Grandin pro-
prictors claim that 37,000 bushels of this
erop will pay all costs of cultiva'ion, har-
veeting and marketing, leaving 100,000
bashels to represent the net profit.  This,
at 73 10 50 ceuts the bushe), which has
been the range at the receiving stations of
the North Pacific voad is at least §375,000 5
a very [air profit for a farmer who has no
heavy reatal to pay. The proprietors ave,
therefore, encouraged to put in 8000 acres
next vear ; and as each of the last three
vears has netted a like profit on this Fargo
farm, oue year of partial failure could be
endured, i’ by accident it should come.

Nor is this proprictor nezlectful of gen-
eral farming : hie had this year 304 acres of
oats, producing 15.725 bushels; 141 acres
of bayley, produacing 3,520 bashels, and a
large siock farm in progress.  And this is
but a sample of the great Red river valley
located on because the ciossing of the rail-
road affords a favorablgspot for first set-
tlement. The valley is All alike for a hun-
dred miles or more in longth, and twenty
miles in width, the goulosieal formation
and surfaee toporrapl y heingentirely uni-
form.
