Reccutly the New Yoik Times, usually

well informed, had the annexed paragraph
explanatory of the leason why ladies wore
high-hce- l boots : "Women who pretend to
dress well aic continually censured and
ridiculed for wealing boots, of the picvail-iui- j

btyle, conspicuous for very high, small
heels, which .spoil their gait aud eventually
their feet. It is veiy foolish, to say the
least ; but a partial excuse may be made
for the women fioin the fact that they
cannot buy hoots with low, bioad heels,
such ascomfoit and reason would demand ;

the shops do not keep them ; consequently
it is idle to advice the puich.ise of what is
not to be had. When anything is out of
fashion in New Yoik.it disappears alto-

gether. It is not simply laid aside, as
initrht be infened. until it is call
ed for. There 'aio no old btyles
in any of the fust-clas- s sLops.
They probably go to auction, or are bent to
the country ; at any rate, they arc got lid
of. We have kno ffc women to go to Uni-
ty or forty shops lor what they call sensi-
ble boots that is, low-heel- ed boots with
out being able to get them. They would
finally take what they could find but did
not want. They could leave their meas-
ure, to be suie, for the soi t of heels they
wish; but those who h.ucdone so say they
have gieat difliculty in being suited.
What is not generally worn is haid to have
made. Women who nave ordered low-heel- ed

boots have been so displeased with
them when done that they have ictuined
to the moie uomciwiit custom of buying
pools icady made. If women could pur-
chase sensible boots without tionblemany
of them doubtless would. Wearing high
heels is not so much a nutter of fashion
and folly as it is el convenience andecon
omy of time."

To this the New Yoik Shoe and Leather
Reporter, piesumably good authoiity in
the matter. Likes execution s.n bur : "We
clip the foicgoiug fiom the cditon.il page
of our estimable colempor.ny, the New
Yoik Times. That excellent journal is an
undoubted authoiity on most topics but
when it vcntuies into the domains of the
shoe inamilactnic, itievcals a lack of ac-

quaintance with the pievailing styles,
which prompts us, in a spii it of neighborly
regard, to come to its iclief. Our leading
mauufactm cis have not, foi a year past,
been making any ladies' boots or shoes
with high heel except on special oideis,
of which they iccuive very few. The
simple fact is that the kind el heel very
propeily dcpicciteil by the Times has gone
cntiiely out of fashion, and the demand is
general all over the countiy for a low
heel and bio.id solo. In liuth, these arc
the kind that aie fust shown to customers
in any el the piomiuent ictail shops. The
high heels aie the ones that the ladies
cannot proem c without having them made
to order. If our fiiends have any doubt
on this subject, we will veiy cheerfully
put them in the way of informing them-
selves as to the inipioicmcuts in this
branch of our ait that have been effected
within the past eighteen months. Some
of the largo houses engaged in making
shoes of the finest qualtty have paid con-

siderable sums of money for now lasts to
eonfoim to the later icquiienicnts.'
