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Wells in these parts have often been low,
but never perbaps lower than they have
been most of the past summer and autumn.
Many were looking anxiously for rain, so
that the springs might rise again. But
local rains have nothing to do with our
wells, and this can be secn by any one who
has anything to do with diggivg of the

It makes no difference how dry
or how wet may be the summer season :
ifin the fall we dig a few feet we find the

ground dry. No rain penetrates to
any great depth after the spring

rains are over and before the regular
autumn-soakers commence. Sometimes
we have rain several days in a week, and
considerable of it at a tine, yet, after all
this, people on digging down find the earth
dry six inches from the surface. In fact,
the has as much as it can do in any
season to meet the demands on it I".mm
the vegetation growing on its surface.
As fast as the surface dries from the heat
there is a continual flow from the lower
portions Lo suply the wasle, just as water
i a saucer will flow to the top ofa sponge,
so that in the end the saueer is dryer than
the sponge in it. Thus the substratum in
a dry season is often dryer than the carth
loosened by cultivation on the surface.

The water which feeds springs amdl
wells does not come from loeal rains, ex-
cept they are very shallow, but often hun-
dreds of miles away., The frest cracks
and breaks up the rocky faces of moun-
tains, and the rains and melting  snows—
sometimes many feet in depth—descend
through the clefts. Rocks <o not absorb
water as earth docs. Collected in this
way, the water sinks deep into’ the earth
in the (issures, following the strata to long
distaunces and appearing again only when
the rocky veins crop up near the surface.
Those, therefore, who are looking for decp
water in their wells 2ud high water in their
springs, have rather to pray for mountain
rains than local showers—which serve onr
erops, mnothing *more—after summer
weather once sets in,
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Black Ants and Insect Destroyers.

The Geneva Confincal says: ** Many of
the leading orchiard proprictors in North-
ern [taly and Southern Germany are en-
thusiastic cultivators of the black ant,
which industrious insect they hold in hizh
esteem as the frait grower's best friend.
They establish ant-hills in their orchiuds,
and leave the police service of their frait
trees entirely to the tiny sable colonists,
which pass ail theic time in elimbing up
the stems of the fiuit trees, cleansing their
boughs and leaves of malefuetors, mature
as well as embryotie, amd  descending,
laden with spoils, to mother carth,
where they comtortably consume or pru-
dently store away their booty. They eap-
ture the egus of caterpillars, grubs and
canker-worms ; they *‘ requisition '” all
the countless variclies of jeaf-lice that
strip trees of their young foliage ; they
break up the chrysalides awaiting trans-
formation, and carry them ofl’ in minute
morsels ; they never moeddle with sound
fruit, but only invade such apples, pears
and plums as Lhavealready been penctrated
by the canker, which they remorselessly
pursue to its fastnesses within the very
heart of the fiuit. Nowhere ave apple and
pear trees so free from blight and destrue-
tive insects as in the immediate neighbor-
hood of an ant-hill tive or six years old.
The favorite food of ants would appear to
be the larvie sl pupe of those erealures
which spend the whole of their brief ex-
istences in devonvinsg the tewder shoots
and juvenile leaves of fruil trees, DBt
nothing in the way of erecping or station-
ary preycrs upon vegetation comaes amiss
to the indefutigable and insatiable ant,
whose animosity a:ainst the minuter in-
sect tribes is so inveterate that ** his great
revenge hath stomach for them all™”
