Lody in ueed of tobiaceo daving this  year
or next, secins willing to give these reports
the benetit of the doubi.  Manufaeturers
mean 1o be sure of the supply of leaf, and

not trust to probabilities, The consequence |

is they are buying "79 leal willingly. if’ not
engeriy, and guite @ rise in pricesis per-
ceivable,  Jobbers, however, are morse
cautions, To buy "79 leaf at present prices
is hazarvdous for them. The small manufae-
turer who Las to pay them a profit cannot
make any mouney oi the tobacco, and eon-
sequently will find difiicnliy in paying for
it. ;
The "9 erop of all growths contains but
little heavy vielding mateiial - Neterthe-
less, at Jow iizives it ean be worked with
profit. At high prices it is an absolute
impossibility to nanufacoire iv profitably,
Those manutaeturers who bought when
19 stock was low (2 eompleof months
ago, when this paper advised its readers
not to rely upon any further fall in prices)
have not raised the prices of cigacs, There-
fore, it is diffienlt, i uot hapossible, tor
anybody to campoie with them who has to
pay consideraly’ s waoie By et than they
paid.

The Diopes of 2l jobhers e centered in
tiie o0 Pennsyvivania,  They kuoow that
the crop, as a winole, will be bought
cheaply, and its comparative cheapness
will make up for its defects. These de
feets e acknowledsad 1o consist of little
punctires in the leai madde by inseets, It
is claimed  theee-fourths ot the crop is al-
fected in that way. These tiny holes,
though very abuadant, are ot very hart-
ful. But packers of experience Lold that
such holes in leal grow Lugers after the
tobacco has sweated and dreied  out, and
the leaves containineg them caunot be
used for wrappers.  We leave this opinion
