ALMOST A PANIC.

WALL STREET IN A FEVER OF EXCITE-
MENT.

The Tightnessof the Muney Market Causéd
A “Slump " 1a Ntock—Scenes and
Incidents Near theStock
Exchange.
New York Herald,

It has been a long time since the Wall
strect markets have been inso dangerous
and excited condition as they were yester-
day. Intheearly hoursthere was every
indication of a panic, and although this
disaster was barely aveited the condition
of affairs wassuch as had not been seen
since the ominous days preceding Black
Friday—the darkes: perio:d in the history
of Wall strect. In the morning the stock
market opened in a weak and feverish con-
dition. There were auxious and frightened
faces by thescore at the stock exchange and
nobody pretended to know what next to
expect, Every broker was loaded with
orders to sell and the scene on the floor of
the exchange was one of indescribable
confusion. The stringency of money com-
pelled speculators to unload and wiped out
the margins of hundreds of operators,
As block after block was thrown on  the
market stocks fell Jower and lower, while
crowds throngzed about the recording in-
strument in brokers’ oftices, at Delmonico’s
and other resorts, holding the tape with
trembling hands, each tick of the indicator
sonnding a knell to tue hopes and the for-
tunes of dozens of investors, as cvery
stock on the list kept on its downward
move, Stocks declined from 6 to 14} per
cent. within an hour’s time, while mouey
advanced to 1} per cent. commission per
day in addition to the legal 6 per eceut.
interest, the highest rate since Black Fri-
day. DBrokers ran from bank to bank and
from one money lender to another, vainly
seek to borrow. Despair was written in
many faces, and the usual laughing crowds
around the lunch counters at Delmouico’s
were not in their accustomed mood, For-
eign exchange became utterly demoralized
so that bills representing exports of domes-
tie products could not be sold.

FROF. LOWE'S UAS STUVE.

Gan for 23 Cents per 1,000 Cabic Feel.
Prof. Lowe exhibited a gas stove in
Nornstown that burns 50 cubic feet of
gas per hour for cooking and half that
much for heating purposes. The heater
for ordinary purposes burns 30 feet per
hour, The gas company propose to fur-
nish their product to consumers at 25 cents
per thousand feet, and put in heaters and
ranges withont cost to their customers, The
stove is donble, and if preferable only
cone side need bo lighted up at a time.
Near the top of each section is a grate
covered with fragments of fire bricks
which are hieated to redness by jets of gas, |
The heat is reflected downwards and the |
articles to be cooked are placed under the
grate. All the odor of cooking is carried
up the chimney and the work is fimshed

toasted in one minvte, and other viands
prepared with proportional speed. The
professor says he has repeatedly got his
own breakfast in ten minutes after reach-
ing the shops,

While the dinner is eooked by the stove
the rvom is warmed by a heater in the cel-
lar, and the heat from the register is strong
enougzh to roast a potato placed upon it
The heater isa box or galvanized iron,
abont six feet long, three feet deep and
two and a half feet wide suspended from
the rafters. At one end, near the bottom
is a small opening, through which theiroa
gas jet is thrust, and a number of fire
bricks are placed within®  The heater sup-
plies warm air to four registers, and one of
its most remai kable features is the strict-
ness with which the heat is economized.
The cellar is not warmed at all, the pipe
by which the products of combustion are
earried to the chimuey is only milk warm,
and the end ol the heater opposite to the
burning jet is quite cold. The in-
ventor says that during an experiment
made while the reeent cold westher was
at its height icicles hanging from the fur-
ther end of the heater wern not melted
although the roomsaboye were thoroughly
warmed. e withdrew the gaspipe from
the opening, and it appeared with a jot of
yeilow flame nearly two feet long rushing
trom the open end pipe and the flame
quickiy assumed a deep blue tint and gave
searcely any light. This is its natural
aspect when the gas is pure and dry. Tke
combustion is regulated by a stop-cock,
and Professor Lowe has invented an auto-
matie arrangement by Which the tlame ean
be adjusted to maintain temperature and
left to itself. As the weather grows colder
the flame will be enlarged and the heat
maintained without further attention.
