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Unfair and Untrue.

Shortly after Mr. Gowen’s departure
for Europe the Philadelphia Ledger was
used by his antagonists to publish a
statement of a discovery that had been
made that the subscription to the defer-
red bonds, which Mr. Gowen had an-
nounced as full, had been made by certain
irresponsible and bankrupt parties. It
turns out that this statement was false
aad known to baso by Mr. Bond and
his friends, who undoubtedly inspired
the Ledyger article ; for that journal is
too respectable to make statements, even
for itsfriends, which it knows to be
falso ; at least such has been its reput a-
ﬁn; but it won’t do for it often to be

uzht in such misrepresentation as it
has certainly been betrayed into in this
case, il it would preserve its fair fame.

The fact is that the first paymant has
been made on the whole issue of over
thirty-four millions of deferred bonds
with the exception of less than eight
millions, and payment upon that will be
made assoon asthe courts decide the
loan to be lawful. Nearly two million
dollars are in the hands of the receivers
of the Reading railroad and of the
Measrs. Glyn in London, baing the pro-
ceeds of payments 8o far made upon the
deferred loan. It is, therefore, manifest-
ly impossible to charge that Mr. Gowen
has falsely declared that the deferred
bonds have been responsibly taken. The
money already paid upon the subscrip-
tions fully shows that. And the charge
agaiggt Mr. Gowen being itself shown to
be false, recoils upon its authors, who
are shown to ba ready to resort Lo very
low and unfair devices to accomplish
their ends.

The scheme of Mr. (fowen depends
upon the decision of the courts as to its
validity. Mr. Bond has not yel got so
far as this with his plan. When he de-
monstrates that he can obtain the con-
sent of the creditors of the road to abate
their interest in part in consideration of
the receipt of a bonus in stock which they
may be willing to do if the bonus is big
enough, he will then have to show to the
courts that he has Lhe power toissue this
additional stock. Mr. Gowen denies it
to him, and on apparently good grounds;
declaring that no shares of the Reading
road can be issued otherwise than upon
the payment of their full par value in
money; and that moreover the right
held by the holders of the convertible
bonds to exchange their bonds for stock,
exhausts the shares the company can is-
sue otherwise than for construction pur-
poses. If these statements are correcl,
Mr. Bond’s bonds cannot be floated.

Mistaken in the Man.

The Philadelphia IPress, correcling a
statement of Mr. Murphy, the official
reporter of the United States Senate,
made to Geo. Alfred Townsend . and
printed in the Cincinnati Enquirer, that
‘* Edgar Cowan Buckalew” was the
ablest Pennsylvanian in the Segate in us
time,” takes occasion, in disentangling
the two distinguished Pennsylvanians
thusstrangely mixed up by the types, {9
speak in terms of just compliment :f
Mr. Buckalew as a statesman ; but de-
seribes Mr. Cowan—while not otherwise
sp2aking unkindly of him—as * a good
deal more of a politician than heisa
statesman, and always hasteen.” Which
clearly shows, to all who are acquaintel
with Mr. Cowan, that the [’ress writer
does not know him:; for a politi-
cinn is  just what JMr. Cowan
is mot, and a statesman is just
what he is. Mr. Cowan was too little of
a politieian and too much of a statesman
to remain in the Republican party, when
its course was opposed to his convictions.
No well informed politician will declare
that Mr. Cowan had any base motive of
personal advantage moving him in the
support he gave President Johnson, as a
senator from Penusylvania, and all who
were brought intoconnection with him at
that time, in his capacity as dispenser of
government patronage, knew how un-
ready he was in administering that part
of his senatorial functions. It was wholly
distasteful to him ; though a very import-
ant part indeed to one upon whom it
lay to fortify his political position. If
Mr. Cowan had been a politician rather
than a statesman, he would hardly have
got away from his party while its senator;
at least not without a slice of it along
with him big enough to control the politi-
cal situation. Ie was likethe president
he followed, honest and earnest; and it
was this honesty that ruined them in the
party they trained with, which had no
use for the quality or its professors.
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Tue Philadelphia Times recommends

Senator Edmunds’ Letter Declining to Ad-
dress the Worcester Coaveation.

Following is an extract from a letter
written bmgemtor Edmunds declining to
address the Worcester, Mass., Republican
convention :

“‘The history of your conventions shows
that your political faith has come down in
a living stream from the times of Samuel
Adams and John Hancock, and, like all
great truths, it can be applied to the
affairs of to-day as conveniently and justly
as to those of n century ago. The con-
tegf for the practical supremacy of our
principles is one that, in the natare of
things, rarely ends, for, in some form or
other, the safety of equal rights—equal in
benefit and equal in burden—is always
menaced. Some of the immediate mea-
surcs for these final objects of good gov
ernment, I think, ought to be: To pre.
serve and improve the laws for the secu-
rity of national civil rights ; to make as
effective as possible provisions for the pur-
ity and fairness of congressional elections ;
to establish by law the methods of ascer-
taining the results of presidential elections
80 as to give the conclusive effect the con-
stitution demands to the action of each
state, and to prevent the exercise by the
houses of Congress of anything in the
pature of appellate or revisory power
over the action of the constituted author-
ity of the state in such cases ; to soimpreve
the civil service as to diminish, and, if
possible, remove the evils of place-hun{ing
and the interchange of favors between
the members of the legislative'and execu-
tive branches of the government, and to
free the tenure of a great number of offi-
cers from dependence upon political favor
or political opinion ; to readjust the revenue
laws with the least and mnearest equal
burden to the people, and of developing
and encouraging the industrial pursuits of
every calling of our citizens ; to bring both
the theory and practice of the government
in regard to the currency to the point of a
fixed and uniform metallic standard of
values and making coin only a legal ten-
der in the payment of debts; and to pro-
mote, so far as the national government
cau lawfully do so.the inerease and diffu-
sion of education among all the citizens,
and in every part of the republic. Surely
if I am right in these views, therc is occu-
pation enough for our grand party to in-
duce us to drop all internal rivalries and
dissensions, wherever they may exist, and
to strive, in unity and with zeal, for the
guceess and I am confident will follow, I
do not doubt that the Republicans of
Massachusetts will do their full share in
this good work.” )

Following Falsehood.

Mr. Gowen writes to the editor of the
Loundon Tines as follows :

A complete answer to the damaging es-
timates alleged to be made by Mr. Bond
ol the present condition of the company’s
property is to be found in the fact that its
earnings for the present year will suffice
to pay all its fixed charges. IHad those
who succeeded in electing Mr. Bond re-
frained from interfering with the old man-
agement of the company, the earnings
would have sufficed for a small dividend to
the shareholders.

As to the allegatious in the Philadelphia
Ledger that the subscriptions to the de-
ferred income bonds were not boni fide, let
me say that the ZLedger disingenuously
emphasises applications for thirty millions
of dollars, i1: respect of which only seven
millions eight hundred thousand dollars
at par were allotted, and payments upon
these allotments would have been made at
the proper time had it not been for the
action of the court which restrained the
issue, and provided that no forfeiture
should cnsue by reason of non-payment.
Of the total issue of $34,300,000 there was
allotted pro rata to shareholders $19,605,-
250, upon all of which, with the exception
of £€91,000, the first installment has been
paid ; of the remainder of the issue (314,-
634,750) allotted to boudholders, the first
payment has been made upon all but 87,-
510,000, the money for which will be paid
immediately upon the removal of the in-
junetion ; and to obviate any appearance
of injustice I shall advocate that imme-
diately upon such removal, a period shall
bo fixed for final payments, up to which
period interest shall be allowed on prior
payments.

The pian of financial reorganization pro-
posed by Mr. Bond is illegal, in that it
proposes to distribute new share capital as
a bonus to bondholders for no other con-
sideration than a surrender of their right
to interest in case it isnot earned. DBut as
they will retain their right toa higher rate
of interest if earned, and as in my opinion
such higher rate wiil be earned, certain
bondholders, like Messrs. McCalmont
Brothers & Co., will gain a large bonus of
share capital to the detriment of other
shareholders who arve not holders of the
particular elass of honds in respect of
which share capital is now proposed to be
issued. No share capital of the Philadel-
phia & Reading railroad company ean be
issued as a bonus or in any other manner
than upon payment iuto the treasury of
the company of fifty doilars pershare, acd
in addition to his legal disability, the
right of the convertible bondholders to
éonvert their bonds into shares practically
exhausts the power of the company to
make a further issue of share capital for
any other purpose than construction.

When Told to rrepare for the Worst.
As hope returns, more is learned in de-
tail of the terrible anxiety of last Friday.
It appears that the surgeons, after the
alarming symptom of the morning, de-
cided that it was useless to longer con-
tinue the struggle, and two of their num-
ber wero selected to wait upon Mrs. Gar-
field and to inform her that medical rei-
ence could do no more, and that she must
prepare for the worst. The interview
which occurred between these surgeons
will, if reports are true, be regarded
as one of the most dramatic inei-
dents in this extraordinary case. Cap-
tain Henry Marshall, a friend of the presi-
tient and his family, says that Mrs. Gar-
field heard the news with great composure
and, smothering her emotion, arose and
said : ‘‘Gentlemen, you shall not give him
up. He isnot going to die; he is going
to live. I feel, I know it. Go back to
your post, every one of you, and leave
it not until every remedy is exhausted ;
until death itself has set his seal upon
him, for I will not believe that he is dy-
ing. Go back and do what you can; you
cannot do more, but don’t giveup. I am
his wife, and I say we will not give up
until the end itself is upon us.”” Mrs.
Garfield has never surrendered more than
a moment or two at a time to her" grief,
and then she has retired to her room, and
after a brief absence has returned to her
post of duty at the president’s bedside.
Mrs says that the president is
doing splendidly. He is taking his nour-
ishment and she is extremely hopeful.
Dr. Boynton, too, is more hopeful, and
says he thinks he notices an improved
condition in the blood. There are also
miscroscopic indications that the food is
assimilating groperly. The president can
open his mouth easily and he tastes his

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WIND AND WATER.

The Terrmible Nouthern Toraado.

Saturday’s hurricane on the Georgia
and South Carolina coasts was very-de.
structive to property amil humaa life. At
Savanuah the maximum wind velocity was
80 miles per hour, and great damage was
done to buildings of all kinds, aud to
craft in the river. - Along the Savannah
and on Tybee island, 18 persons, mostly
colored, are knowa to have perished. All
the people on Shad island were swept
away, but the number is not known. At
Port Royal, South Carolina, ten colored
men were drowned by the washing away
of a ferry house. The light ship on Rat-
tlesnake shoals at Charleston broke from
her moorings and is now anchored in six
fathoms of water southeast of Fort Sum-
ter, three miles nearer the city than she
was before. The sea buoy off Charleston
bar has drifted off Falley island, and the
outer bar buoy has drifted about a quarter
of a mile to the eastward.

Von
Blomberg and Police Officer A. W. Noble
rowed out and brought them to shore as
quickly as possible, and two physicians
who happened to be at hand used their
best efforts to resuscitate the girls. They
were unable to restore them to conscious-
ness, Dora Wolfl, was an heiress, and in
three months, upon her twentieth birthday
would have inherited £25,000.

OUK LUOCAL SCIENTISTS.

Hegular Meeting ot the Linnean Soclety.

The society met in the ante-room of the
museum on Saturday afternoon, August
27th, 1881, Prof. J. H. Dubbs, D. D., oc-
cupying the chair. Minutes of last meet-
ing approved, and dues eollected ; after
which the following report was made on
donations to museam :

“Your committee to whom was referred
the donations of the heirs of the late Prof.
8. 8. and Dr. E. Haldeman, have thus far
only had time to examine the contents of
one of the boxes of the former, and the
following is a general list of its contents :

Historical—A fragment of Queen Mary’s
palace, Edinburg ; of Giant’s Causeway,
Irelaad ; of Mosaic pavement from Bath of
Caracalla, Rome, Italy; fragments of
mosaic from the Ihom of the “ tragic

” Pompeii, Italy ; two ecalcareous
ﬁﬁ}es frmlr:e the sgmc : the following
relies of the Indians of DBritish Guiana ; a
spherical Indian paint cup; Shack-Shack,
or conjurer’s rattle ; a calabash drinking
cup; Wari-wari, or fan used for kindling
fire, made of plaited palm ; whij, a species
of bark trom which shoes or sandals are
made ; laminated bark used for cigar wrap-
pers ; a necklace made of jaguar's teeth;
a macusis flute made of the thigh bone of
the jaguar ; an ebony war ciub of a chief;
a basket work Shack ckack, or rattle; a
Pigale, or basket and lid; a beautiful
bead-worked apron. the sole clothing of a
Guiana Indian woman ; a specimen of lava
from Mount Vesuvius, in which imbedded
a coin.

Natural History—A gigantic fish scale
from Florida ; twelve craniologieal speci-
meus of birds, mammals aund reptiles ;
fragmentary specimens of the skeletons of
birds, mammals and erustaceans ; a **
fish ”’ skinned and stuffed ; a pike ; three
ép:cimens of perch ; a copperhead snake;
a specimen of the ‘“‘sea horse” (Hippo-
campus) ; two tubers, or nuts, ol vege-
table ivory.

Mineralogy—Filteen specimens ol native
copper from the Lake Superior mines,
Michigan ; five specimens, chrysocola
from the same ; three specimens Potsdam
sandstone, filled with copper nodules ; a
small box (25 specimens) of chlorastrolite,
only found on Isle Royale, 12 to 40 miles
along Lake Superior ; a box of agate peb
bles (100 specimens) from the Western
states ; a box of Colorado pebbles (about
40 specimens) ; two specimens of Amazon
stone, Pike's Peak ; three specimens native
silver, Michigan ; two specimens Proto-
gine, Mount Blaine, Europe ; two speeci-
mens velvet copper, Michigan ; three speci-
mens Cannel coal, Scotland ; four speei-
mens Hawai gum, Sandwich islands ; one
specimen blue carb. copper, Cornwall, Pa.;
one specimen each, dualite, mica-slate,
serpentine and magnesite, Easton, Pa.;
three unnamed fussil impressions ; a ke
twisted horn.
