TAKK AN EAKLV FLIGHT.

Two Convicts Over the Walls and Far Away.
The news quietly crept down town to-

day that two more convict prisoners of
the county jail had got away sometime
this morning, and an Intelligeni Kit
lcprtsontalivc who reached the prison at 2
p. m. thanks to the courtesy of Harry
--Myers and the speed of his white horse
tnerc learned all the particulars. It seems
that it is the custom earlv in the morniiiir.
about 5 o'cloik, for Watchman Thompson
to go up stairs and into the cells, wake up
the prisoners who work at tobacco strip-
ping, S:c., in the brick building and turn
them down in the corridor, whence
Watchman William C. Iteed escorts
them to their work. This morning,
as usual, a lot were thus disposed
of and among those who were sent out
under charge of I teed were Harman Koch,
convicted August 22, 1831, of burglary, in
robbing a Mt. .ley barber shop and sent to
prison for a year ; and Win. W. Walker,
a negro, sent to jail August 18, 1831, for
six months, for larceny and carrying con-
cealed weapons. Heed says Koch asked
perniis.Moii to go to the pump aid wash
his face. The request was not an ui.usu il
one and was granted. For a moment Itecd's
attention was lecalled to the prison, Koch
was on his way to the pump, and when
Iteed looked again he was gone. Walker
likely disappeared at the same time, Iht ugh.
Iteed misted only Koch when he set tlie
prisoiicis to work, and repotted Ins
absence when he went oil" cluty . At G a.
m. the undcrkceper.s also missed Walker
and a little investigation disclosed that
both iiien had escaped over the wall in the
early dawn.

It was found that they had made in the
cells lopes from old rags ami bed clothes.
To the end of one of these was
lixed a hook, l made from a piece
of iron rod, and to the other a
a brick in a sm. ill bag. They hail doubt-
less hurried to the jail yard wall, thrown
over the hook, whioh caught in the cas
ing on top of the wall on the other side,
and the men had only to pull themselves
up hand over hand, change the fastening
from the outside to the inside anil
.vlip down the oilier side. Their slip-
pers writs left behind, and it Was
only when, in search for Koch's means of
escape, t we pairs of ;, Uppers were found,
that the jail ollicials knew two men had
got ax;iy, and disc'ivcicd
uiiistlic the other missing
of t nicks weie found on
but no clue to their wie r
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men evidently made their .veiling ropes in
their cells and throw them out for use this
morning befoie going to work. It i.i

manifest that a most careless system of
removing the men from the jail to the
workshop is responsible for their escape.
The prison door might as well have been
left open.
