STUORY OF A USEFUL LIFE,

THE

Rubert Collyer's Boyhood, Home Influeace,
Apprevticcship, Emigration
and Experience.
l"llfml His Address at Easiman's Business Col-
ege.

There is one deep word in the Dible no
man can afford to forget who has struck
any such good fortune as this which has
fallen to my lot, and that is Panl's word,
“ Who made thee to differ 2’ I could not
tell you, young gentleman, how much I
have pondered vver that word or how sare
I am that it tellsal! there is to tell of the
story of my life from the time when I be-
gin to remember dowa to this day. I
must tell you somethine o my own en-
deavor, or the lesson would be lost. It
would be wore fatally fost i’ I left, the im-
pression on your minds that [ am whag
we call a sell-made man, 1t is a vast dis-
tance from that lost little place among the
Yorkshire moors to Murray 1ill in New
York, and from the bitter bondage of a
while slave in a [actory, in which we had
to toil from 6 in the morninge until 8§ at
nizht, to the pastorate of a church any
man might be proud of. I can only say,
at the conclusion of the whole matter that
the pivoial truth is this @ It is not of my-
selt, it is the gift of God ; aud then ask
you, who are where ! was 50 many years
ago, to consider wiv.t may be your giflt,
and how you may iodie some fair use ol
it in that position ;oa can fill to the best
advantage to the woald you live in. For
I might 23 well sa; here, and onece for all,
that if your whole intention is to take eare
of number oue, as the saying goues, my poor
little story can be of nouse. 1 shall have
to say to you what a racy little French.
man said w me ouce, when we had wrang-
ledd for Lalf a day about avother matter,
“You will goto hell, sare,” and to add that
if this is your purpuse, to live for yoursell
only, you need not go to hell ; it will come
to you. lHenee my white hairs have
brought me this conviction beyond all
dispute, that your theroughly seifish man
is tie most miserable creature on this
planet.  Doyou take my meaning, then ?
I am not here to blow my own trumpet.
[tis the last thing [ want to do. This
great | must be used, or there can be no
talk ; but throngh it all you must remem-
ber it is but the human pointer to the
greab ¢ Am.”

Birth and Brocding.

I. It is a great thing for a mau to ba
well-born, for, as the proverb runs, you
cannot make a whistle out of a pig’s tail.
Ouly when Mr. Lineoln said this onece in a
speech at the West, an ingenious Yankee
sent him such a whistle by the nex$ mail,
Still, this is the truth to which the proverb
points, that what we eadl good blood is
one condition of’ success in life ; and this,
[ think, the Coliyer clan can claim. But
we caunot elaim it s the Adamses can,
and the Quineys, awd the fine okl fawmilies
on this river, for we go back to the grand
fathers and the grandmothers, and there
we stop ; and both the men were sailors,
and both were lust at sea. So what [ mean
by being well born is this, that my own
father was one of the most healltliful men
I ever knew, and my mother one of the
most healthful women, amd ho was brown
and she was a blonde. My father’s eyes
were dark and soft, and my mother's eyes
were blue and blended with gray, and
could snap fire and make things boom.
And the family nose juts out strong, and
matches the family shin ; and as 1 heard
Mr. Emerson say ouee, there is a great deal
in noses.

My father was as geod a smith as ever
stood at an anvil, and that was all, Ile
had no other faculty, except that of strik-
ing a tune in the little meecting house ;
and you were not sure what the tune was
woing to be until he got to the end of the
tirst line. Dut my mother wis a woman
of such faculty, though she could hardly
read or write, that 1 believe il she had
been ordered to take charge of a 70.gun
ship and earry it through a battle, give her
time to learn the ropes aud she would do
it. She had in her, also, wells of poesy
and humor, and langhter so shaking that
tho tears would stream down her faco and
adeep, abiding {enderness, like that of
the saints. And this they had in common,
they wero as free from infeetions as the
stars. The most woful fevers would
break ont in the cottages all about us and
decimate the neighbors, and they were

always on hand to  help, going and
coming as the " sunsliine  goes  and
comes, mnever thinking of changing

their garments. Yet they never caught
afever, nor did any of their children,
or felt the slightest touch of fear. And
this is how I come at the pguess that we
were well-born. They were so healthy,
and not like in like, as the poct says, but
in difference, and the mother was beyond
all question the better half in those finer
powers on which the children have to
draw for their chance in life, Moral, don't
marry adoll.

II. Four thing, as I have learned my
lesson, go to make & man : Good birth,
good breeding, your own good endeavor,
and the good fortune, which isbat another
name for the goodness of God. And so |
want to say, secondly, that I think we
were well-bred. There was what wonuld
come Lo $4.50 a week to live on, while we
wora still about the mother's kuees, and
we came along with the most surprising
regularity one year and eight months apart.
But provisions certainly were not socheap
as they are in this paradize of plenty, nor
were there any free schools. You must pay
so much a week or go ignorant. Yet
that mother who is now among the saints
made this income stand good for cnough
to eat, two suits of clothes for week day
and Sunday, house reat and five, a bit of
tobacco amd a pint of beer for the good
man of the house, and all the schooling
we couid take until we were big enough
to work in the factory. Oatmeal and milk
aud oat-cake a plenty, with a bit of meat
always for the worker, and sometimcs for
the smaller-fry, aud a sip of tea on Sun-
days, *‘stick-jaw pudding that tires your
chin,” with the marmalade spread ever so
thin, potatoes aud salt, and then more
catmeal, and the result is that to this day
not one of us know what you mean by
by what is called a ** system,”” ora *di-
gestion,” or a *‘‘constitution,” so strong
and sure are the foundations of our lives,
Sunday school and church twice every
Sunday ; no rewards and no pienics, and I
do not know where to look for any human
agency so great and good, when I ask
how it is I am pastor of .the
church of the Messiah in New York, as
that Sunday school. A sound box on the
ear and be done with it, or a swift smack,
and then by-and-by a kiss and a croon

Let me make a little picture of the
home. A cottage of two rooms and an
attic, looking right into the eye of the
sun, and away toward the great purple
moors. A bit of green sward andaclump
of roses. A bright open fire and the walls
white as driven snow ; a floor s0 clean
that you could eat your dinner on itand
only hurt the floor ; a burean and chairs
so bright that they shone like dim mir-
TOTS § tall old clock we cherish down

| speech :

there in the city ; a lot of willow-ware for
great days ; a mirror and pictures that
must have cost half a dollar each—pictures
Rubens could not have painted to save his
life; pure white linen, enough for all
uses, and onee a week a grood sound scrub-
bing with yellow soap that got into your
eyes and crash towels from top to toe.
“Who hath red eyes, who hath conten-
tion, who hath strife?"” Solomoa eries,
and I answer, the Collyer children in that
tub, with my mother to work it.
But there aud in the snow-white purity
of fresh lime and eternal scrubbing was
our bulwark from the fever ; and there
is one reason why, in these fifty-seven
years, I have not been for one day sick
in my bed. A small shelf of books—DBun-
yan, Crusove, Goldsmith’s England, the
half of Sandford and Mesrton, and the
Bible with lots of pictures, the Young
Man’s Best Companion, the Pleasing In-
structor, amnd Fleetwood’s Life of Christ.

Do you want to know how I manage to
talk to you in this simple Saxen ? 1 will
tell you. I read Bunyan, Crasoe and
Goidsmith whenl was a boy morning,
noon and night.  All the rest was task
work ; these were my delight, with the
stories in the Bible, and Shakspeare when
at last the mighty master came within
our doors. The rest were as senna to me,
These were like a well of pure water and
this is the first step I seem to have taken
of my own free will toward the pulpit. 1
must ro to Sunday school, but 1 could
pick my books week days from that little
shelf. 1 took to these as 1 took to milk,
amd, without the least idea what I was
doing got the taste for simple words into
the very tibre of my nature. There was day
school for me wirtil I was eisht years
old, and then I had to turn in and work
thirteen hours a day. Sunday-school until
I was fourteen, and night-school for two
winters, avd all the sunshine the blue eyed
mother could pour through the home, and
a careful training in clean ways—no lying,
no shirking and nodishonesty, I did steal
two plums ooce from a tree, aml they
were so good that [ canmot repent of it now
when plums ave plenty.

That is the story of our breeding, and
this is the second moral : If the days are
not long enough, sit up nights o thauk
God for giving you a good mother ; and
now that you are. away from her side,
think of her as watehing you tenderly, and
believe me when I said that if you grieve
her heart and disgrace her name she may
forgive you, and God may forgive you,
but you will never forgive yoursell until
she makes it up with yon in eaven. |

At the Blacksmith's Forge.

IlI. There was another arlicle in our
home créed. 1t was this, that the boys, of
which there were four of us, must learn a
trade. It would cost money, but that
must be found, and il we went right on in
the factory we could earn instead of spend.-
ing, but then we should lose our rank, and |
this was not to be thought of for an instant. |
The father was a mechanic. We must be |
mechanies, and then, thoush we might
never rise any higher in the world, we
should not fail. And that was how 1 came
to the anvil, the utmost limit, in those
days, of my ambition. There was an old
blacksmith away over the moors, who had
taught y father, and ke was wiliing to
teach me. I was rising fourteen then, and
it was time to begin. In my father's
time this man was afine sober fellow,
aml  a  soperb  workman, but the
years  had made bhavoe of  him
without our knowing, aud, boy as I was, |
found in less than o week 1 bad gone to
live in the home ol a eonfirmed druakard.
Still this was wnot the lborror to me it
would be to you. The proverh says a fox |
smells nothing amiss in his own den, and 1
while our home was what I have told you,
we thought of beer very much as we
thought of bread, as the stall of life, and
never imagined that anybody could con-.
demn its use, though they might be sorry |
for its abuse. And sol was as familiar
with beer almost as I was with brewd and |
quite as familiar as I was with beef;, whiie |
we thought no more of its hrrting us o !
you do of yellow bread and dyspeptic pies |
hurting you.

I found again that not only was the
poor old man a drunkard, but the boys
were led to drink a great deal more thau |
we had ever thought of in the old hoeme, |
We had cach one of us about a quart of |
ale aday, aud the farmers who eame to |
the shop were forever standing treat, It
is a very painful story, stretching over
eight years, very Liappy years in many
ways, but full of peril as you may
see. 1 went to see an okt shopmate in (he
poorhouse just two years ago, a splendid
workman, but 1ained by drink. The poor
fellow had heard that I was about, and |
had erept wearily over the moors to find |
me ; but we had misged each other, and so !
1 went to find him.  Yes, it is a sad story. |
I was in some sort manager at last, and |
came home one day from another shop we |
had, after an absenece of a week, to find
that that the old man, who was a tower of
strength in my father’s time, had tiken to |
his bed. Ile had been on a fearful drnnk,
and it was the Jast. I went in to see him.
e lovked up sadly, and said in onr native
“I'se varry badly, Lul. I'se boon
to dee, and I want thee to read me suinmat
oot o'’ Bible to get me ready.” He did
not allude to the ewise that haud slain him,
nor did I, but saw to him three months,
and then one morning as I was lifting him,
great gouts of blood came welling out of
his chest, and he was deadd. Why do [ tell
you this? Was 1 still a partaker in the
sin? If I had been I think poor Jack would
not have had to huut for me over the
moors ; we might have been in the same |
workhouse, |

The good blood began to tell now, and |
the clean breediug, and that help of God |
without, which a man’s life is & vapo of |
sand. It was not hard work. The thing ’
was very simple. I saw it was growing
on me to love drink, and said : ** This will
never do. If I keep on I shall be in the
gutter with the old man. 1 will never
touch a glass ol beer again, ur anythines of
the sort, until [ am sare of myself, and
forever sure, because in any fight between
a man and a beer barrel the man ouzght to
win.” I kept my word, made to myself,
and that was the sccond step {rom the
anvil to the palpit ; and this story needs
no moral
