‘Tno Washington Visnation,

After the parade of the fircmen iu
Frederick, Md., vesterday, which was a
fine aflair, tie Washington boys scattered
over the city for a good time. At Tp. m.
thiey nnin formed in line and marched to
the United company’s hose house, where
a most bountitul banguet was spread.
Speeclics were made by Mr.  lensel
and Judges Lynely, Ritechie and Bodic of
the cirenit conrt, now sitting in Frederiek.
The presentation to the United company
of a beautifully finished pair of Texan
eattle hioins on behalf of the employees of
Dana Graham’s comb factory was made
at this collation.

Early this morning the band and hre
company, with a number of the citizens of
Frederick, marched to the cemetery and
visited the grave of Francis Scott Key,
where they played the “Star Saauncled
Barner ™ and a dirge ; also the Confeder-
ate soldiers’ monument and the grave of
James Coaper. United States senator from
Pennsylvania 1949-55.
