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The Independent Ticke

The Independent Republicans have
placed very good men in nomination for
the state offices, all being well fitted, so
far as we know them, for the places for
which they are named. Notwithstand-
ing which it is quite certain that they
will not be chosen by the people to fill
them, while the regular organizations
of the two politicagl parties in the coun-
try also have tickets in the ficld. The
ticket just nominated is distinectively
Republican ; a Democrat was placed in
nomination for supreme judge, but the
chairman of the convention ruled that it
was out of order for the delegates to con-
sider the name of any one but a Repub-
lican, and in this decision he was
heartily sustained by the convention.
It was. therefore, its declared policy to
present its ticket only to the Republi-
cans of the state for their suffrage, and
the Democrats have no concern with it
whatever. There may be a difference of
opinion conecerning the sounduess of
this policy, but since the aim of the
members of the convention was the eon-
trol of the Republican party of the state,
there does not seem to ba any good rea-
son to doubt the expediency of their re-
fusal Lo make any advances towards the
Democeratic organization. If they had
nominated Judge Ludlow, the Demo-
cratic convention no doubt would like-
wise have done so, and the Independent
Republicans would have contributed to
the clection of this one eandidate. Their
particular object, however, is not Lo
eleclt their ticket, but only to display
their strength to the end that they
may at a future time capture the Ile-
publican organization. Tley therefore
deliver the election this year into Lhe
hands of the Democrats.

This will be the inevitable result of
their action, unless it happens that Sen-
ator Cameron and theregulars should imi-
tate the discrelion of the coon and come
down wilhout waiting to bLe shot. The
Philadelphia  Press, which has long
sought to maintain the collapsed reform-
within-the-party idea and which would
dearly love to get out to the Independ-
cuts now if it could find a way, thinks
that a door is epened by the excuse
which arises for a reassembling of the
regular convention, through the declin-
ation of itscandidate for congressman-at-
large. The I*ress would have this body
come Lozether and hold a love-feast, and
offer to sandwich the Regular and lu-
dependent Republican Lickels together
orif that swonld not do the trick, no
doubt the auxiely of the [I?ress for har-
mony woull lead it to favor the swallow-
ing of ihe whole Independent ticket by
the Regulars; but it may well be ques.
tioned whether Senator Cameron and
the Stalwarls would be sufliciently do

ci'e for this feat of deglutition.
Possibly Senalor Cameron would be
willing 1o knock the wmost of his

candidates on the head if he could
save Deaver; butl Deaver veing Lhe
objective scalp of the Independents he is
apparentiy beyoud salvation. 1f Le
can comninand himself and his followers
sullicientiy to take John Stewart for gov-
ernor there would probably be no dili-
eunlty in gelling the warring faclions into
the traces with a common Lticket ; but if
he took him it would only be to kill him
in the election. It would not be safe to
say that the concessions dewanded by
the Independents for a reunion will be
oo great for the machine leaders to ap-
pear to make. They arce evidently ex
ceedingly anxious for an appearance of
Republican harmony in the state, and
have already conceded to the point of
self-stullification in the vain effort to
secure this semblance. As the Indepen
dent demounstration, from its present ap-
pearance, is amply strong enough to =e
cure the defeat of the regular ticket, it
is not impossible that Senator Cameron
and his advisers may conclude to plunge
themselves into still deeper depth of
humiliation to aveid the demonstration
that the Republican party in Pennsylva-
nia under the adwministration of Presi-
dent Arthur is so rent in twain as to
have lost the state. The president, who
is the fountain of Cameron’s strength,
cannot desire to have this development
made of the result of his nominal head -
ship of the Republican party of the
country. It is plain enough that if this
Independent movement is permitted- to
go forward to an ‘exhibil ion of ils con-
trol over the dominance of the Republi-
can parly in the stale, it must besur-
rendered to if that dominance is to be
preserved in the nation.

Where We Have Learned

The Philadelphin Tinwes thinks that
we learn nothing and forget nothing;
which sounds very much more compli-
mentary than it was probably intended
to be. To forget nothing is generally
considered a very valuable quality ; and
if we learn nothing because we have
already learned everything we ought to
be happy. .

But we do not flatter ourselves thal
we have learned everything in the way
of political knowledge, There are many
things which the editor of the Times has
learned that we have not ; probably be-
cause we have not been in so many
schouls.  And we are glad—perhaps stu-
pidly so —that we have never learned in
any but a Democratic school. It is be-
cause of this fact in our political educa-
tion, iowever, that we confidently us-
sume to be a better oracle of Democracy
-than the Times. We do not consider that
weare at all resumptuous in setting up
to be such an oracle. Un the coutrary,
it wounld b» a great shame] to us if afler
our years of devotion to Democratic
principles we were not able to breathe
their ful spirit ; as we claim Lo do.

The editor of the Timcs has been edu-
cated in a more time-serving spirit. Ile
sees in present suceessonlya justification
of political action. IIe would combine
right and left to elect a ticket. We
would only combine withthose who be-
lieved in the political ideas the ticket
represented and who would cling to the
party proclaiming them. We see in the
strength of the Democratic party to-day
afler the * quarter of a century of un-
proken defeat,” for which the Times ar-

raigus it, the strongest title to our adu-
lation. .

The true Democratic policy has been
not to demand the votes of those who do
not subscribe to Democratic principles.
It has been an honest policy, and it has
preserved the vitality of the party and
made it strong to maintain power when
it reaches it.

The Times may cogitate upon the
course of the Independent Republicans
in refusing to ask a Democralic alliance
and see how the success of a ticket may
somefimes be subordinated wisely to
that of a principle. .

The race for the Derby stakes at the
Epsom meeting was won by the Duke of
Westminstei’s chestout filly Shotover, rid-
den by Cannon. Lord Bradford’s bay colt
Quicklime was second, and Mr. Pr. Loril-
lard’s chestnut colt Sachem third. My, P.
Rymall's bay colt Bruce, the favorite came
in fourth. The time of Shotover was
2:453 5. The betting against Sachem at
the stait was 8 to 1. Fourteen horses
started.

Mr. Lorillard’s Gerald and Sachem went
to the post without parading in front of
the grand staud. There was a good start
at the third attempt, the Amecican pair
getting away well in front on the rail. Di-
rectly the horses settled down Real Grit
dashed to the front, but soon lost rhe
lead. Marden and Bruce, going at their
best, were soon some lengths in front, fol-
lowed by Pursebearer, Real Grit, Sachem
and Quicklime. Shotover and Dutch
Oven were lying off with the outsider
Satrap.

A DELIBEKATE SUICIDE,

After Donuing Clean Linen a Youth Svnds &
Buliet Into His Iraln,

David Miller, aged twenty-oue years,
committed suicide at Alaska, Sipton,
county, Tennessee, by shooting himsell
through the brain with a pistol. The deed
was one of the most deliberate ever com-
mitted. He had been in ill health a num-
ber of ycars. On the morning mentioned
he took a bath, dressed himsell neatly,
donning clean linen and underwear gener-
ally, bandaged his neck ard shoulders with
towels and handkerchiefs, with the inten-
tion of preserviug his clothing from the
flow of blood, took a position in front of a
mirror, placed the muzzle of the pistol to
his head, and sent the ball crashing
through his brain. He was the youngest
in the family of eight boys, and Lis was
the first death that had occurred in the

family.

DEFYING THE BOSSES.

INDEPENDENT BEPUBLICAN REVULT.

War Declareu in Fhiladelphia and a Full
Ticket Nomiuatea With John Stew-
art for Governor.

The Independent Republican conveation
in its proceedings, its metliods, itsdeclara-
tion of principles, and tho character offits
nominees, justified all the expectations
which had been excited by the preliminary
events leading to it. The membership
embraced a representation of nearly all
the counties in the state except a few
Democratic districts, among them that of
Gen, Beaver. Theconvention when called
to order presented an array of mostly new
men in state politics, but they were ex.
ceptionally free from the presence of heelers
and hacks, and the delegation from Phil-
adelphia and Pittsburgh were notably re-
spectable, compared with those usually
sent from those cities to state conven-
tions. Thae galleries of the large Horticul-
tural hall, in which the convention was
held, was packed with a throng of spacia-
tors, aud a lively popular interest was
mauifested in the proceedings. There was
asprinkling of ladies in the audience and
oun the platform. Above the stage were
conspicuously displayed the sentiments :
“ The cause for which Garfield died must
not be lost,”” and * Let us forward his
battle for true Republicanism.” Below
these Lung a cheap chromo porirait of the
late president and throughout the pro-
ceedings there was a manifest effort to
make capital out of what was called Gar-
field's martyrdom to the cause of eivil ser-
vice reform.

After the speech of Senator Mitehell, of
which an abstraet has already appeared iu
these columns, a complete permanent or-
ganization was effected, which included
Messrs. Holahan and Bricker, of this
county, 2s vice presidents, .

As the names of the more prominent
delezates were called there were outbursts
of earncst and long-continued applauso,to
most of which the persons complimented
had to answer by .rising and making ac
knowledgment. Senators Mitchell, Wolfe,
who last vear drew out fifty thousand In.
dependeut votes ; Dr. Doake, of Will-
iamsport, an eloquent Republican war
horse; llampton, Carson, the young
Philadelphia reformer ; Garret, Barker,
McKee, of the state committee ; Mapes,
one of the executive managers of the
new organization ; State Senator Stewart,
a leader in last year's senatorial re-
volt : Merrick the Wellsboro postmaster,
and one-legged soldier, and Levi Bird Duff
another erippled soldier, from Pittsburgh,
wore among thosoe honored with the con
vention’s weleome. By prearrangement, no
doubt, Wolfle wasmade chairman of the
committee on organization, and Stowart
of the committee on platform, which two
committees included most of the leading
men of the convention, and temporarily
took them out of its proceedings. In the
ensuing interval there was some. little dis-
cussion over a proposition to favor a pro-
hibition amendment to the state constitu-
tion, but nodefinite conclusion was reached.

The committee on permanent, organiza-
tion made II. L. Foster, ex president of
the eil exchange at Franklin, and who said
he had never before attended a state con-
vention, permanent chairman, and he made
a short speech of sympathy with the
movement. Awaiting the report of the
committeo on platform, the convention
was warmed up with a little enthusiast
by Dr. Doane.

The Platforn.

The committes on platform haviug 1e-
turned, their report was read by the chair
man, llon. John Stewart, as follows :

The Republicans of Pennsylvania who
will not surrender their political rights and
who maintain the exercise of their own
conscienco and judgment concerning pub.
lic affairs, having assembled in state eon-
vention, mako the following declaration
of principle and purpose :

First. We declare our attachment to
the principles of the Republican party—
freedom, union, nationality, equal rights
before the law, maintenanco of the publie
faith, protection to home industry—and
we demand that the- record which has
been mado shall be wisely and fearlcssly

rpetuated.

Second. We declare that the nomination
and election of J. A, Garfield to the presi-
dency signified to us tha triumph of a true
reform in the civil service and of an en-
larged liberty of action for the masses of
the Republican party in the nominations
of their candidates and in the conduct of
their party affairs, and we deplore the
overwhelming evidenco presented to us in
Pennsylvania that the calamity of this as-
sassination has been followed by the over-
throw of these reforms in the hands of Lis
SICCEBSOoT.

Third. We denounce the system which
makes *‘ patronage ** and *“ spoils” out of
public offices ; we denounce the practice of
giving thom to political managers for use
in advancing personal and political ends ;
we denounce the removal of faithful and
competent officers in the absence of a pub-
lic reason ; wo denounce the practice of
levying assessments and demanding con-
tributions for party use from public ofli.
cials; we denoruce severally and collec-
tively tho evils and corruption which ac-
company the conduct of government as a
‘*‘spoils system "’ and which are insepara-
ble from suech a method ot adminissration,
and we denounce the system of * boss
rule” and *‘machine control,” which,
when tamely endured, makes leaders auto-
crats and reduces the mass of the citizens
into political bondage.

Fourth. Wo declare our purpose to
take up the work which fell when Garfield
fell. We demand, in place of the **spoils
systom,’” the reformation of the civil ser-
vico by law, so that the appuinted places
therein may be fully open to all fit and
meritorious ecitizens, and removals shall
bo oily for good und suflicient public
cause. We demand, instead of the prosti-
tution of the public scrvice to private uses
its recognition as a high and honorable
tru t, to be administered for the people’s
benetit, with efliciency, economy and iu-
tegrity, We demand, instead of the in.
solence, the proscription and tyranny of
“ bossism™ and *‘ machine rule,’” the {ree
and conscientious exercise of private judg-
ment in politieal aflairs, and the faithful
dischurge by those who assnme represen-
tative Lrusts of the cxpressed will of the
people.

Fifth. We declare in favor of the fol-
lowing party reforms :

1. That delegates to state conventions
shall be chosen by the people in the man-
ner in which ecandidates for the General
Assembly are nominated,

2. That representation in the state con-
vention shall be by counties, and shall be
appointed according to their Republican
vote.

3. That state couventions shall not be

beld without at least sixty days’ notice,
or earlier than the sccond Wednesday of |
July, except in presidential years. "

4. That the Republicans who voted for
the Republican candidate for president at
the presidential election next precedivg
shall be eutitled to join in the choice of
delegates to the state and national eon
ventions.

Many motions to adjourn failed, the
convention being impatient to get to bal-
loting. Nominations for governor were

]
]

ordered, and Merrick, who had been
frecly discusssed as the man to match
Beaver, insisted on telling the convention
that he was not a candidate for governor,
and that he was for Agnew. Previously
Merriek had displayed considerable lack
of acuteness, and had made several blun-
ders on the floor, and it scarcely needed
his disavowal of his candidaey to indicate
that he fell short of the requirements for
the head of the ticket. There were some
cries for his nominatien, nevertheless, and

when it seemed as though the choice

would be restricted to Agnew and Merrick
there was imminent danger that the con-
vention would saffer shipwreck.

at the reporters’ table—started a boom for
Senator John Stewart, ard the idea spread
with much favor. Several efforts of the
somewhat muiddled convention to adjourn
failed, but finally Wolfe’s support of such
a proposition carried it throuzh. In the
senatorial bolt of last winter Stewart bl
opposcd the preject of Wolfe's election by
Demoeratie aid, and there has not been a
very cordial feeling between them. The
adjournment was therefore looked upon
as a plan to prevent Stewart’s nomination.
The counvention separated, to meet at 4}.

When ilke couvention reassembled 1t
wus manifest that whatever reluctance
Wolfe felt about supporting Stewart had
been overcome, and that for reasons here-
inbefore set forth the leaders were gen-
erally agreed upon Stewart’s nomination
as tho best thing to be dope. There was
some open discassion us to the probability
of Agucw aceepting, of which \%’olfo took
advantage to support Stewart's nomina-
tion. and to urge that it be made without
oppositicn, Buat the Agnew men insisted
on a ballot, and Stewart was chosen by
139 to 62, the vote being then made unan-
imous,

The Lancaster delegates voted for Ag-
new.

Wolle declined to be a candidate fer
lientenaut governor or any other office,
anid a ballot was taken between Merrick
and Cel. Levi Bird Duff, a lawyer and
crippled scldier from Allegheny county.
Dufl was nominated Ly 144 to 41. Mer-
rick was then nominated by acclamation
for sceretary of internal affairs, and Col
Wm. MeMichael, of Philadelphia, for con-
gressman at large.

The first serious difliculty over, nomina-
tions then ensued in a wrangle for the
supreme bench.  Ebenezer MeJungin, of
Buatler, was nominated, and Jud are,
Penroso ayd Finletter, of Philadelphia,
Judge Agnew's name was again thrown
into convention, and his son, who was pre-
sent as a spectator, was obliged to explain
that he could not accept an election to this
office for the legal term of twenty-one
years, and he knew his father was too
conseious to aceept a nomination to a place
to which he could not accept an election.
Hampton L. Carson and other Philadel-
phia delezates made fervid speeches for a
non-partizan judiciary, and for the nomi-
nation of Judge Ludlow, Demoerat, of
Philadelphia. This suggestion was most
bitterly hooted, aud every idea of any
sort of coalition with the Demoe-
racy, or endorsement of any Democrat,
was indignantly resented by scores of
shonting delegates. The Philadelphia
delegation obtained leave to retire for fif-
teen minutes’ consultation, and on coming
back and reporting that all the Philadel.
phia names were withdrawn, and that
they were for MeJunkin, the decks seemed
elear for his nomination. Meantime, to
get rid of the Ludlow business, the chair
had decided all mention of a Democrat’s
name in convention to nominate an Inde-
pendent Republican ticket as out of order,
and the convention, en masse, ruse to ap-
prove his ruling. Then the situation was
farther compheated by MeJunkin's with-
drawal, and, to kcep the convention out
of a snarl, the chairman decided a motion
carricd to adjourn until 8 o’clock. As the
vote was close, if not plainiy against ad-
journment, the chairman was suspected of
having an appetite for supper.

Just before the convention adjourned a

delegate took the stage and was rapturon:- |
ly applanded after he had read a dispatel:

from Dr. Bradley, editor of the Wilkes—
barre Ilecord, the HRepunblican organ of
Luzerne eounty, counselling moderation
and careful action, but deelaring that the
I2ceord would eome ount for the Independ-
ent ticket. As tho Record is popularly
regarded as [loyt's home orzan, there are
even conjectures thnt the governor may
yet abandon Cameron and swell what now
promises to be a fluad tide and revolt.

The evening session of the convention
opened with the withdrawal of Judge Fin-
letter’s name for supreme judge, and the
presentation, by the Philadelphia delega-
tion, of George Junkin, one of the leaders
of the Philadelphia bar. When Senator
Mitcholl moved his nomination by acela-
mation it was speedily made.

Candidate Stowart was called to the
platform and received with marks of de-
light. Hespoke for & considerable time,
declaring tnat this movement was no eon-
spiracy or a rcbellion. The Republican
party has fallen from its high estate, and
this movement is for its redemption. It
has been imperiled by the refusal of the
Narrisburg convention to assert any high-
er principlc than a regard for spoils, and
it is the mission of the convention to res-
cue it from that peril. If it must die, bet-
ter let it die in a heroic effort to redeem it
tban perish in an ignominisus struggle for
spoils.

The convention then resolved in favor
of submitting to the people, upon their
request, a constitutivnal amendment pro-
hibiting tho sale aud manufacture of intox-
icating lignor as a beverage. Piovision
was made for the state and finance com-
mittees. Duli, the eandidate for lientenant
governor, and Merrick made specches, and
the convintion adjourned,

Just before adjournment Wolfe nearly
threw the convention into a state of eonfu
sion by a prosposition to change the name
of the party to the Garfield Republieans.
This was resented, and Wolle asked leave
to withdraw it, which was denied by other
delegates, and confused ensued. TFinally
the quick-wilted chairman, whoe had dis.
charged his duties with singular skiil and
acceptability, recognized a moiion to ad-
Jjourn, and deelared it earried.

THE MURDER TRIAL.

THE UNION STATION TRAGEDY.

Slore Testimony for the Defense—Swearlug
to the Prisoner's Provicus Good Charae-
ter—The Commonwealth in Rebuttal.

Wednesday Afternoor.—Com’th vs. Sam
uel H. Miller. murder. The defense con
tinued to call witnesses. [II. K. Hacker
testified that Le lives at Union station and
at present is a clerk in the employ of Sam-
uel H. Miller ; he closed the store at 9:30
on the night of October 15th and went to
the barroom ; Miller, Musselman, Sasan
Bedzer, Mary Bedger, William Showers,
Hiram Meek, George Hinkle and Ehza.
beth Weinhold wese in the barroom ; wit-
ness was in the barroom when Gensemer
acd Clayton Regar came in ; Regar asked
Mary Bedyg r to play the accordion and said
he would dance a jig : Miller said there
was enough noise and Mary Bedger put
the instrument away ; Gensemer walked
to the bar and whispered te Musselman,
after which he walked out; some min-
utes afterwards the barroom was closed ;
witness remained in the barroom after it
was closed ; about an hour afterwards a
crowd came back and made considerabie
noise, rapping at the door and window and
against store boxes ; bewalked back, saw
Miller on the way to the frout ; Le fired
one shot in the air at the gate ; Miller
and Weinhold then walked to the cellar
door ; the erowd made a rush for them
and in the scuflle another shot was fired :
Gensemer then said to cune of the party
“ Give me that ;'* Miller at this time was
trying to walk backward, but Gensemer
approached and followed him with his
hand pointed towards Miller ; Miiler then
fired three times in rapid sueeession ;
when the last shot was fired Miller and
witness went back to the house ; could
not tell who was with Gensemer when be
approached Miller ; saw Ilussloman pass
from the gate to tho cellar door ; think
Weinliold was there ; was standing insida
of the gate when the shooting was going
on.

On eross exmmination the witness said
he did not tell Abe Brubaker that e was
in the hotel and did not seoe Lhe shooting ;
about a1 week afterward did say to him
that he knew nothing about it, thinking
that to be the bestanswer he could give
don’t remember whether Lo told Edward
Roycr that he was not present atthe shoot-
ing.

gmeau Bedeer testilied to being at Mil-
ler's between 11 and 12 o'clock on this
night when Gensemer and the others came
outside and made a great noise ; when the
shooting eommenced witness ran into the
entry aud remained there until it was
over ; others ran out of the barroom, as
they were much frightened.

Mary Bedger testified that she played
the aceordion un this night. This wit-
ness corroborated her sister in regard to
the great noise made by the party with
whom Gensemer came on the outside, and
in regard to their ruuning out of the bar-
room when the first shot was fired and to
1emaining there until after the shooting,

On cross-examination the witness said
she did not hear Miller say before the
shooting that he would go out and shoot
Gensemer. On the Sunday after the shoot-
ing did pot eall Samuel Ducher and tell
him that Miller saild he wouid shoot Gen-
semer ; witness denied havieg made a
similar statement to Mrs. McQuade.

William Showeys, who was in the ba-
room on this night, testified that he heand
Gensgemer and party when they came back
and knocked Letween 11 and 12 o'elock ;
heard some one say, ** Go for him ;”’ Hiiam
Meek eorroborated this witness.

Susan Muocklo eorroborated ciber wii-
uecsses for the defense in rogard to the
tronble whieh Miller 201 Gensemer had
oir the night the fonw tiead onthe dog ;
she further testified that about a week
before the sheoting she mev Gensemer who
asked her where she was going; she said
to Miller's ; he said, * It spites ma more
than I have hairs onmy head that I dild not
kill Miller that night ; there will be fun
this fall and [ will lay this Miller cold ™
witness told Musselman, Miller’s bar-
tender, of these threats.

On eross-examination the witnessstatod
that she never heard Miller say he would
shoot Gensemer,

Hemy Musselman testilied that he told
Miller of the threat which Muekle had told
him Gensemer had made : Millersaid **if
that’s so, I will have to look ont.”’

Mrs. Lydia Miller, the mother of defend-
ant, testitied nlso inregard to the difliculty
between Gensemer and  Miller, and tolld
how the former had acted badly.

Daniel 11, Daoster, who was at the holel
on the 16th of July,testified that Gensemes
said he wounld rmn a knife through Miller ;
witness heard him often threaten to whip
Miller ; Le several timos offered 20 it he
would corme ot and ke wonld mash his
head.

Sammel Fritz testitied thal be knew
Wm. Lutz ; saw him ab Lcanstown on
the morning after the shootiig ; heard him
say that on thisnight the party, of which
ho and Gensemer were members, went
down to Miller’s from Ebe:ly's : Miller
shot a pistol off to frighten them, and
some of the others sail ** Now go for the
sonof g —."'

Movrce Witmer testified thal on the
night of the shooting he was at Eberly's
hotel ; Geusemer was there and witness
heard him say he woull give Miller aml
Musselman $20 il they would fight him,
Henry W. Stuber heard Gensemer offer
£20 if Miller would fight him.

Wednesday FEeening—Com'’th gs. Sam
uel H. Miller, murder. The testimony for
the defense was continued,

J. G. Garman, sq., was called, The
map of the Miller property was shown
witness to have him show by explanatory
testimony that the pavement so frequently
mentioned, and on which Gensemer and
his friends were at tha time of the shoot-
ing, is the private property of the hotel.
This witness testitied that if Griffith and
Lutz were on their way home the most
direet way would not be to go on thc walk
in front of Miller's ; this witness went to
Miller's house afler the shooting and
found him in a high state of excitemont ;
while there Miller fell from a chair.

On cross examination the wiluess said
that the pavement in front of Miller's has
long been dedieated to the public and has
been used by them as a walk ; witness had
given the defense assistance in preparing
the case ; he denicd having told Martin

Jrubaker that he wits “ milking this cow™’
or that he would work for the man who
gave him the most money.

On ro examination the wituess said ho
Lhad known Miller for 20 years and in this
time his eharacter for peace and gooil bhe
havior had been good.

The followinz wilncsees, who e
acquainted with the d:fendant, testified to
his character for peace and good behavior
to this charge : Franklin Coover, Henvy
Rhoads, J. B. Amwake, W. K. Seltzer,
Esais Billingfelt, Joseph Irwin, Pierce
Lescher, Wm.

Daniel Lutz was the first witness  1lo
testified that he knows Henry Mussleman,
Miller's bartender ; on October 26, the day
after it vccurred, witness heard Mussle-
man say that on this night he was
about closing up when he heard the first
and second shots. e went to the door
and saw Miller standing in front of Gen-
semer ; it was all fire and he (Mussleman)
then elosed the door and went in. This
was told in the presence of llenry Gren-
nia_erand Henry ITrwin. [ When on the
stand Mussleman said ke had not said
this. |

On cross examination witness said that
Mussleman told him of his own accond ;
he was not asked what witness heard,
Wo. Luiz, who was with Gensemer on
this night, is a brother of witness. Mus-
sleman did not say this to witness, but to
the erowd.

Henry Grenninger corroborated Lutz in
regard to the statement made by Mussel
man, on the day after the shooting. The
witness also ecoutrmdieted Daniel Wein-
hold, be having sworn that he was present
when the sheoting occurred and saw it.
This witness heard Weinhold say on the
morning after the shooting, that ho was
down at tho shed whken the first shot was
fired, and he was glad he was not with
Miller, and further, that when he came up
from the shed the shooting was over and
Miller was going in,

Henry Irwin corroborated the other
witness in regard to what Musselman and
Weinhold said in regard to the shooting
on the day after.

Alfred Bucher testified that he heard
Weinhold say on the afternoon of the day
after the shooting, that he did not see the
slinoting.
