The Expenses of tne House. \
Gen. Davis' excellent newspaper, the
Doylestown Democrat, inits usual pun-
gent style, points out some of the fea-
tures of our ** rather expensive ™ stale
government. No less to the point than
the extravagance in the executive de-
partments is the waste that goes on in
the legislative departments,where a host
of supernumary offices have been created
from year to year simply to provide for
“ party workers.”” Auditor General
Schell’s report for 1879 set this forth in
detail and showed the sum paid to each
one, from which it was obvious that the
* retiring ” officers of the House draw a
month’s pay and mileage—in some in-
stances more than the pay-for attendance
at the opening of the session ; there was
a chief clerk who gets $3,856.40 ; a resi-
dent clerk at $3,045.50 ; reading clerk at
$2 311 ; journal clerk at $2,290 ; speak-
er's clerk at $1,208 ; message clerk at
$1,590 ; two transcribing clerks at $1,258
each ; a sergeant-at-arms at $1,255.50 ;
four assistants and two postmasters at
about the same price; two firemen,
seven janitors, eleven posters and fold-
ers, four messengers, and five door keep-
ers at about $925 each ; fifteen pages and
two watchmen, besides engineers, fire-
men and laborers. For cleaning halls
and committee rooms in the session
of that year there were alleged to
be paid out of the clerk's countingent
fund to some 110 scrub women of vari-
ous names about $2,700 in various
amounts. In all there was $61,489.20
paid to officers and employees, $18,401,-
33 for stationary and supplies ; $4,500
for the chief clerk’s contingent ; $2.200
for Lhe resident clerk’s contingent, and
$3,078.45 for miscellaneous.

There was no session in 1550, and for
1351, the auditor general’s report fails to
set forth the expenditures indetail. Au-
ditor General Lemon, more kindly dis-
posed to Lhe ring, lumps the expendi-
tures into single items like **pay of
members,” pay *‘of clerks and assistant
clerks,’’ &c., instead of setting forth
who they were and what they gof, but
from the fact that the House of 1551 has
cost the state in all $148,639.18, against
$45,580.92, the cost of the preceding
House for the years 1879 and 1880, it is
fair to assume that all the supernumer-
aries and lavish expenditures were
maintained during the last session.

In the Senate, if possible, the waste
was even more extensive, and many fea-
Lures of the “miscellaneous’’ and ** con-
tinzent sxpenditures are strongly sug
gestive of steals. From time to time we
propose to print the various items of ex-
penditurgg at Ilarrisburg, to show to the
incomin® Democratic members in
what direction they are expecitd to
make reforms. For the prescnt we beg
them to consider the foregoing list of
oflicers who have been provided for and
paid by LBepublican ITouses. We make
bold to say Lhat of this longlist fully half
can be dispensed with.

The New York Sun is dispesed to
shake its head over the tidal wave gov-
ernors-elect of New Yorkand Penansyl-
vania, who do not seem likely to meet its
views in their staff appointments. Just
what Governor-elect Cleveland has done
in this way to offend its sensibilities we
do not know, but the particular thing
which Governor elect Pattison has gone
wrong,in ils judgment, is in the selection
of Mr. Cassidy for attorney general, that
genlleman being deemed by the Sun to
have had in the past a too strong aflilia-
tion with William II. Kemble, et i omne
genns,  ‘There seems to be quite a differ-
ence of opinion as to the supreme happi-
ness of Mr. Cassidy’s selection for the
attorney generalship, but as Mr. Patti-
son’s preceptor in tue law it i3 quite
natural that the governor elect should
select him for the chief legal appoiut-
went under him. Nodoubt he realizes
the responsibility upon him for a proper
selection for this important office, arn:d if
Mr. Cassidy in his judgment is the
proper man for it he is right to appoint
him. 1le ought to follow hisown judg-
ment in this as in all other matters,
being first careful to make it up hon-
estly. If his judgment is bad, the result
is bad, of course, and if the Sun thinks
89, it is warranted in having a lesscned
opinion of the man ; but if he had no
judgment of his own, and permitted that
of others to guide him, it would be worse
still, and he would be even lJess worthy
of esteem. A governor and every other
public oflicer ought to do his duty ac-
cording to his own judgment; the re.
sults to the public will generally be bet-
ter, as well as the results tohimself. In
this matter of Mr. Cassidy’s appoint-
ment there are, as we have said, diverse
opinions expressed by divers men. Itis
not one that we would have made, be-
cause we know other lawyers in the state
whom we thinkbetter fitted for the cffice.
But we do not know Mr. Cassidy prob
ablyas well as Mr. Pattison ought to;
and above all we are not responsible for
the appointment.

The Keoent Trassit of Venus—FPropcsed Ob- |
ssrvatory o Osllege Mili. i
Prof. J E. Kershner, professor of mathe-
matics in Franklin and Marsball college, H
retaroed from Yale college on Sapaay !
last, having been invited thither to assist |
in making observations of the transit of |
Verus, which took place on the Gth ifst. |
The observations at the Yale observa
were different from those of any other
collezo in this country. They were made
with a iecliometer, and the object was, not
te note the times of the entrance and exit
of the planet, but to measure the distance
between the centre of the planet and the
cegtre of the sun at different points dur-

by the planet in ecrossing the sun,
will be determined, and on this basis the
ealeulation of the distance of tbe sun will
be made. Prof. Kershner is entrusted
with makieg these calculations. It will
be a long and ' somewhat arduous work.
The helicmeter at the Yalo observatory is
the only ove in this country. A company of
German astronomess from the university
at Bonp, had a station at Hartford, Conn.,
and Prof, Kershner visited them and spent
several days with them. By invitation
they also visited the observatory at Yale,
were they wore ontertzived by Prof.
Waldo.

Dr. Walde, who has charge of the ob
servatory at Yale, and who visited the
Franklin and Marshall some time age, in
order to request the assistance ot Prof.
} , spoke in high terms of our
young professor’s ability in his de-
partment, and his skill iu the
practical work of the obsarvatory.
He made the remaric that Vrof. Kershner
hae a promiSing fature before him, if our
moneyed men will provide himm the neecs-
sary instraments to work with.

We understand that an effort will be
made amony the friends of onr coliege to
purchase a telescope, iripsit insteumsent,
chronometer, clock, and it possible a heti-
ometer, and place them in au vbservalory
to ba loeated on tho beautiful campus of
Franklin and Marshaill The expense will
not be very great, and it is believed the
friends of the collego will respond to the
call. The college is in o prosperous eon-
dition, both as respects the at-
tendaoce of students and its finacees.
It only nceds a step forward now in the
advancement of its scientitic department,
to place it in the froont rank of our best
colleges in the state. Such u movement
will enlist the interest of eduneators and
acholars in our own community and an as-
tronomical observatory,. with all the re.
quisite appliances, on College hill world
add much to the efliciency of the college
and the causo of esiveation. It could be
efficiently managed by the professor of
mathematior, with the assistanca of his
students withont additionalexpense to the
college.

A prilllant Virginia Statesman and His
