his argumentative sermon against it‘. The
pastor, Rev. Charles Roads, took for his
text Colossians IIL, 17: - Whatsoever
ye do in word or deed, do all in the name
dthbord.lmu,ﬂving thanks to God
and the Father by Him.” His remarks
he made incandor and he wanted the
congregation to acoept them in that spirit.

Christian and sinner, as God’s law was
applicable toall. The mere fact that the
one had entered into a covenant did ot
make him more liable to walk in
the paths of rectitude than the other,
who, if he has not given a promise, must
at any rate not commit moral offenses.
