The Legislatare of Maryland, at its last
sesgion, appointed an unpaid commission
to examine and report to the next General
Assembly what legislation is necessary to
protect and foster the forest growth of
the state, A resolution adopted by the
Legislature in this connoection declares
that the destruction of the forest trees iu
a large portion of Maryland is far in excess
of the replanting which is being doune, and
that unless proper remediai legislation .5
enacted another half century will doubt-
less witness the almost entire destruction
of the forest growth of the state. The
committee designated by the Legislature
to take charge of this important matter
comprises Governor William T. Hamilton,
ex-Governor John Lee Carrol, ex-Govern
or Philip F, Thomas, Hon Lloyd Lown-
des and Professors I'. R. Uhler aud Ira
Remsen. The committec have never beeu
called together or had a meeting, but Prof.
Uhler, who is thoroughly conversant with
the resources of the state and its needs, is
fally competent to furnish at any time all
the information the General Assembly roay
require on which to base proper legislation
and in Prol. Remsen he would fiud an
equally able scientific coadjutor. The
resolution ot the Legislature implies that
some replanting had been practiced before
1882, but restoration has never been car-
vied on to any cousiderable extent. The
importance of trees to the hzalth, gaft-
ty aod prosperity of any country
is well recoguized. Heuvy forest growihs
afford protection from “blizzards,” and
retain- the rainfall and melting spows
sufficiently Lo prevent sudden torreuts and
consequent flooding of large rivers, which
are usually attended by destruction of
property and even of life. Ou the other
band, too, they help to make springs
which supply the tributaries of the larger
streams  Hillsides covered with trees and
undepgrowth retain the water and ovze it

off gradually to the springs, or permil it
totckle through rocky creviees and
cony8rge iu the streams of lower lovels,

Where the trees are destroyed and the
hillsides are baked by the sun, the rain
rughes down by a single impulse to swell
the rivers and overspread large areas ol
cultivated territory; while that which falls
on the disintegrated rocks is held asina
sponge, aud is parted with clictly by
evaporation into the atmosphere.

The mest extensive tree planting which
has been practiced in Maryland has been
dome this spring by Mr. Robert K. Martin
who has set out 12,965 forest trees of dil-
ferent varicticson  the ling of the Gun
powder viver, eight miles from the city.
These trees buve been scattercd over 34
acres of land owned by the city at Loch
Raven. Mr, Martin, who is the civil en-
gineer of the war department, says he
wili plant all along the line on the city's
property until he gets the Gunpowder
river fringed with woods,  Next fall he
will procure acorns and oiher seed for
extonsive planting. The cost he says is
trifling and the beuelit incalculable. The
importance of the work of Mr. Martin may
be appreciated when the fact is remember-
ed that tho Gunpowder river has lost
three.fourths of its volvioe v the past
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{inndred years by the - . of the

But if iL is somothingg
to make two blades of grass grow where
only one was growing, it is much more to
have been the oceasion of Lho planting of
an oak which shall defy twenty scores of
winters, or of an elm which shall canopy
with its green ecloud of foliage halfl s
many generations of mortal immortalities.
1 have written mauny verses, but the poems
I bave produced are the trees [ planted on
tho hillside which overlooked the broad
meadows, scalloped and rouuded at their
edges by the Simeon’s Housatonic. Na-
turo finds rhymes for them in the recur-
ring measure of the svasouns ; winter strips
them of their ornameats, and gives them
as it were, in prose translation, and sum-
mer re-clothes them in all the splendid
phrases of their lealy language.

** What are these maples and beeches
and birches but odes and idyls and malri-
gals? What are these pines and firs aud
spruces but Loly hymps, too solemn for
the many hued rainent of their gay decid-
uous neighbors, Dut I must not let my
faney run away with me. 1t is enough to
koow that when weo plant & tree wo are
doing what we can to mako cur planet a
more wholecome and happier dwelliug
place for those who come after us if not
for ourselves. As you drop the seed, as
you plant the saplivg, your left hand
hardly know: what iis right hand is doing.
But nature kuows, and 1 due time the
powors that see you do the work in
secret will reward you openiy. You bave
been warned acaast hiding yvour talent in
a napkin, bat il your taleut takoes the form
ef a maple Ley or an acorn, and your nap-
kjn is a shred of the apron that covers the
‘lap of earth,’” you may hide it there un
blamed, and when you render in your ac-
count you will find that your deposit has
been drawin;; compound interest all the
time.
