TILDEN A CANDIDATE.

HE WILL OBEY 1HE “WILL Or THE
PROPLE.™

A Glose Friend Bays that Mr. Tilden Will
Accept, if the Oid Ticket ia
senominated.

The New York Times prints a long and
important interview with an intimate
friend of ex Governor Tilden, which pos-
sesses more than ordinary intsrest just
pow. The views expressed are assumed
by the Times to be those of Mr. Tilden
himself, and they bear out the assumption
very strikingly. The gentleman inter.
viewed saw Mr. Tilden and is advised as
to the latter’s views and purposes regard-
ing his nomination for the presidency. He
told the Times correspondent : “I am will-
ing to answer your questions ob my own
responsibility and will endeavor to correct-
)y reflect Mr. Tilden’s viewsgathered from
recent prolonged interviews with him, but
with the understanding always that I am
not his mouth piece and do not pretend to
repeat his language. To the ordimary
method of newspap2r interviews I believe
M. Tilden’s lips aro sealed, and especially
upon topies personal to himself.” Con-
tinuing be said, *‘Iam not satisGed that
be views his public career as a matter so
absolutely in the control of the public
decision that he will tacitly abide the
event of a renomination. In regard to the
idea of an excessive strain upon his physieal
condition, he has been fully prepared for
any contingency of this kind, not merely
by his rapid restoiation to health and
vigor, but by his changed relations to such
campaign should it occur. At one time
not long since even his immediate followers
abandoned the idea of his farther leader-
ship and went to seek their fortunes in
other directiona, Manyof them are now
soai~what alarmed at the prospect of his
pomination, as they haveset up for them-
selves or joined adversg interests. Dut
that Mr. Tilden willrespopd in the affirma.
tive to a proper demand by the pa.rt‘.jy aud
the people there is not a particle of doubt.
It is also his positive conviction that
the time, the opportunity and the
uecessity for his identity with a move-
went for a renomisation of tho licket
which was eclected by the people,
but denied by their tribunes iu 1876, isnow
at hand. The recent course of Mr. Hen-
dricks has, perhaps, givea this idea more
positive vitality than it seemed to have a
tew months ago. The refusal of Hen-
dricks to recognize the historical justice,
as well as tho popular expadiency of the
“old ticket” by the last Democratic con-
vention, caused the nomination of Hau
cockand begat the failure of vhat expari
ment. ‘This last remark you will pleaso
tak as an expression of my own opinion.”

The reporter hero asked : *‘ Is it, then,
the willingness of Mr. Hendricks, as
recently indieated, to run on the ‘old
ticket * that has changed Mr. Tilden's
views ?”

A Demand for Vindicatlon,

To this the answer was : *‘ e has cer-
tainly recognized the significanceof Mr.
Hendricks' change of plan. It ecompells
him to face y responsibility now which he
bas heretofore been relieved of by [Hen-
dricks’ refusal to run. It would bo im-
possible for Mr. Tilden, at this time, to
stand in tLe way of a general or organized
demand for a historic vindication of the
great wrong and injustice perpetrated by
the installation of HHayes as president.
U ndcrstand me, Mr. Tilden cau never be a
candidate for office agaia until the peopl»
shall require it for tho purpose of this vin
dication. ITe is not a candidate. This
is absolute. It is equally absolute
that if a demand sbould . arise
spontancously, and the eonvention sheuld
nominate him., he will not repeal
the personal plea presented in his great
letter to the Cincinnati eonvention declin
ivg the nomination. The ball is vot set
in motion by Mr. Tilden or his friends.
Mr. llendricks has at last arisen to a senso
of the true Democratic issue, The move-
ment must be worked out in this way—
initiated by Mr. Hendricks—and reaching
to the day of clection without word or act
ou Mr. Tilden's part, but resting on their
joint responsibility.” In farther conver-
sation he said that Mr. Tilden was
perfectly informed of the activity of his
friends to promote the renomination of
the **old ticket,” but would have no
bureaun or staffl and would make no
personal effort whatover in the campaigu.
Mr. Tilden has no apprehensions asto his
physical ability to attend to the duties
of the presidency, should ho gain that
position, ¥

Kelly Wilt Support the Ticket.

As to John Kelly, the prediction is made
that ** ho will be the foremost aud most
carnest in support of the *old ticket’ in
due time.” * Tilden’s views as regards
Tammany have been, it is said, misrepre
sented. e recogniz:s the parliamentary
necessity. so to speak, of Kelly's position,
and that Kelly has ruled an eloment which
he could not.,”” The interview, alter re
citing these matters, proceeded thus : *‘So
vou and your friends are actively in the
field to rehabilitate the ‘old ticket 2* '

* I will repeat, I am so enlisted with a.
number of friends. Wo will, if possible,
make Mr. Tilden the candidate of the
Democracy, without regard, however, to
his personal desires qr intrusion upon his
purpose to remain stsictly removed from
any participation in our cauvass for the
‘old ticket.” That is.our business in Sar
atoga and we mean to settle the question
right here this season.’

““Will Mr. Tilden be in Saratoga during
the season "’

“'He may takea rua ap here from Geey-
stone during some ofjthe * heated terms.’
I think it very likely "he will.”’

No Lixlihood of Agreement.

The Republicans of the Sevnate and
House notified the Democrats yesterday
that tho McCracken congressional aglpor-
tionment bill was their final offer. hey
had agreed to this measure as fairto the
Democrats and there would be no modifi-
cation of it under any circumstaunces, even
if a protracted extra session would result
from their refural to make coneessions to
the ite party.

In the senatorial bill Lackawanna
and Montgomery counties were set down
as Democratic, when they had Republican
majorities in 1880.

The Damocrats hzdol!‘amd‘zBBemlinu
aud 22 Democrats, which offer been
repeated, an on this basis 16,283 Republi-
cans would eleot a senator, while it would
require 26,830 Democrats. There was in
the action of the Republicans the deepest
political scheme to get the Umted States
senators in 1885 and 1887, and this was
why the constitution was violated. Mr.
Wallace concluded by reminding the Re-
publicans that, by refusing to make a
congreseional apportionment, they jeop
ardized the Pennsylvania delegation in the
Forty- ninth Congress—certainly the mem

ber at large.

Gordon’s proposition for a further con.
ference was theu voted down and the
Senate adjourned until Monday evening.
As the Senate refused to appoint new con-
gressional and legislative apportionment
conference committees it is generally be-
lieved that the extra session will close at
the end of the weok.

A Motlion to Take Upthe Exira Sesslon Ap-
propiation Hill Voted Down,
At the morning session of the Hounse
Representatives Colborne and Chadwick
created a commotion by moving to take up
the "bill appropriating money to pay the
expenses of the extra session of the Legis
lature. Ropresentative Hasson promgitly
objected to the consideration of the bill,
because no agreement had been reached
on apportionment legis'ation, The result
of the passage of tho bill would be to ena-
ble the mer “ers of the Legislatare to
obtain pay witaout having done the work
for which they had been called together.
Colborne made n long speech, in which he
said be spoke advisedly when he stated
that the MeCracken congressional appor-
tionment bill was the nltimatam of the
Repablican members of the Legislatare.
Threats having been made that if the ap-
portionment bill were not passed the ap-
propriation biil would not be approved,
Colborne said the Republicans eould not
be thus intimidated.

Mr. Soby then took off his outer eloth-
ing, waded into the creek and pulled the
man odt of the mud, discovering that he
was in a sitting position. In half an hour
at the farthest the tide would have risen
over bis head. [e appeared completely
exhausted, said nothing,and wasincapable
of taking care of himsell. e proved to
bo William F. Hamilton, a resident of
No. 3441 Lancaster avenue, Philadelphia,
antd receiver of the Hastonville, Mantua &
Fairmount railroad. He had on neither
coat nor hat, was covered with mad, un
shaven and unkempt,a most pitiful object.
Draggiug the tall form ot the demented
sufferer towards a wagon road near by
and across the trazks of the Camden &
Atlantic, West Jersey & Narrow Guage
railroads, which h=re ran almost together,
a bayman named Joseph Camp came to
Mr. Boby’s assistancy, and just at this
moment they discovere:] a freight train
approaching on tha Narrow Guage road.
On being signaled the train stopped, and
the uneonscions fyrm of Mr. Hamilton was
taken abroad and brought to Atlantic City.

His left hand
was tightly clinched and could uot be
opened. He was covered with scratches
from head to foot and his disordered
clothing showed that he had had s rough
time of it in his wanderings.
