Last yoar millions of cabbagos weroe im*
ported iuto this ocountry from Europo ;

‘The
price in the New York market range from
ten to fifteen cents per bhead, rices in
tho inland cities and villages ware still
higher. A farmer onn well aiford to ralse
cabbages for three conts a head, And the
arop bas this great advantage—if it eannot
be sold it ean be fed out on tho farm to
cows, sheep, or to pigs.

For late sutumn or winter use cabbages
