The Body of Gen. Grant Con-
veyed to New York.

THE RAILWAY TRIP FROM ALBANY.
Demonstratlons of Mourning All Along the
Route—The Arrival of the Remalns In the
Metropolls of the Country—A Sol
emn Cortege Through the Streets.

Tenn of Thousands View
the Body.

As the Grant funeral train moved on
Wednesday from Albany to New York, at
Poughkeepaie all the ralirond employes and
hundreds of citizens stood with bared heads

when it passed by, As Newburg was passed
rain could be seen falling on the mountalns
westward, Fishkill was passed at 3:11 p, m.,
Cold Spring at 3:21, and the train was within
six minutes of Garrison's, tho rilway station
of West Point. Suddenly the report of a
cannon shook the heavy atmosphere, The
speed  was slackensd s the station was
neared. Aguin the heavy sound from a gun.
The train’s speed lessened gradoally as it
emerged from the cut north of the station,
and hundreds of people were seen lining the
way on eithor side. Aguin the repert of a
gun shook the still air that before the coming
storm was almost painfully Lusbed. Then
at 3:27 the train rolled wlowly past the little
statlon at Garrison's, and there was shown
the tribute from his old student home to the
dead soldler. Along the line of the railway
belore tho station the cadets from West Point
were drawn up in lineat “present arma.” All
the oMeers of the Post were near with un-
covered heads, and the band from the Post
with muflled drums, was playing *Sweot
Spirit, Hear my Prayer.” '['La slrains were
not loud, but subdued, and they blended
with the muttering thunder over the river
nn the wountainsg, whore the storm had
swept down on to the flagstail-tip that shot
up from the trees.

OVERTAREN DY THE STORM,

The funeral train had sgain qulekoned
kpeed, but it was overtaken by the storm,
which provatled with much foree for ten
minutes. Then the clouds broke, the rain
pd and the sunlight was again on the
mountaing, Peokskill went by at 3:43 p, m.,
Ning Sing at 4:01, Tarrytown at 4:11, Dubbs'
forry at4:19 and Yonkers at 4229 where the
military wus drawn up at the depot and
thonsands were waiting, The Palisades were
l:.sued at 43397, tho black train swept around

o eurve and left the Huadson behind, Rain
was fulling on the Harlem river. At High
Bridge thers were few people, When the
traln passed the Atianta boat elub-house on
he river the flag was dipped. The junction
was rounded at 4:48, and the funeral train
bed made its last curve. Down through
Harlem and the tunnel the heavy train
rumbled toward the city, Emerging from
the tunnel the train made a llying switeh,
and then rolled on to its stopping point
Hlowlj it stopped, but at length, ss the
Grand Central depot clock disl marked 5
o'cloek, It was still and on time,

THE ARIRIVAL AT NEW YORK.

The military escort was ready at the stroke
of b, The coflin was borne by members of
U. 8, Grant Post to the vehlele in walting,
members of the Loyal Logion and Wheeler
Post accom panying. RBelind these marched
Company A, ol the Fifth Artillery, under
command of Colonel Beek, and Company E,
Twelfth Infantry, Major Brown,

Gleneral Hancock and his statl had left the
train from the opposite side and passed
through the gate inte Forty-third street,
where horses were in waiting. Here they
mounted and galloped to the head of the pro-
eession, on Fifth avenue, below Thirty-
fourth stroet.

The three sons of General Grant—Colonel
Fred Grant, Jesso Grant, and Ulysses N,—
had left the depot by a private way. All the
others who had come with the truin followed
the!remains out in double tile. The Citizens'
vommittee of one hundred, led by ex-Mayor
Cooper and ex-Governor Cornell, walked
next. Belhind them came Governor Hill and
Goneral Varnsworth and thelr glitterin
staffs and committees of the House an
Senmte of the state. In Forty-third street,
Just opposite the door that had been chosen
R the exl, the catafulque waited.

Aflter the male membors of the Grant fam-
ily had left tho building the coflin was taken
Into s private room, where it was opened
and the body prepared for publie view. The

owder which had been placed over the fea-
nres was carelully removed, ‘Then, accord-
ing to the rm\m-ut of Colonel Grant, Lieu-
tenant Colonel Floyd Clarkson placed npon
General Grant's breast the decoration of the
Loyal \s&ga of Honor, and Senior Vies
Commande® ohnson fastened by itsside the
medal of the Grand Army of the Repub.

Dr. G, W, Brosh and Deputy Coroner
Jenking, who viewed the body officially,
stated that it was in an excellent siato of pre-
servition, und there appeared to be no ten-
dency to decomposition.

It was a few minutes after P o'clock when
the coflin, with the lid removed, was aguin
placed on the catafalque, and the iron gates
were swung open and the public allowed to
enter. Three different guards of honor re-
ported tor duty,

Thirty-four thousand people viewed the
remains at night.

THE OROWD HUSHED TO SILENCE.

The procession then took up the line of
march, Genoral Hancook at the head. Eveory-
where as the coffin passed heads were bared.
The huge crowd was silent, absolutely voles-
less, From far shead, however, was heard
the quarreling of police and people, but
where the procession passed all was still,
pave for thesteady tramp of the marchers,
the rumble of the heavy guns, the tap of
mufMed drums and the dirges of the band.
More than an bour was consumed in reach-
ing the City hall. Dismounting, General
Hanock ascended the stops and  passed into
the bullding, A detachment of twelve men
from the Brooklyn U, 8, Grant Test, No, 327,
liNed the coflin Trom 118 resting-place and
Bore it to the steps.  The wournful musie
and the deathlike silence of the onlookers
made the seene wonderfully fmpressive,
The people bowed their bared heads as the
procession passed into City hall.

Here I8 he who
led the armies of the Union. Haere is he who
thundered through the Wildernessand saved
the nation at Richmond, Here 1s Grant, the
soldier, the statésinan, the mwan, Here be |«
with peaceful, uptarned face and folded
arts,  You cannot dofl’ thut cap of yours,
and ull the multitude is bareheaded.
The most tender expressions were hesrd
on all sides from the peoplo as the hero's re-
muins passed slowly on.  Muny of the older
men oried and ladies pressed handkerchlefs
to their eyes. The rich and poor alike
uncovered, and wll the movable Hags
on the routs were dippml.  And it wns well
that a wall of bayonets stood between the
crowid and the eatafalque or loving hands
woulid huve selzed the sacrod drapery and
loving lips would have kissed it One old
soldier stood on the sidewnlk at Twenty-
wixth strecy and wept aloud, while his little
duughter tried in vain to comfort him,
Tears In his eyes, Farragut ! ‘Tears for the
soldjer of Appomattox! Look down, old
fellow, and ses It
After the car marched the little guard of
thirteen men, pleked from U. S, Grant Post
Nov 827, Grand Army of the Republic, Then
came thirty-two carriages containing Gover-
nar Hill and bis stafl, the Senate commnittes
and the Committes of One Hundred repre-
wenting the city of New York., Nextin line
wiis the Sixty-nioth regiment, with its band
u’nylng W Adeste Fledles.' The Eighth and
Seventy-first regiments stretched In ripples
of color to the rear, where a line of potice-
men acted as filo closers,
So the noble procession moved through
the draped city, past a hundred thousand
revarent spectators and through long lines of
pollcemen.  All flags were at hall-tunst and
the streets were at times walls of black. The
space in front of the Fifth avenue hotel was
packed from curb to curb, and through the
middle ot the mass a line was cutl by the
procession.  Every stoop was jammed with
spectators,  They hung out of windows,
watched through transom and peered over
roof tops. A more linpressive spoctacle
could not be magloed.

DOWN DROADWAT.

When the procession wheeled through
Waverley place into Droadway a little girl
threw a bandful of flowers from a window.
The cortege moved on through the miles of
black draperies which all New Yorkem have
seon on Broadway. Asthe car and ils pur-
ple casket advanced the murmuring of the
crowds sounded llke the sea hushing aflera
storm. It was genunine, heartfolt emotion
stirredd up in thousands of hearts by the
sweet, plaintive music and the presence of
the dead soldier in the streels he loved.
Away down Broadway the crowd stretched,
pow fillilng the street from  wall
to wall, and strainin itw cyes for
a sight of the procession, now part-
ing and falling back to the ourb
lino to let the cortege Finally the
masses opened out into a broader multitude,
and from out of the green trees rose the,
figure of Justice, robed to the foet
It was the City hall. Another rest
for the hero, Another shring flor
the people, Slowly the soldiers march
ed toward the square, The alr was
filled with the sound of dirges. Ofli-
cers rode here and there with orders
Bugles blended their shrill blasts intosolemn
barmonies. The color bearers full back and
the regular troo on down Broadway,
while the Twenty-second and Ninth regi-
ments wheeled into the plaz in front of the
City hall. Then the rest of the troops fell to
the west side of Broadway and faced eust

with presented arma, while the funeral car
Huln-di on to the plazs, each band playing a
rge.

IN NEW YORK TO-DAY,

A Thoussnd Persons Walting at 6 a, m, to
Yiew the Remains.
New Yonk, Aug. A—Peoplo loitered in
City hall park all night They were first in
the line that soon after six o'cloock this morn-
ing began (lling past the remains of General
Girant, wheore they lay In the City ball. There
were no great throngs awaiting sdmission.
Those who walted at six o'clock were not
more than 1,000 persons. Iospector Steers
was in charge. ITe had ordered that one
hundred and fifly policemen should report
to him at City hall at an éarly bour this
moming.. Atsix o'clock, the hour fixed for
admitting the public, the {nspector's offivers
were still filing into the plazs. The eomple-
ment wes prosent soon. Two lines of police.
men were placed across the plaza from the
ity hall entranco to the fountain ; these two
lines formed a passageway through which
four mon might walk abreast, and along
which all day the visitaers to view
the remains should pass. Meanwhile the
ofeers of the 224 regiment, who had
been on duty through the early morning,
were filing out of City hall ; they wore going
home snd their places were belng taken by
the officers of the 12th regiment Sergeant
Riley witls 30 men pleketed the corridors
through the bullding so as to form the
ehannel throngh which the throng should
move tothe exit on the court house side of the
City hall. 'The Grant post had mounted a
detail at five o'elock to serve from that hour
until 8 o'clock, ‘They were under the com-

cations. JIn the first minute only B4 persons
had passed the easket. Tho rate of passage
would never answer, when the dense crowds
should be walting outside. An old lady,
who was very fat, strolled in; she canght a
glimpse of the floral plllow at the tool of the
casket and adjusted her glasses to inspect it
A tall lean policeman siczed her shouldor,
and husled her along. People were hurried
through at the rate of 104 a minute. The
procession was almost a lock-step, and the
tramp was quick ; the pent up crowd that
had waltsd at the fountain ecircle for the
gates to open  was belng drained away
through the channel betwoeen the police
lines to City ball. Atlength those who passed
did it without walting. At 6:26 a, ., the
pulse of euriosity had sunk to 56 & minute
Men, boys and women, with lunch baskets
and dioner pails filed along. At 6:40 the
running average per minute was 01, and the
total then passed betweon 2700 and 2,800,
The hour between six and seven o'clock
was employed by workingimen and women,
boys and girls on their way o work in view.
ing the body,
Then camé clerks and salesmen at tho rate
of 120 per minute, and 500 polica were
employed to keop the erowd regulated
and moving in order, The line extended
far out into the street, and the 140 per minute
now passed the eaflln  soon inereased to 170,
This rate of spesd comported ill with the
diguity of the occasion and more time was
given, but the acerstions were too rapid to
be cared for aud the line of walting people
stretehed out until, at 10 o'clock, it passed the
bend at the register’s offlce and extended up
Centre streot to Reade.

As there hias been no stock  Issued,
but simply an agresment smong the members
of the syndicate, who are not now all in
harmony, and ns legal complications may
arise, no one wants to take the responsibility
of ordering the work stopped. Moreover,
the transler of the comtrol of the rond to the
Penuvnylvania rallroad company has to be
cautiously done, another resson why the

work has not been stoppid belore,
The company has been expending about
$10,000 & day in bullding tho rond, but the
foree of men has beoen very largely roduced
within tho last fow days, Some of the con-
tractors told Mr, Sayre that they would act
on his suggestion to stop work provided
they were paid for the work dono up to date,
w0 that they could pay ofl their hands, but
Mr, Sayro was not prepared to pny them on
the spot,
