" HOW THE MINEES DIED,

FULL DETALLS OF YHE MINE HOURROR
IN LUFLRNE COUNTY,

A Thoughitless Englneer Stops the Fan to Makes
Repanrs, Gins Aceumulates anil Twolve Mon
Laose Thelr Lives <Tho Tervibie Seone
nt the Moath of the Mine,

The mine of the West End coal company
operated by Conyngham, Teasdale & Co, at
Movanngnn, Lozerne eounty, was tho seeno
of o peenliar and terrible aceident on Tuesday
morning. About ninely men were at work
in tho miine when it was discoverad that gos
was accnmmlating In largequantities in soveral
portions of the mine, AL st no attention
was paddd to i, as it was thought the fan which
supplies air for tho mines would be able to
overvome the difflenlty by ranning at an in-
creased speed.  Bat while the lives of neacly
100 men were al stake in the bowels of the
earth the englneer was wrestling with o
problem which ke coulid not solve, and if he
falled desth was sure to follow, A link in
the erank shaft of the lun beeamo bont, and
the engineer endeavorad Lo straighton & onl.
For that purpose he slackened the speed of
the engino and went to work, 1o consumnd
twenty minntes in the attempt to repair the
miachinery, nod during all this time, whon
the fan should bave been kept running st
full speed in orvder to keep up the full quota
oF air in IN6 mine, the gas was rupidly se-
ctinidating,  1ad the engineer notitied the
snperintendent wid got the men out of the
iine and then .‘I‘l(l]lsl'l-ll his engrine and mnde
the repade all wounld have been well, nt he
was Lhotighitless, and a great horror followed.

The men in the mineat last began o leel
alnrmed ot the presence of the dealdly  gas,
nudd mde properations to reach the opening.
The fire bosswas sent to notify them, but it
was oo lite in many enses. The gas filled
every climmber, and the wen were too far
away from the apenings, some of them st w
distanee of halt o mile. Those who worked
nearest the slope mmde their oxit in good

Lie, ot others wore not 8o fortunste, "'
seenes as deserfbed are henvteending in the
extreme. When the  fire luss walked
through the ming erving:  “Men, run for
vour lives, the gos is coming,” the miners
and laborers threw down their tools and
e o wild dash for the openings.  Fathoer

woulld grasp son gl son bis father, amd
with arms interlockod they started for Life or
death, every one realizing his dangorons po-
sition.  The gas was 1illing every quarter,
and every stop tho ¥ made only mdded o the
ilanger, Inthe main passage, which led
to the fostk of the slopu, the gas was very
strong, and betore puny of the men could
reach the bottom ol the slope on the secomd
opaning they were ovorcoms by Lho gos and
prostratisl.  Some bocaime ex hausted early
wnnd el Lo the geound, only to e trampled
wpan by thelr tellow-workmen who followed

Men,
wornen and chiildren gathered in lnrge nam-
Pers, and  as the rescaing party broaght up
the dewd and  dylng  loud shrieks reot the
i,

The rvesening  party went down (ifleen
times wid biromg bt upeabonl forty seven men.
They found them in most any portion of the
miine, As soom ns they were brought (o the
surfiees Kind aod willing bands sdministor-
ol to thelr wants, hoping they were not oo
far gone.

1t was shown that forty-six milligram-
mes nt least of the poison had been Intro-
dueod into ench of the tarts—a quantity suf-
fivlont to canse death, and  that there had
been n narrow eseape from those who had
outem them. In order that the magistrate
who advised the prisoner to plead guilty
might be present, the conrt orderod the trigl
to be delayed until October,

The Schenie of the Pennsylvanin  Rallroad
Company o Block the Prosperity of n Rival,
Threntening n Sacrifiee of the Anthraelte

A Philndelphia disputeh reports  that
powerful  pressure i still being  brought
to bear by the Pennsylvania rallvosd com-
pany to secnre means by which the Daltl-
mors & Ohio rallroad company may o kept
out of New York., The refusal of the Read-
ing milroad (o entertain any  proposition
having this for its object does not seem Lo
bhave by any means onded the deter-
mination of the Pennsylvanin in this di-
rection. A movement now on foot o
have Robert H. Sayre, president of the
South Pennsylvanin raitlroad company, mso-
copt the presidency of the Reading, 1s be-
lieved in rallroad clreles to havo boen partly
Inspiredd Ly tho Psnnsylvanine 1t is olaimed
that My, Rayra, being " director in the Lo-
high Valloy ns well ns in the Reading, is
doubly intorested in any moeasure looking
to the protection of the anthracite conl trade,
nwrid that e would willingly manke somoe alli-
anea with the  Pennsylvanla line which
would prevent such a saoritios of the anthra-
cite conl trude ps the Pennsylvania now
threatens, by cutting tolls and prices, it the
Balthmore & Ohido s allowed ta go o New
York over the Reading and Jorsey Central
irack.
