BEHIND IN HIS ACCOUNTS.

CUOL. A WILSON NORRIN TECHNICALLY
AN ENMRBEFEELER.

Fallure to Forward Hiu \ccounts us Pension
Agent nt Philadelphia for the Month of
June Last Canses Trouble In the De-
martment wt Washington,

1t is stated at tho treasury department that
A. Wilson Norrls, late pension agent at Phila-
delphia, is cansing the acconnting ofMcers of
that department no little trouble becaiuse of
his fallure to forward his accounts for the
month ol June last. Mr, Norris wns re
moved on July 7thy and, according to the
treasurer's roports had, up to July Z2ist,
falled to account for advances amounting to
£176,117. Judge Willlams, third aunditor of
the treasury, has several Limes requested
him to forward his accounts for examination,
but so far Mr, Norrls ha® not taken the
slightest notice of his letters.

In making his last formal request the
third anditor called Mr. Norris' attention to
Bections 3,632 and 5,491 of the revised
slatutes, which require li‘mt all officers who
hold public funds for disbursement shall
ronder a monthly aceount within ten  days
after the cexpirmtion of each snoeessivo
monih, and provide that eMeers who fall to
comply with this requirement shall be
deemed guilty of embezsloment and uub‘leﬂ.
to fino and imprisonment. This letter, it is
sald, has produced no bettor effect than its

ocessor, and the departinent officlals are

n somewhal of a quandary as to hew 1o pro-

ceedd,  Thore are no impuiations against the

official integrity of Mr. Norris, and the ac-

connting oflicials aro at & loss to understand
his conduct,

The revised statutes above veforred to pro-
vide that fullure to report monthly, unless
time to do so has been extended by the secre-
tary of the treasury, shall bs proof of embosz-
zlement, and the oflicer convicted of that
crime shall be fined in a sum egual W the
amount embezzlod, avd sball be linprisoned
not less than six monuths por more than ten

o,

As the matter now stands, I'hird Auditor
Williams says that Norris is technically an
embezzler, and if he escapes punishiment it
will be ulrlllll-ﬂh leniency on the part ol the
secretary of the treasury.

Colonel Norris Is at preseut not in Phila-
adelphin.  Mr. Huckle, hisclerk, who has
boen proparing the accounts of the pension
office for the last month of his chiel’s ooou.
