The tirsl procesdings in the Hrickerville
church case wers bogun In 1570, by s suit
in equity, brought by W. 1. Uutter, pastor,
Lavi Dreloh, Samuel Elser, ufus Kilne, snd
others, a8 church offiears ol the new synod
party, against Edward K. Neibert and others,
churoh oMeers, snd of the old kynod party,
o deternine the right to the chiurel, 1L was
declded in favor of the old synod parly in
1578, The new aynod parly refusing Lo give
possession of the church property, in June
187 8, the offiers of Lo oldsynod party brought
this suit in ejoci ment agninst Koy, 8, Forne.
ler wnd others, thon holding  possession  lor
tha new synod party.

This cane was tried four Limes (o tho eourt
bolow snd LWion taken 1o the sujreme oourt
At the first trisl the jury filed to agres. At
the second trinl, aflor the jury was out lor a
considerabile time, one of them ok slok and
they wore discharged without & verdiol At
the third trinl thers was a verdiet for the
plaintifts, the old synod party.

he defendants ook the cane 1o Lho supreme
court, where It wis roverssd and sent back
for m fourth trial.  This was had September,
1884, resultiog in favor of theold synod party.

The new synod party then took the case for
& seoond time to the supreme court—which
wis argued in Philadelplin lsst May-—and
the vourt deliverod their opinlon st their
sesmion In Pittsburg, Octobar 4, 18,
aflirming the conrt below, so that the
controversy is st last fioally settied in favor
of the old synod party,
