who combined together to sell their votes
to the highest bidders for city fran-
chises. The hesitation is natural. There
was In this case little, if any evidence
to convict, save the testimony of the
two confederates who had been promised
by the district attorney immunity from
prosecution it they told the truth against
their fellows. Such a bribe to tell the
truth Inevitably subjects the witness to the
suspicion of testifying to untruth. And
hero this suspicion had further ground In
the fact that these two witnesses both
lately, in another inquiry, testified that
there had been no such combination or
bribery in the passage of the Uroadwav
charter. It required a great deal
of nerve for the district attorney to ask for
a conviction upon their bare testimony,
and his undertaking would be hooted at as
silly ,but for the nearly universal belief that
the votes of the aldermen weio bought for
the Hroadway charter. The circumstances
which produce this belief in the communitj
do not afford legal proof to sustain it, but
the moral conviction coming from them
is strong. Tho question In this case is
whether such usual conviction is justified
by the testimony of perjured associates in
the crime, who get immunity from its pen-
alties by testifying against their fellows
and giving the law its grip upon them.
Wo think that it is very doubtful whether
justice should be thus served. The law
denies effect to the testimony of a fellow
conspirator w liicli is not sustained by other
uvid&wd, iiudth.it, e en when his testi-
mony is not purchased by promise of iinmu-jit-

Such tesumony is not grateful to the
idea of justice. It is permitted becauM)
otherwise crime would not bouncoied.

35ut it is doubtful whether it would not
be better to let it remain concealed tliau to
detect it iu such fashion. Xo witness mij
be bribed with money; and wherefore,
then should one be bribed by

from the ienalties of the law.
Out of the baud of thirteen nlderaieu,w ho

are said to have united to sell their votes,
all but three or four are lied, or dead, or
have saved tlietnselv es as witnesses. The
few that aie present and out in the cold,
appeared on the stand to testify that they
and the prisoner on trial are innocent.
Their testimony, given to save themselves
from jail, need not be given much weight ;

but it caunot be overthrown by the evi-den-

of two associates, who have hereto-
fore sworn to innocence aud now swear to
guilt under the protecting wing of the dis-

trict attorney' oflice.

Itallway Iliillding In Jtussla.
Iu an effort to augment the war scare

now epidemic in Kuiope, a leading luiblin
paper calls attention to the rapid building
of railways that has been going on of late
in Hussh. One line in particular.that which
runs from the Black Sea to the Caspian,
has been pushed with great energy; and its
strategic Importance leads to the inference
that the Itussian government, which con
trols all the railroads of the empire, 13 bent
on mischief.

Vast quantities of naphtha
have always been shipped from this point
and of late j oars the petroleum trade lias
grown to largo proportions, while the citj
being the ancient port of exchaugo betw een
India and the West, has so many natural
advantages as to make it certain sooner or
later to regain that irositioii. Tho harbor
is safe and deep enough to Jlo.it the largest
steamers close to shore, and near by are
flshlnggrounda that have alvvajs supported
11 respectable fishing fleet. Tho only con-no:li-
