160 feet in the air ana mauoaciroio 01 auotit
400 feet The Mlddlotown workmen were
standing west of the tank aud the men
from Columbia were on the lower side.
The men blurted to run in all directions
but vtre caught by tbo blazlug oil
as It made the largo circle. Almost the entire
force of the Mlddletown wieckers receled
Injuries, some of which are of a very serious
nature Foreman Rich, of IJalnbridgp, Is
burned cerioualy and bad n largo gasb lu his
bead. Tho force of the explosion drove bal-

last, gravel, eta, towards the men, resulting
In injuries to some of thorn.

Of the Columbia men, Michael Roland,
Dennis Keheo, Thomas Stanton, Klchard
Gould, Albert Klines and G.Edward Ualght,
received very painful Injuries from the
blazing oil. A number of the workmen re-
ceived slight burns about the face and bands,
and as the men vtero running down the
tracks, they bad their clothing burned by
the oil falling on tbem. Kdward Smith aud
Philip Hoover, of the despatched olllce, re
colved burns about their faces. The force
of tbo explosion caused one end of tbe
tank to be blown over tbo canal bridge, high
In tbe air, and landing In the woods about
800 yards from the wreck. Another portion
was rent high In the air, falling on the east
track, about 100 yards from the starting
place. Albert Klines recelvod burns on his
Load and hands as ho was Jump-
ing over a lenco and a largo bar
of iron flew past bis bead and
was burled in tbe snow scmo distance
further ou. About sixty men were working
about the place, and out of that number not
over ten men escaped from burns or bad
their clothing damaged. The Injured men
were soon given assistance by those not hurt.
Tbo won from Mlddletown were eeut to tholr
bomes,and Balght, KolandandOould brought
to Columbia, as tbey were more seriously
burned. In conversation with one of tbo
tnen, who had been burned, ho said that he
lived 3 ears in the few brief seconds follow-
ing the explosion. In the wreck and burn-
ing, ton curs of the Pennsylvania railroad
hsvo boon destroytd and their lossls a heavy
one.
